After traveling through some
eight states since last publication,
“we are certain that there are two
types of individuals to be envied:

(1) the real estate dealer”telling
the wonders of Parmer County ir-
rigated farming, and (2) the real
estate dealer telling the advantages
of the ranges of South Dakota!

In one particular section north-
west of Pierre, S. D.,, we found
rangeland that we thought existed
only in storybooks and in tales of
our own pioneers.

Grass waving knee-high, antelope
and grouse in abundance, water
‘holes full of life-giving water, and
near complete isolation from the
hurried existence in the -cities—
small wonder our older son found
the ranch life so fascinating for the
+wo months he has spent there this
summer with his uncle.

Random observations on our trip
through the mid-west:

Nebraska has been blessed with
exceptional rainfall, by all indi-
cations—hill upon hill of emerald
green grass, checkerboard wheat
fields with wheat harvest drawing
to completion there. Strip farming
as a preventive of soil and wind
erosion was in wide use there, but
contour farming was scarce.

Kansas still looks like Kansas.

Field after field of dryland Da-
kota wheat was yielding from 25
to 35 bushels.

Was interested in an artesian
well supplying year-around warm
water on our relative’s ranch
northwest of Pierre. Gas pressure
was sufficient in the well, several
thousand feet in depth, that a
match would ignite the surface of
the water—quite an eerie sight,
seeing the burning water!

The little one-teacher schools
pcross the reaches of Dakota makes
us realize the progress of our own
school systems. Lots of the little
pne-room schools benefitted only
pne family in the remote areas.

Understand thére is no segrega-

" tion proble mthere, however. The

negroes just aren’t welcomed, and
their absence is noticeable.

Tan understand why Teddy
Roosevelt, Calvin Coolidge and
President Eisenhower expressed

their appreciation of Black Hills
haunts. The quiet beauty there,
bathed in the historical legends of
Custer and Chief Crazy Horse, etc.,
makes this one of the more inter-
psting vacation spots we have seen.
And certainly the majestic Rush-
more Monuments carved from th_e
hills by the late Gutzon Borglam is
not to be overlooked—one of the
great masterpleces of the world,

Nowhere have we “felt” the alti-
tude of a great plains area so much
as on the Wyoming plains north of
Cheyenne, o] T

Guess our own little cities have
no monopoly on growth. Could
hardly believe the expansion of
Denver since our last visit there.

Colorado Springs and other vace-
tion centers of Colorado still are
doing quite well off Texas tourist
dollars! Believe the Texans could
take over that state with minimum
frouble during the summer months.
{Governor Shivers take note. )

And speaking of rain—it even
rained at San Jon on our way
home.

Large Percentage Take

Second Shots in State

AUSTIN. — Dr. Henry A. Holle,
Commissioner of Health, stated to-
day that the second inoculation of
first® and second  grade pupils
against poliomyelitis has been com-
pleted in most areas of Texas. Ap-
proximately 70 per cent of those re-
ceiving the first shots were on hand
for the second group.

It is hopea that vaccine will be
available soon for use by private
physicians to immunize those not
eligible under the National Found-
ation for Infantile Paralysis pro-
gram; also that some arrangements
can be made to secure vaccine for
the medically indigent of the state.
Under the Foundation program, use
of vaccine has been limited mostly
to children in the first and second
grades.

Dr. J. E. Peavy, chief of the Di-
vision of Communicable Diseases,
says that polio o¢curs both sporadi-
cally and in epidemics at irregular
intervals, with the highest inci-
dence in Texas during the latter
part of July and the 'month of
August.

During the past five years 374
per cent of the reported cases of
poliomyelitis in Texas occurred in
the age group under five years; 26
per cent in the group 5 to 9 years;
12.6 per cent in the group 10 to 14
and 23.8 per cent of the cases re-
ported were 15 years of age or
older. During the epidemics para-
lytic cases rarely exceed one per
thousand of population. The most
deaths from poliomyelitis are in the
20-29-year group.

Poliomyelitis can be recognized
by your physician by clinical mani-
festations assisted by examination
of the spinal fluid.*

Insect Infestation
Calls for Alertness

Light to fairly heavy rains great-
ly improved growing conditions for
crops in many localities. Where
cotton had been irrigated prior to
recent rains, plants grew rapidly.
The rains, added to the irrigations,
produced excessive vegetable
growth with accompanying shed of
some small squares. The cloudy
weather, as normally expected, re-
tarded fruit set. This condition

should not be corifused with insect §

damage,

Aphids were present in

infestations were light, although

damaging populations were report-

ed in some fields in Dawson, Floyd,
Hale, Lubbock and Lynn counties.

The insects were found in heaviest

infestation in fields which had earl-

ier aphid contro] application of in- 4

secticides, and on cotton which had
suffered earlier hail damage.

Fleahoppers continued to cause
concern in some areas. While blow-
ing rains reduced infestations, the
insects often inc¢réased rapidly in
numbers fro mheavy hatching in
the fields. Heaviest infestations
were reported from Crosby, Floyd,
Hale, Hockley and Lubbock coun-
ties.

Bollworms inéreased in numbers
in many fields throughout the area,
although damaging infestations
¥ere not general.
~worms were found sufficient
numbers to warrant control in
some fields in Crosby, Garza, Hale,
Howard, Lubbock, Lynn, Mitchell
and Scurry counties, In most cases
bollworms were of different sizes,
indicating a light hatch over a
period of several days. Infestations
were heaviest on older cotton.
Since most fields have reached a
stage of growth and fruiting to be
attractive to bollworm moths, all
fields should be closely watched for
eggs and small worms. The entire
plant should be examined if eggs
and small bollworms are not found
in the terminal growth. Bollworm
moths may deposit eggs on any part

in

of the plant.

Lygus bugs were present in low
infestations in most fields and in
somewhat larger numbers on cot-
ton near legumes. Cabbage loopers
were reported in light infestations
in most fields, while grasshoppers
damaged parts of some fields in
Floyd County.

Information contained in the
cotton insect situation release has
been compiled from reports re-
ceived from county agents, voca-
tional agricultural teachers, per-
sonnel of the Texas A & M College
System, various branches of the
U. S. Department of Agricultural
Commercial Cotton Inspectors,
chemical companies and others.

The 1955 crop report points out
the false idea of selective acreage
controls. Acreage forced out of
one crop pops up in another to cre-
ate a new surplus.

Cotton and wheat cuts have gone
into soybeans, grain sorghums, hay
and other products. Neither does
lower price supports discourage
planting. The farmer plants more
to make up his losses in price.

Prospects for the fall of 1955
foretell another bumper farm crop
year despite the ravages of drouth
in mid-western states, according to
the National Agricultural Research
bureau in Washington. Not only
will it be a “bumper” year, but per-
haps the biggest production year
of all time, if the experts are cor-
rect:

It is a paradox that production
in 1955 will spell trouble ahead for
Texas and the nation’s farmers in
the form of prices, mounting sur-
pluses and critical storage prob-
lems. With no relief from the farm
cost-income pinch in sight, the
farm problem is certin to become
more and more of an issue in 1956
politics.

Washington apparently is uncer-
tain as to what—if anything—to do
next. Farm officials show no sign
of easing their determination to
block a return to 90 per cent man-
datory supports for basic crops.
Large supplies of most farm pro-
ducts now indicate supports will
be lowered to the 75 per cent of
parity minimum for basics—cot-
ton and tobacco excepted—-next
January. Wheat already has been
announced at 76 per cent.

per 1955 harvest expected in the-

nation:
FEED grain supply will be the
highest in history.

CORN crop forecast is almost 3:5
billion bushels—16 per .cent over
1954—coming from a new record
yield of 42.7 bushels per acre de-
spite acreage cuts.

OATS supply looks like a record
1.8 billion bushels—slightly higher
than last year. Carryover is about
325 million bushels—also the high-
est.

BARLEY will be about 524 mil-
lion bushels, about 75 million more
than last year. Carryover is esti-
mated at a record 140 million bush-
els. -

GRAIN SORGHUM in Texas will
approach and probably break iec-
ords but production is not yet es-
timated. The same should hold
true for the nation. Acreage is
about 23 million, putting produc-
tion unofficially above the record
233 million.

WHEAT supply is estimated at
1,890 billion bushels, about 30 mil-
lion more than last year’s record.
Carryover next July may be around
955 million bushels with no break
in sight on the surplus supply situ-
aton. 7

HAY is forecast at a record 109
million tons. Alfalfa and its mix-
tures also also at an all-time high
of 53 million tons.

POTATO growers can expect
trouble. Irish potato production is
forecast at 44.3 million bushels over
last year and the sweet potato crop
looks 15 per cent larger. There is
new talk about a demand for potato

Light to heavy rains fell over
the area during the week. Besides
greatly improving conditions for
growth and fruiting of cotton, the
heavier rains materially reduced
infestations of thrips, aphids and
fleahoppers.

Thrips damage decreased in most
fields. Although the insects were
found in considerable numbers on
some untreated fields, there was
little loss of small squares from the
rapidly fruiting plants." The rather
general use of insecticides for flea-
hopper control effected good con-
control of the thrips.

Ahpids occurred in rather heavy
infestations in some fields in Hale
County. Only light or spotted iu-
festations were reported from other
counties.

While fleahopper infestations de-
creased on some early planted cot-
ton, the insects increased in num-
bers in many later planted cotton.
Heaviest infestations were reported
from Crosby, Garza, Hale and Lub-
bock counties. In a few localities,
where cotton was closely checked
for fleahopper infestations, 50 to 80
per cent of the later planted fields
were treated for control of the in-
sects.

Bollworm activity  increased
somewhat over that of the previous
week. While most fields showed
low counts of eggs and worms,
some cotton had sufficient infesta-
tions to warrant control. Heaviest
egg and worm counts were report-
ed from Bailey, Cochran, Dawson,
Garza, Hale, Parmer, Scurry and
Terry counties. A number of fields
have had insecticides applied for
control of the worms in a number
of fields in the counties. Since
present weather conditions are fa-
vorable for activity of the boll-
worms, all fields should be checked
every four or five days for eggs
and small worms. As counts reach
the pont at which the “GUIDE”
recommends control, insecticides
should be applied. Kill worms wvhile
they are small and prevent e:xces-
sive form damage.

Cabbage loopers were pres::
small numbers in most fie!
bugs ccurred in low infest
some fields in Crosby, Floyd, Hale
and Lubbock counties. Garden
webworms (carlessweed worms)
were reported in spotted heavy in-
festations in a few fields in Deaf
Smith and Floyd counties. Grass-
hoppers continued to move to cot-
ton in some fields in Swisher and
Floyd counties.

Information contained in the cot-
ton insect situation release has bheen
compiled " from reports received
