Much has Ih>. i. said during the past few W4»eks in reference 
lo the r4»cently pr4tpos4‘d sales tux at Austin. Whelh4‘r or not the 
tux will be imposed at this sesaion uf the legislature, reiiiains to 
be S4*en. We have '4tudl*'d tiie tax in our own way of th inking and 
14'nlize thul it Is ne4*eHsary f4>r some4ine to supp4)rt the state  gov- 
eriiiiient. This run be d4)ii*‘ only by Iaxali4)n. Then what kind of a 
tax would be the l êst tax a lax that would b4> fair  to all alike, 
if a straight ad valorem tax 4>n real estate  and personal property, 
then the wage earni'r W4nild escape taxation. If a sales lax  only 
tlu'ii the properly 4>wner wi>uld escape taxatictn and the wage 
4»ariier W4iuld have to carry the entire  burden. This vould be class 
taxation,  ami as 4>ne merchant in Gatesville 4>xpresHed It mak4»s 
the rich man richer and the p4M)r man poorer.

In MU interview with one Gatesville merchant,  he expressed 
the folly 4if the tax on the gr4>undH that the tax would pyramid, 
that is when the mnliiifnctun'r sold an art icle,  a three per 4*ent 
tux. when the Johlier piirchas4ul. the art ic le  an4>ther 3 per cent tax 
and hy the lime the artl4'le rea4'hed the consumer, there W4iiild l>e at 
least twelve per rent laa on the urtl4'le. and the consumer would 
luive to pay the lax. * i

Another niercliuul expressed his opposition on the Rr4>unds that 
it was nothing less than a scheme to get thousands of people em- 
ploye4i by the esluhllshing of new bureaus and collectors  for dif- 
fer4nt distric ts and counties of the state.  He est imated that the 
least would l>e from one to two collectors fur each county. With 
at least one < xtru h4M)kkeep«»r In each of the larger establishments  
for the special purpose o f  keeping ac4‘oiint of the tax m4>ney.

‘Tt will hri'Hk every merchant In Texas.” is the way another 
h adin g  cltixeii of Gutt'sville ex|)ress4Ml his opiui4)n in the matter of 
the three per cent tax. “ T he matter of three per cent is ton small 
an item t4> be ailded to the sal4*s price of many of the small  items 
ami the tax expense will iie4'essarlly have to be absort>ed hy the 
iiierchuiit and taken from the profits  of the business.” .Now It Is 
a 4|iiestion If there are  many firms making a net profit in excess 
o f  three per C4'nt.

Other express their opposition to the proposed tax on the 
grounds that the consumer will have to pay the tax. and under 
present conditions many of them striving to keep the wolf from 
the d4M>r by hard labor, ninny working at 4>nly a ffw cents per 
hour, will he compelle4l to deprive himself 4>r iiiomhers of his 
family of many of the necessit ies of life, that taxes may be paid 
to maintain the governtii*>nt while the higher-ups or near-do-wells, 

or the rich man. and the property owners of our slate ,  and in 
reality those who C4)mpose the state go tax free.

We are  opposed to th e full three per cent sales tax as  sug­
gested to the slate legislature at  presenl. We believe that It Is an 
unjust tax, nothing short of class taxation,  l ^ t  the man that owns 
piMperty and reuily needs Ih4» protecil4>n of a state  government 
pay the tax. This will 4>iiable the wage earner and the p*K>r man 

an opportunity to accumulate  something and then S4)mi'day it is 
possible for him to be a tax payer.

A three per cent aales tax- -NRVRR It is nothing short of 
slavery,  a millstone ah4>ut the neck of the wage earner and takea 
the bread and butter from the mouthi of hla hungry children to 
feed the tax mongers at  Auatln.

In spite of. everything that has h«‘en attempted In 
the way of relief, farm commodity prices (*«)n(inue at low lev«'ls It Is not 
to he wondered at that the ’‘farm e rs ’ holiday" uiovem<‘nt is spreading. 
Why shfcuUl any man continue to prcnluce something that he cannot stdl, 
or that he can sell only at a loss?

Wh«*n the farmer is getting no income from (ils farm h** certainly 1 
cannot pay his debts or the interest on them, nor his taxes The mov«' 
ment for a moratorium on tax and mortgage payments Is growing rapid­
ly. It may have far-reaching effects.  We have a ft'elliig that in Ike long 
run it is going to be better for creditors to give their  honest debtors time, 
than It Is for them to seise property which cannot under present condi­
tions earn the Interest on its c’osl.  In the mutter of taxes, inability «>f 
property owners to pay has already brought about a situation in sevc'ral 
ci ties and a good many counties, in which public expenditure's are nec­
essarily tielng curtail«^] to the lowest possibie minimum.

As we see It. the whole world Is going through a drastic  ec'onomic 
readjustment which will, we believe, wind up hy a very widespread and 
general compromise on all existing debts and a fresh star!  for everybody. 
Much of our trouble is ilue to the fact  that such a high |>errentuge «if our 
agricultural production has been in the past for the export market. That 
market Is rapidly diminishing,  as one country after  another finds ways of 
supplying Its needs without Importing.

We think that the forced economic reorganization which is now un­
der way must reault in the reduction of our agricultural production to 
our own internal demands. That this  will benefit every grower of crops 
or livestock Is unqUc'sHonable. The most prosperous farmers in Die 
world tod.xy are  those of France ,  who produce «miy enough to supply the 
needs of the French people and are protected by their  government from 
eompetlHon from outside. ITnder the French  plan of strict  limitation of 
wheat acreage French farmers got better than $ 1.60  a bushel for their 
crop in 1932.
