This year a great many patriotic citizens are preparing to
do new building, and make improvements on existing property,
in order to provide employment and put money to work. The
home racketeer is taking advantage of this. He is always, of
course, a perfect stranger and his method of operation is to get
a home owner to sign what he believes to be an improvement
contract, under the guise of providing much needed employment.
In most instances, doubtless, the owner signs it without a care-
ful reading. In reality, the document he signs is a lien on his
property which is at once transferred to a third party, who then
forces the home owner to pay, whether the stipulated improve- |
ments are made or not. {

It is said this racket has been worked in some of the north-
ern states. If some stranger should succeed in getting a thing
like that pulled on one of our square-shooting Texans, we predict
there would be a reckoning to take place—and the Texan wuuld@
proceed forthwith to take care of his own rights without con-|
sulting a court or judge before acting. !
