There has been some propaganda
put out by the brewers that prohi-
hition costs too much. As a matter
of government record the appropri-
ations for prohibition enforcement
for the first 11 years totalled 112
millions while the revenue from con-
fiscations and fines for the same|
pé-r\lud was 509 millions, more than!
four times as much as was spent,

The idea has been broadcast by
the Saloon Keekers Assocition that|
the hootleggers are all for prolibi-
tion. A New York paper recently
conducted a census of 200 speak-
easies of all classes in New York
and found that they were 20 to 1
in favor of repeal. “No one who ev-
er did anything for prohibition will
admit its failure. The saloon keep-
ers and all old opponents all say it
has falled,” said Dr. Webb,

After three years of enforcement
the brewers decided they must do
something so they began to spend
millions to spread propaganda in op-
pesition to prohibition, the main
statement of which was that indi-
vidual rights and liberties had been
taken away from the people.

“When we legalize beer, we ex-
tend to the brewer the right to de-
bauch our neighor with our ap-

proval.”
As for beer as a revenue, Dr.
Webh said, the most liberal esti-

mate is that it will bring 1256 mill-
| per year. “The liquor crowd is
{ g to bribe the citizenship at
one dollar a head to vote for beer.
Our population is about 1256 millions
thus the revenue would be $1.00 per
capita, or about 2 per cent of the
total taxation,
