The News Is in receipt of the
following message from County
Judge Robt. W, Brown, in which
he points out that the petition
now being circulated is being
signed by all those who desire
1o relieve the county of the bur-
den of holding a special election
on the beer question, Judge
Brown emphasizes the fact that

In Gala Celebration

TEXAS COTTON FOR JAPAN

Cotton growers of Texas and loeal vicinity will no
doubt be interested to learn that Japan will buy this year
400,000 bales of cotton grown in this state; 100,000 more
bales than was purchased by that country in 1932, Besides
this amount it is assured that more than that amount will
be bought if the boycott on cotton grown in India becomes
effective, and it likely will.  In 1932 Japan used 1,400,000
bales of American cotton, approximately 20 per cent of which
came from Texas. At least Texas farmers may be assured
of some market for their cotton this year.

With the growing interest in the return to world
trade, sponsored by President Roosevelt, we may readily
anticipated a more extensive trade market for other commod-
ities of American origin. The return of foreign trade to
the United States will undoubtedly cut a big figure in the
return of commodity prices to a decent level in this coun-
try. Over production alone has not been the detrimental
factor in bringing about the deplorable condition which we
have been experiencing for the past four or five years bul
it has been the over production brought about by a decrepit
market.

More than half the 194 1bs,
of this cheese made by Mrs. Eaf
Thomas of Concord Home Demon-
stration Club in Johnson county
this year has been sold for a fair
price.

Houston cquoty farmers, o
operating with county agent and
local elvie organization, are buy-
ing brood mares for farm power
and for producing future farm
power,

Roberts county home demon-
stration club women are finding
that they make $56 per day by
killing and canning chickens for
sale.

A Nolan county farmer put out
six pounds of polsoned grain
costing 30 cents one night. The
pext morning he picked up 120
dead ground squirrels, a pest so
destructive there this year that
the county agent has been called
on to ald ranchers and farmers
wage an effective fight.

Dairy Records Basls of Herd
Improvement

Lubbock — Because he tested
his cows and kept records on
costs and production in a dairy
herd demonstration with the
county agent, Arthur Dean of
Lubbock county knows that his
best cow made a profit above
feed cost of $66.19 on a produc-
tion of 360 pounds of butterfat
last year, that his poorest cow
made $23.31 on a production of
210 pounds of butterfat, and that
the herd paid him $1.76 for ev-
ery dollar spent for feed. One cow
was discarded because she could
not pay her way. The herd aver-
aged 245.6 pounds of butterfat
on a ration of corn, grain sor-
ghum, bran, cottonseed meal and
cottonseed.

With these records as a start-
ing point, and a registered bull
leased from Texas Technological
College for improving the future
herd, R. N. McClain, assistant
county agent, points out that Mr.
Dean ls In a position to make
rapid improvements in his herd
management,

Fredericksburg— When freezes
kill and drouths dry up green pas-
ture, Oliver Rabke of Peternalis
community in Gilisple county puts
his home-made oat sprouter to
work supplying green stuff to
his hens. Then the hens work for
him, he says, pointing out that a
flock of 4560 averaged 300 eggs
per day during April on sprouted
oats and an Extenslon Service ra-
tion recommended by the county
agent. The sprouter 1s built like
a safe with 12 trays supported
by small slats to hold the oats.
Sides of trays are made of wood
and the bottoms of tin. Beneath
the lowest tray a space s pro-
vided for placing a pan of live
coals to promote sprouting in cold
weather,

Denton—*'The most profitable
farm crop Is sheep,” says J. J.
Parks of Denton. From a flock of
140 ewes and a few well bred
bucks he has sold more than one
thousand dollars worth of lambs
and wool each year of the last
three years, In 1927 he sold $2700
worth of products from a flock
of 200 but found he was over-
stocked for his acreage and re-
duced to his present sized flock.

Mr. Parks practices creep feed-
ing to get gain and finish quickly,
and prepares lambs for the Eas-
ter market when prices are good
as recommended by C. C. Morris,
former county agent. To breed
for late Jlambs he confines the
bucks from October to May.

Terraces constructed more than
twenty years ago are still in ser-
vice on the farm of F. C. Steves,
Karnes county dalry farmer liv-
ing three miles north of Runge.
They are believed by the county
agent to be among the oldest ter-
races In Texas. Laild out and bulilt
as an experiment with the help
of a man sent by the United
States Department of Agricul-
ture, surprisingly few mistakes
were made.

American cheese making is no
longer confined to cheese factor-
les. More than half the 194 lbs.
of this cheese made by Mrs. Eaf
Thomas of Concord Home Demon-
stration Club in Johnson county
this year has been sold for a falr
price.

Houston cquuty farmers,
operating with county agent and

Dairy Records Basls of Herd
Lmprovement

Lubbock — Because he tested
his cows and kept records on
costs and production in a dairy
herd demonstration with the
county agent, Arthur Dean of
Lubbock county knows that his
bhest cow made a profit above
feed cost of $566.19 on a produc-
tion of 360 pounds of butterfat
last year, that his poorest cow
made $23.31 on a production of
210 pounds of butterfat, and that
the herd paild him $1.756 for ev-
ery dollar spent for feed. One cow
was discarded because she could
not pay her way, The herd aver-
aged 245.6 pounds of butterfat
on a ration of corn, grain sor-
ghum, bran, cottonseed meal and
cottonseed,
With these records as a start-
ing point, and a registered bull
leased from Texas Technological
College for improving the future
herd, R, N. McClain, assistant
county agent, points out that Mr.
Dean is in a position to make
rapld improvements in his herd
management,

Fredericksburg-—— When freezes
kill and drouths dry up green pas-
ture, Oliver Rabke of Peternalis
community in Gillsple county puts
his home-made oat sprouter to
work supplying green stuff to
his hens, Then the hens work for
him, he says, pointing out that a
flock of 450 averaged 300 eggs
per day during April on sprouted
oats and an Extension Service ra-
tion recommended by the county
agent. The sprouter 18 built like
a safe with 12 trays supported
by small slats to hold the oats.
Sides of trays are made of wood
and the bottoms of tin. Beneath
the lowest tray a space s pro-
vided for placing a pan of live
coals to promote sprouting in cold
weather,

Denton—"The most profitable
farm crop is sheep,’” says J. J.
Parks of Denton. From a flock of
140 ewes and a few well bred
bucks he has sold more than one
thousand dollars worth of lambs
and wool each year of the last
three years, In 1927 he sold $2700
worth of products from a flock
of 200 but found he was over-
stocked for his acreage and re-
duced to his present sized flock.
Mr. Parks practices creep feed-
ing to get gain and finish quickly,
and prepares lambs for the Eas-
ter market when prices are good
as recommended by C. C. Morrly,
former county agent. To breed
