Survival of Roman Epoch

The tiest of the great “show places”
of the Dalmatian Riviera is Split (Spa
o), a town of 30000 inhabitants,
The city has & history gunning back (o
the times of the Roman ewplire. It
was the favorite residence of the Lm
peror Diocletian (himself a Duaima
tian by birth), whe bullt 8 magnificent
palace there, This palace, with Its
haths and temples, Is one of the most
Interesting survivals of the Roman pe
riod,

The palace is of rectangular form
ind 1s 2168 meters long and 179 meters |
wide, It 18 entered by three xnlc-u.’
on the north by the Golden Gate (Por
ta Aurea), on the west by the lron
Gate (Porta Ferra) and on the eas! i

|

by the Silver tate (Porta Argenta)
Each of these gates is tlanked by twe |
octagonal towers, There was yel an
other gate on the southern front, lead-
ing to the sea, and adorned with &
columns, part of which Is still to be
seen. A quadrangular tower defended
each corper of the palace.

The most beautiful portion of the
building is the open peristyle, still
serving as the vestibule of the maw
goleum of the great emperor (now
the Cathedral) and to the Temple of
Jupiter (vow the Baptistery). The
classic beauty of these bulldings and
the decorative architecture of the Por
ta Aurea, the Loggia and the arcade
of the southern facade and, last but
not least, the marvelous subterranean
constructions excite the admiration,
pot only of tourists but also of engl
oecrs and architects,

Boats 3000 B. C. Were
Constructed of Planks

Shipbullding, says the Washington
Star, is one of the most anclent of the
arts. Egyptian drawings, dating prob
ably from about 30 B, C.. show hoats
canstructed of planks, having salls as
well a8 ocars.  From anclent sculp
tures It appears that the ships of the
Greeks and Romans were propelled
by wind and oar and were bullt with
keel, ribs and planking, strengthened
crosswise by benches on which the
rowers sat

e Pheeniclans were probably the
most  skillful wmariners of anclent
times, and at a very early period had
developed a type of war galley. The
Vikings of Norway used ships of con
siderable strength of frame, but very ;
light draft. The European natlons
steadfly Improved in shipbuilding, and
Le oar was gradually superseded hy
the sall, Larger and speadier vessels
were required for the development of
commerca. The development of ship
buliding as s sclence, however, may
be sald to date from the middie of the
Nineteenth century and to have been
¢ direct result of the use of Iron and
steel In ship construction and the ap
plication of steum to propulsion.

Post Riders Had to Tote
Miscellaneous Articles

From euarly Colonlal times the post
riders had been o the habit of car
rylig, In addition to the malls, a con
slderable amount of miscellanvous
material for delivery from one to an
other of the farmers, villagers or store
keepers along their routes. The prl
vate services which they rendered In
cluded the transfer of valuables, for
which the malls did not provide, the
making of purchases In town and even
the delivery of live stock or the ar
ranging for the bhire of teams or
yokes of oxen between distant Inhab
Itants,

The fees for these extra services
were what made the pasition of post

Ider worth while, for the government
compensation for the mall alone was
so small that without these additional
amounts there was barely a living In
It. The same system was continued
on into the stage coach days, and ater,
when the stage lines were replaced by
the rallroads and many of the stage
hands had become conductors and
brakemen on the tirains, we find these
tralnmen carrying on private letter
and parcel deliveries for which nelther
the government nor the rallroads re
celved any compensation,

As the malls at the time the rall
roads began were badly organized and
slow, and as the rates were high, and
also a8 they made no provision for the
transfer of parcels or valuables, It s
readily seen how the public avalled
itself of the sure and rapld services
of these rallroad tralnmen and how in
A few years a cousiderable volume of
business was found going

by these

Old Engineering Scheme
to Check Waters of Ni'e

Even the Pharaohs realized e
necessity of keplug the wuters of the
Nile In check, and In their wee 4k
and embankments were construct
Irrigation and regulation of the waiv
supply were one of the main prob
lems of government, notes a cor
respondent In the Kansas Clty Times

The basin system of lrrigation
which was the first method used, arose
directly from the annual flooding of
the country, and Is still practiced over
about a quarter of the cultivated area
of Egypt, particularly upper Eoypt
According to this system, the land Is
divided into compartments by hanks,
and these compartments or hasins are
filled by eanals which take off helow
the level of the flood. The water re
mains on the land for six or elght
weeks, and is then run back through
escape channels to the river which,
In the meantime, has fallen. AS soen
as the water has run off the crops are
sown, and the land recelv®s no mare
water untll the next year. Under this
system only one crop Is obtained an
nually,

About the beginning of the Nine
teenth century, Mobammed All Pasha,
the founder of the present ruling
dyonasty of Egzypt, declded to go in for
cotton cultivation ou a large seale,
and for this purpose the land had to
be irrigated In the early summer when
the water Is well below land level
Canals had to be cut to enable the
water to be distributed to the crops
regularly In light waterings, and the
level of the water had to be ralsed teo
facllitate the work of the cultivator,
