Four Sight-Saving
Suggestions

1. Make sure there is a reading
lamp for every member of the
family and a study lamp for the
children. These lamps should
have shades that are tight col-
ored inside, open at the :op,
deep enough to prevent zlare
from bare bulbs and wide enough
to throw the light where it is
needed.

2. See that every reading or study
lamp is equipped with the
proper-sized bulbs —one 100
watt, two 60's or three 40's,
according to the number of
sockets.

3. Place lamps so thit there is no
direct or reflected glare in vour
eyes.

4. Do vyour visual work in a room
that is moderately well lighted
throughout. Reading under a
floor lamp in an otherwise dark
room is a sure source of eye-
strain.
