mendment to carry the entire slate
through, or permitting one unpopun

lar proposal to drag them all to de

feat. But, leaving v
tion the repeal amendment which
fs g0 nrefudicial in nature that the

fndividual mind can scarcely be veer
ed from fits moorings in either dir-
ection—the rest of the slate dmul.!
perhaps be made to walk the plank

‘Some of the amndments are per
haps not so bad as ths article may
have seemed to paint them. But it is
nevertheless wise to consider not
only the specific changes suggested
by these particular amendments, but
also to ascertain the direction in
which they subtly lead. Taken as a
whole, their prevailing flaw is that
they tend to undermine constitution-
al safeguar@s aeainst the hazards
of ‘practical politieg, by injecting in-
to vractical politics questions of
such momentops imortance that the
State Constitution for nearly sixty
years has kept them hwlnlznon in
protection of the public wealth.
