WORLD COMMENT

Joe Burn.*«

A Britwh M. P. (member oi 
Parliameint) recently expreMed 
the fear that Europe would be 
embroiled in war before the year 
waa out by a German invasion 
of Czechoslovakia.

That Europe’s statesmen are 
fully aware of this prospect is 
born out by several significant 
events of the last twelve months. 
’The most significant are the al­
liance between France and Csech- 
oslavakia, and the alliance be­
tween Soviet Russia and Csech- 
«slavakia. Both alliance are of 
the same nature, pledging signa­
tory powers to aid one another 
In the event either is attacked 
by a third power.

The alliance between France 
end Czechohlovakia is supplemen­
tary to the agreement between 
France and ilie little Entente of 
Rumania, Vugoslavia, and Czech- 
oslavakla. This alliance came Into 
existance at the conclusion of 
the World War.

Czechoslavakia’s agreement with 
Soviet Russia was signed after 
Prance concluded its mutual as­
sistance pact with the U .S .S .R . 
a year and a half ago. It has 
provoked much criticism upon 
Czecboslavak authorities, because 
of a provision of the alliance 
which permits the Soviets use of 
Cxechaslanrak airports during war­
time. Oermaay, in particular, has 
been vehement In its attacks up­
on the alliance, asserting the 
SovieU would hapre a foothold 
In Central Europe from which 
to launch their air hordes.

Thus do France and Soviet 
Rushia control a epear which Is 
directed at the very hean-t of 
Germany, as geur map will show. 
But more emphasis was placed 
upon the Osechoslovak Republic 
with the conclnslon o f n new 
alliance between Fraiice and Po­

land. by which it is believed 
the Polish definitely cast in 
their lot with the French and 
Russiatig agalnht the Germans. 
Poland has been wooed by Ger- 
luivii’s new masters since 1933,

I and had been believed drifting 
I away from its prewar alliance
I

I with France, but the acceptance 
I of a military loan of 1119,000,- 
000 from France dispelled this 
view.

It is this closdng of the door 
to Ruhsia by the Franco-Polish 
alliance that has directed Ger­
many’s new meohanlned â rmy 
strike at the richest portion of j 
Russia— the Ukriane, the world’s 
greatest grainery and one of the 
greatest mineral depotitories of 
the world.

Relations between Germany 
and and Czechoslovakia have 
never been friendly sinoe the i 
creation of the latter etate 20 
years ago. Cause of the dissent 
and mutual distrust in the fact 
that 3,000,000 Germans were in­
cluded within Czechoslovakia 
when it was made Into a free i 
states. These Germans— n (fourth j 
of the total population'— ^li^e | 
made no attempts to hide their 1 
desire to Join the fatherland I 
of Herr Hitler, and the efforts | 
of the Prague authorites to sup- ! 
press these nationalistic (feelings j 
have l)een a constant sourco of 
Ill-feeling between the two states.

Czechoslovakia has been term­
ed in recent years "the Belgium 
of the next war.’ ’ This explains 
its efforts to secure the aid of 
France and Russia against what 
it believes will be ai German at- 
tack at the outset of the next 
war.

What would be the line-up of 
states If Europe went to war 
today? The system of alliances 
now in force and the current 
relations between the continen­
tal states furnish a gbod orit- 
erion which la better than a 
guess.

In spite of Hitler’s protesta- 
lions of good faith toward 
France and what all neutral 
observers concede is a genuine 
desire of the part of Che Ger­
mans to keep Prance oat o f  the 
next war, a German atack upon

Russia would likely— probably—  
be followed by France’s entrance 
into the '.TOr. The alliance with 
Russia would automatically draw 
the French in, not to speak of 
the unwillingness of France to 
stand by and watch while the 
Nazis crush the Soviets.

While the incompatability of 
German and Italian interests 
would make the latter power 
hesitate before joining tike Na-

Jnst 
as Britain would ,n o t counten­
ance the defeat o f Fiance and 
Belgium in 1914, so wouM R  
not today.

A falctor o f great Importance 
in the Bo-oalled Fascist Ifne-np 
would (be JiMlian, ’which is Id f  
to 1 bet to side with the Qermanu 
against the Russtsna.

Conditions today point to 
propable lineup: Fnmoe, Rusais, 
Csechoalovakde, against Germany, 
Italy, and Japan, with Polaaid 
and Britain as Indetermtnnble 
factors.

Legend: Approximately 50 mil­
lion acres of farm land in the 
United States are already so bad. 
ly eroded a.s to be essentially unfit 
for cultivated crops; another 60 
million acres are in a condition 
almost es bad.

There are now In cultivation 
some 100 million ajcr<*s serious­
ly impaired by erosion and misuse 
and another 100 millón acres on 
which erosion anid poor manage-' 
ment have begun to take toll.

Part of this condition has been 
due to the plowing up of grass­
lands which should have been 
left in sod. Most has been due 
to the farmers’ inability, in the 
face of distressingly low prices 
.for their products, to take prop­
er c^re o f their land.

A recent report from the Na­
tional Resources Committee to 
the President pointed out that 
“ In another century this
great American granary may 
have become Inadequate to sup­
port our population if erosion 
is permitted to contnue at the 
present rate.’ ’

More than a score of years 
the Texas Extension Service be­
gan its campa l̂gn to save soil 
and conserve moisture by terrac­
ing. More than 12 million aereas 
have been terraced and contour­
ed in Texas since that time; and 
in 1936, under the stimulus of 
the Agricultural Conservation 
Program, more than two million 
acres were terraced or contour- 
tMl under the supervision and 
leadership of county agricultural 
agents In this state.

'tlfH A T  can I do— I can’t paint op
v f draw,’’ Is often the complaint 

of persona who have strong feelings 
for the artistic and the desire to 
express them.

Not all these persons realize that 
within the past few years modern 
cameras and photographic materials 
have opened the door of artistic ex­
pression practically to everybody. 
Because of the capability of today’s 
improved equipment to produce 
good photographs under a wide 
range of light conditions, and be­
cause no great difficulty Is met in 
mastering the technique of photog­
raphy, the desire to express artistic 
feelings by means of pictures is no 
longer limited by the refusal of 
one’s brain to cooperate with a paint 
brush. And by pictures Is not meant 
merely photographic records of 
places or people usually interesting 
only to those familiar with them, 
but pictures evoking pleasure for 
all who behold them, because of 
their universal appeal to the senses, 
emotions or imagination.

With a camera in his band, rea­
sonably good powers of observation 
are virtually all Mr. Average Man 
needs In order to satisfy his desire 
for artistlo expression. These pow­
ers he may exercise by selecting 
artistic pictures from the inexhaust- 
iole supply already composed for 
him by Nature. It ia a matter of 
seeing tbs picture and choosln« the 
best viewpoint from which to photo­
graph K. Or be may create his 
own aitlBtlo oooipoeltlon with mov­

able object* and with light h* 
Is able to control. In either caaa, he 
may work with the same art factor* 
as doe* the *rtiat of pen or pencil— 
forma, maMes, light and dark area*, 
interesting line, center of interest, 
balance—and obtain artistlo compo­
sition on bis negative. This anyone 
unskilled In drawing may do with a 
camera.

But he can go atill farther In the 
satisfaction of hi* artistlo tastes if 
he will master the technique of 
producing his own print*. In such 
things as the selection of the type 
of photographic paper suitable to 
the negative, the manipulation of 
light in the printing process, the 
masking of portions of the negative, 
and trimming the prints to improve 
the original composition, he is given 
still further opportunity for exer­
cising his artistic talents.

Keep on wishing you could draw 
or paint, if you like, but don't be 
stopped by your inability to do so. 
Realize the possibilities of your 
camera. Appraise from the artistic 
standpoint reproductions of photo­
graphs in magazines and newspa­
pers. Go to photograpbio exhibit*, 
and observe how many pictures 
please the senses exceedingly be­
cause of their beauty, or arouee the 
emotions or stimulate the imagina­
tion. These are the purposes, we are 
told, of all art expression. With 
these purposes In vlow, see what you 
can do with your own camera. 
There are opportunities everywher*.

I doubt that anyone would 

ever again criticize Ibe Texas 
Legislature for delay if they could 
but watch the Congress for a 
few weeks. Last week the House 
did nothing other than to pass 
the Legislative Appropriation Bill 
for the District of Columbia.

The Legislative Appyopriation 
Bill is supposedly to simply cov­
er the cost of the House of 
Representatives and Senate but 
in fact it includes all of the ex­
penses of the Capitol, all activi­
ties related to legislation In any 
way, the Library of Congress 
(which is not really a Congres­
sional Library at all but simply 
the National Library) and such 
unrelated but tremendously ex­
pensive branches of government 
a« the Government Printing Of- 
fce and for some unknown rea. 
son the Botanical Garden. The 
total appropriation is $24,001,73- 
4.00 of which only four and one- 
half million dollars is represent­
ed by salaries of Senators and 
Representatives.

The Dstrict of Columibia Ap­
propriation Bill provides for a

lump sum contribution of $5,-| 
000,000.00 by the United States | 
government to the support of 
the government of the District 
of Columibia. Tbie i« much less 
than many members desire. They 
want the United States govern­
ment to pay a larger part of 
the expense of the District, and 
of course, all the Washington 
papers and most of the people 
here are complaining loudly as 
this bill will necessitate an in­
crease in taxes in the District 
but as I Bee it the Federal 
Government is generous in mak­
ing this gift to their local gov­
ernment. Their ad valorem t̂ax 
is only $1.70 per hundred'in 
'A’tishington and they have only 
a 2 cent gasoline tax. It VIU 
thereCore, be seen that they pay 
only about one-half as much tax­
es as we pay in most Texas 
cities. I am not in favor of 
incrdaeing the contribution of 
the Federal Government but It is 
surprising to find so many mem­
bers who promise Washington 
citizens to give them more Fed­
eral money. In fact the Legis­
