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THE TEXAS AND AMERICAN TRADE POUCY AFTECTING COTTON

)

r

Texas is by far  the  chief ex­
porting region of th e  United 
States. Less than  5 per cen t of 
the  people of the  United' State* 
live in Texas and  they produce 
lesH th an  4 per cent of the  annua l  
production of wealth  in the  coun­
try. And yet norm ally  between 
13 and 14 per cen t of the A m ­
erican exports o r ig inate  in Texas. 
At the  time th h e  deprension came 
upon us, th e  export t rade  of 
Texas had reached unpreceden t­
ed levels. In 1928, for example, 
m ore  than  16 per cent of the  
to ta l  exports  of the  United 
S tates orig inated  in Texas. The 
to ta l  value of Texas exports th a t  
year was 6817,000,000, the  
equivalen t of $620 each to every 
family in Texas and more than  
the value of the to ta l exports 
of the United S tates as recently 
as the year 1895. But they began 
to decline u f t - r  tha t ,  and in 
193 2 the to tal was le-ss than  
$300,000,000 of the equivalent 
of $244 to every Texa.i famly. 
The difference between $620 and 
$244 per family is a p retty  fair 
inea <ure of the  depth  the  de­
pression reached hi Texas and 
iHs rela tion  to  export trade.

No o the r  six million people 
living in an unbroken  area in 
the  United S ta tes  depend to  
such an extent upon exports  to 
foreign countries aw do the six 
million people living in Texas. 
T he  question  with us is not one 
of  exipanding our business and 
adding  to our prosperfty by go 
ing ou t a f te r  foreign m arkets . 
It iri r a th e r  th a t  of res to r ing  and 
m ain ta in ing  our pro.-perity by 
rega in ing  and m ain ta in ing  the 
foreign m a rk e ts  for ou r  products.

The reason fir  th is  can be ex­
pressed in one word; cotton. 
Texas Is the  greatest  s ingle  cot­
ton grow ing  unit in the  world. 
N early  one-thfrd of th e  people 
of Texas, over 2.000,000 people

consti tu t ing  abou t 500,000 fam-1 
ilies, live on co tton  fa rm s and 
depend  p rim arily  on the  grow­
ing of cotton for a living. But 
the re  is practicallly  no m arke t  
for Texas cotton w ith in  th e  bor­
ders of the United State*. If 
our people a re  to produce cotton 
On a  profitable  basis, there  must 
be a  p ro fitab le  m ark e t  for the ir  
product outeide the  United 
States.

P rior to  the ' depression Texas 
produced more th an  4,500,000 
bales of cotton annually ,  which 
was wold for ab o u t  $450,000,000 
a year. In 1928, for example,
5.150.000 bales of cotton were 
produced in Texas and  fa rm ers  
rec ived abou t $450,675,000 for 
it. but last year, 1936, only
2.945.000 bales of cotton were 
produced in Texas and farm ers  
received only about $173,755,000. 
The animint of cotton produced 
in Texas last year was lews 
th an  58 per c?iit of the  am oun t 
produced in tha t  region in 1928, 
and its marki^t value was only 
3 8 i  iper cent of th a t  of the  
1928 crop. Hut if Texas is to 
con tinue  to produce cotton even 
on the reduced scale of last 
year, foreign marketw must be 
m ain ta ined  for m ore than  2,-
650.000 bales of Texas cotton. 
And it is to resto re  its produc­
tion to pre-depressl'on levels, 
foreign m ark e ts  muxt l>e found 
for nearly two million tmles of 
Texas cotton. .M-antime. It must 
b e ,k e p t  in mind th a t  even out- 
t'ide of Texas more cotton is 
produced than  is consumed with­
in the bo rders  of the  United 
States. American cotton inuwt be 
sold profitably  ou ts ide  the  Uni- 
ed S ta tes  o r  Texas m ust qu it  
growing cotton.

Now here a re  two s tubborn  
fact.- which Texas must face in 
th is  connection. F irst ,  American 
cotton sold ou tside the  I’nited

States can be paid for only 
with the proceeds of the sale 
Of foreign gqods wli^iyi th e  
United State. And second, th e  
trade  policy of the  United S ta tes  
which id th a t  of s tr ingen tly  l im i t ­
ing im ports  of foreign goods, 
lim its  th e  ability  of foreign 
countries  to buy American co t­
ton sold outside th e  United 
States can be paid for only 
with the  proceeds of the sale of 
foreign goods withip the United 
S tates and  the  trade , and t rad e  
policy of the  United S tates, th a t  
of lim iting  im ports  of foreign 
goods, limits th e  ability  of for­
eign countries  to buy American 
cotton. These two s ta tem en ts  do 
not rep resen t merely my opinion. 
They a r e  s tubborn  and inesca­
pable facts. Now, we my not 
like these (acts. We may not 
like the  fact th a t  ^foreign coun­
tries must sell goods in the 
United S ta tes  if tliey a re  to 
buy Amerk-aii cotton and pay (or 
it. Hut ou r  not l ik ing  it does 
not make it  any the less a fact. 
We m ay not like the fact th a t  
the  trade  policy of the United 
States Government, by limiting 
the gale of foreign good« In the  
United States. limits the abilit> 
of forrign countries  to pay for 
Anu‘r i :an  cotton and thereby 
limits  the nva ket for American 

I cotton abroad. But our not lik- 
' ing thie does not m ake it any 
¡ th e  li?«8 a fact, e ither.
I Fact.« like these may be I'gnor-
ed. Hut they do not cease to

; exist on th a t  account.. They may 
be evaded, but not indefinitely.1 Evasion merely postpones the 
consequences and frequently ag- 
gravatee them many fold'. We 
managed to evade the two facts 
I have cited for nearly ten years, 
and now for the past seven 
years, even a f te r  the consequen­
ces of such evasion had come up­
on us with a vengeance, we have

been largely ignoring them. But 
the  consequence of ou r  evad'- 
Ing and ignoring these  facts 
have been ooera ting  inexorably 
th ro u g h o u t  the  world, outside 
th e  United States, while more 
cotton is being consumed th an  
ever before in history, the con­
sumption of American cotton 9» 
being reduced. Fore ign  cotton ia 
being substitu ted  for American 
cotton and foreign countries  a re  
finding new sources of cotton 
outside th e  United States- And 
this process will continue to 
opera te  so long as we continue 
tha t  s tr ingently  limit-. Iiniports. I

During the  past th ree  years, t 
under the  leadership of Secretary j 
Hull, we have been endeavoring!  
to change our trade  policy by 
means of recIpro-'-al agreem ents. 
But it is an extremely slow 
process, and' it still rem ain« to 
lie proved th a t  we shall suc­
ceed hy tbs method In chang­
ing our policy sufficiently to 
save our cotton m arke ts  abroad.

.Make no m istake about it, the  
choice U presented to us of 
clianging our t rade  policy de- 
rldsdly or of teeing an inexorable 
continuance of the process tub- 
s t i tu t ing  foreign cotton (or for­
eign cotton abroad, until .Am­
erican cotton has been banished 
for the world’s m arke ts  a l to g e th ­
er. The continued decline of the 
foreign m arket for American cot­
ton can mean only o n e ' th in g  for 
Texas, and th a t  is the  con tin ­
ued reduction of the growing of 
cotton. And if our foreign m a r­
kets a re  destroyed completely 
Texas must quit growing cotton. 
Do you think th a t  Texas can 
afford to do th a t?  Cotton-grow­
ing, even on the presen t re ­
duced scale, provides employment 
for probably 600,000 w orkers  in 
Texa<. It used to provide em­
ployment for m ore  than  700,000 
workers. W hat are  you going

to do with these people when 
they  can iu> longer grow cotton 
profitably? You cannot main­
ta in  them indefinitely a t  th e  
public expense. And you should 
not w ant to m ain ta in  them  th a t  
way.

Texas Is tak ing  s teps to  pro­
mote th e  growing of belter  s tap le  
quality  of conon,> and th a t  is 
fine. Steps a re  also b e in g ,ta k e n  
to  carry  on reuearch to  d is­
cover new uses for Texas cotton, 
and' th a t  also is fiPe. But whil« 
poor quality  is a  m ajo r  (actor, 
yet ne ither  quality  nor price is 
the  chief cause of our loss of 
m arke ts  abroad. The chief cauM  
is the  dificulty of th e  foreign 
buyer in ob tain ing Texas cotton 
from behind the American ta r -  
rif  wall. Likewise, there is no 
probability tha t  th e  consumption 
of cotton in the  Unit'-d S ta tes  
can never be brought within 
hailing distance of our capacity 
to produce i^otton. You must re­
member tha t  the per capta con- 
.mmption of cotton in the United 
S tates I,; already (our times as  
great as tha t  ef th e  rest of the  
world. It Is outside the United 
S ta tes  tha t  the greatest possibili­
ties (or increasing the consump­
tion of cotton exist.^ The big 
increase of the past seven years 
only addrt to th e  proof of this. 
Increasing the  use» of cotton 
in the  United' States is no sub­
s t i tu te  for effort to  regaiVi our 
export markets. And improving 
the staple quality  of our cotton 
while very necessory, will not 
alotie recap tu re  our lost m ar­
ket«. The Ih.Pg th a t  is needed 
is to change the trade  policy 
which is progressively destroying 
those markets . It is our own 
ta r if f  wall tha t  is in lerferiug  
with the n a tu ra l  flow of ou r  
goods abroad. And by w hatever 
means, th a t  wall mu. i be to rn  
down.
