The daili.'uction of fomlt^tuffs 
auB advanced as an a lte i'iia te  
to the ac tual collapse uf the 
pidres of farm  coin m odifies, us 
well us the  pidees of o th e r ne­
cessities need>>d by m illions in 
th e ir  extrem ities. Obviously the 
proiblem was not and is not 
one of production but ra th e r  
one of d iettribu tion .

Today, the problem  1» no 
n ea re r an equ itab le  so lu tion  than  
It was fifty  or a hundred  or 
five years ago. Today babies 
die in Chicago fo r lack of 
no u rish m en t w hile -oi-anges rot 
In the  c itru s  grove« of Texas 
and F lo rida  for lack of m arke ts  
and o r prices to ju s tify  th e ir  
transtportation  to m a rk e t.

W hile m illions a re  dependent 
upon the  governm ent for c lo th ­
ing and  o th e r m illiona on our 
farm  and In o u r facto ries 
and  g re a t s to res su ffe r from  
lack of clothing. Soutfliern co t­
ton  produlcers sell th e ir  co tton  
— w hich «K>uld be m ade in to  
c lo th in g  in  th e  id le  tex tile  fac­
to rie s  of E ngland— for less
th an  th e  cost of p roduction .

Som e econom ists say d is tr i­
bu tio n  is no t th e  cause of th is  
paradoxical sdiuation. U ntil the  
p u rd ia s in g  power o£ th e  "low er 
th ird "  has been increased^ they 
say^ th e  abundance of o u r p ro ­
duction  and  resou rces can n o t be 
Urougtvt w ith in  th e ir  reach.

As only one exam ple of an 
lYfort to  s tr ik e  a t th e  s itu a tio n  
in rhia d irec tion , em ployers w ere 
last w in ter forced to increase 
th e ir  wages by th e  C om m ittee 
for InduHtrial O rganization , tac ­
itly  supported  by th e  Roosevelt 
ad m is tra tio n . But while! the 
wage increase dem ands were 
m ade ostensib ly  for the  purpose 

¡of Im proving the  econom ic s ta ­
tus of th e  w orkers and fo r the 
purpose of Increasing th e ir  pur- 
rtiasing  potAcr, we are  told a 
few m onths la te r  th a t th e  wage 
increases had reacted u n fav o ra ­
bly upon society as a whole. 
Prlcei« of the  goods m anufac­
tu red  in the affected  in d ustries 
w ere increased in o rd e r to  off­
set the  w.ige increases. Thus 
few er pe<;plo were able to  buy 
Mr. S lo an ’g and Mr. C h ry sle r’s 
automobilPKi and Mr. F ire s to n e ’s 
tii’es. to  m ention only th re e  ex­
am ples.
