POAGE WIRES ICKES
ON BRAZOS VALLEY
DAM PROJECT

Ten days ago Secretary Ickes
was quoted as gtating that he
had already allotted all of the
money to Texas to which this
state was equitably entitled. Con-
gressmayp Bob Poage immediately
wired him expressing the hope
tha he had been misquoted, Sec-
retary Ickes replied that he was
still considering the application
for funds to build dams along the
Brazos, but repeated the state-
ment that Texas had had bher
share of PWA money, Congress.
man Poage then wired him ask-
ing for a detaileq statement
the allocations made in Texas.
This gtatement 'has not been fur.
nished by the Secretary, but a
private list of PWA projects ap-
proveq in Texas shows a total
of only $15,000,000.00. This is
about 1 per cent of the total
PWA money gavailable for the
nation. Congressman Poage points
out that on the basis of popula-
tion, wealth, or any other basis
of calculation, Texas is entitled
to a minimum of 5 per cent of
the total allocations, or at least
five times as much as the private
statement shows our State has
received, Mr. Poage, therefore,
this morning sent the following
telegram to Secretary Ickes:
