The question o f  the weekly day 

of worship is one that in our day 
needs serious consideration. T h e  de­
vout men wtio founded our nntion 
placed great emphasis upon it. but 
in our later days, it is common to 
use it merely ns s day o f  recrea­
tion, or a day for doing tasks for 
which we did not find time and op­
portunity during the previous weep 

Three words are used to describe 
t^.e day. Sabbath. Sunday, I-ord's 
Jtiay

The Seventh Day o f  Creation
“ He rested on the seventh day "  

— Gen. 2:2 . Here we have the origin 
o f  the weekly day o f  rest. The crea­
tion being finished. God rested on 
the seveni It day. and henc> forth 
hallowed It. because he himself had 
rested. The Hebrew word means lit­
erally “ caused ft to be holy ”  The 
weekly duy o f  rest goes back there­
fore to the beginning o f  tinve It Is- 
not a recent addition.

'•Hemember the Sahhaih Day to 
keep it holy "  Exodua 20 v 
God gave to the Children o f  Israel, 
through Moaes, the Ten Command-

menta. he included among ihem the 
; commandment to observe the *ab- 
j bath day, and again the reason is 
staled as being the act of God In 
eiilng It apart In commemoration o f  

his own resting.
"T h e  I-ord's Day."

The day we observe Is not the 
Sabbath o f the Old Testament, but 
a combination of that Sabbath and 
the laird's Day o f the first Christ­
ians The beginning church, lining 
made up mostly o f  Jews, naturally 
continued to observe the Sabbath, 
hut rather loosely .because o f  iheir 
freedom from the law—In Christ. Al 
the same time it became the custom 
for them to meet for devotions on 
first day of the week (A c ta 2 0 :7 ) .  
the dav o f  the resurrection. Hence 
"the laird's D a y ;"  which name we 
find in itev elation I 10 By I he end 
of the third century the Sabbath of 
Jesus' ideal and the laird's Day of 
his earliest church had become 
blended into one. The first day of 
the week prevailed over the seventh 
hut took up Into itself ilie best that 
was In the seventh.

The word SabbRth in Hebrew 

omes from a verb meaning " t o  de 
slat." " t o  break o f f . "  It is then, 
primarily, a day o f  rest, a breaking 
off o f  lhe dally labors and a break­
ing away front the week-day co n ­
cerns o f  life, for the refreshment 
and recuperation o f  body and mind 
lu this sense it is pre-Mosalc and 
has its counterparts in all civiliza­
tions and religions. There Is always 
the example o f  God himself, set be- 
tore us in the creation narrative If 
that one day In seven was well for 
the creator it is surely well for the 
creature.

4 Day o f  Worship
Sahhaih observance is worship In 

the Sense that it Is a consecration, 
offering o f  lime to God The weak­
ening o f  the hold o f  this day upon 
mankind or its discarding In our 
civilization would lie a terrible de­
nial of God. Nothing becomes this 
day o f  God so well as his honoring 
in worship Here the Christinn tra­
dition enters in Christ's church 
took that Jewish dav of rest and 
made it also a day o f  worship. He 
deserves our devotion at all times, 
but man Is so thoughtless or care­
less in this respect that he needs 
to he reminded by a holy day, to  he 
given a regular, set-time-apart for 
his vows to the Most High This 
Christian Sabbath being the laird's 
Day, It Is through him and in his 
name that we worship God the Fa­
ther Almighty.

‘ ‘ Knter into his gates with thanks­

giving " The gates here are those o f  
the temple the verse applies with 
equal force to Christians worship 
ping In Church. If every Sunday 
morning each believer would begin 
to think o f  ihnse things for which 
he it most thankful, how glorious 
a spirit would prevail over our  ser­
vices of worship- "Give thanks unto 
him. and bless his name." We 
should give thaujis always, because 
o f  what God Is, because we know 
him and are known by him. and be 
cause he has made us. and we are 
his. If observance o f  the Lord's Day 
partook o f such a spirit of joy  nnd 
thanksgiving and spontaneous praise 
as bursts forth from the heart and 
lips o f  (his psalmist, there would he 
no question about church attend­
ance and about rightly observing 
the Sabbath.
