The 318 acre W. C. Guggolz farm 
10 miles northwest of (Gatesville 
on the Jonesboro Road is one of 
the most recent farms accepted for 
dem onstrational purposes by the 
Soil Conservation Service here. 
The program on this farm will 
include complete protection of 
both pasture and cultivated land 
with emphasis on proper land use. 
The plan on the cultivated land 
will include crop rotation, contour 
cultivation, strip cropping and 
more 4 miles of terraces, most of 
which have already been construct 
ed.

In commenting on the work last 
week, Mr. Guggolz stated.

FACTS AND FIGURES

There are less p>eople employed 
in private industry today than 
the day Franklin D. Roosevelt 
took office. Taxes have increased 
and will increase further. The pub­
lic debt stands at its all-tim e pin­
nacle. There is less business being 
conducted.

Over $16,000,000,000 (billions) of 
federal funds have been spent by 
the new deal for relief and public 
works within the period of little 
more than five years.

If to this total is added nearly 
$4,000,000,000 (billions) appropri­
ated for relief and pump-priming 
in the comin:' fiscal year, the total 
expended will amount, a t the end 
of six years, to over $20,000,000,000 
(billions). This is equivalent to an 
expenditure of $127 for every 
man, woman and child in the 
United States.

WPA work relief rolls now num 
ber 3,119,513,. This figure is nearly 
a million less than the highest 
federal work relief rolls, those 
under WPA’s predecessor, CWA, 
but is an all time high for WPA 
as a bureau.

WPA is operating at present on 
a monthly budget of $265,000,000 
highest monthly budget that it 
can assume if it is to strtch its 
$1,425,000,000 fund from the re­
covery bill over the seven-month 
period to Feb. 28, when the new 
congress is expected to appropri­
ate more money.

The President of the United 
States m ade a speech about a 
year ago in which he pictured 
Lord McCauley as representative 
of the contemporary Tories who 
are blocking all efforts to re tu rn  
prosperity.

Since the new dealers are still 
blaming the Tories for the cur­
ren t depression, this w riter thinks 
it opportune to prin t the final 
paragraph in Lord McCauley's 
essay, entitled “Southey’s Collo­
quies,” w ritten about 108 years 
ago.

Southey had w ritten a book sup­
porting the principle of an all- 
powerful or totalitarian state. Mc­

Cauley attacked the idea and con­
cluded in these words:

“It is not by the intermeddling 
of Mr. Southey's idol, the omnis­
cient and omnipotent state, but 
by the prudence and energy of 
the people, that England has hith­
erto been carried forward in civ­
ilization; and it is to the same 
prudence and energy that we now 
look with comfort and good hope.

ginning of the new fiscal year, 

first, by an operating surplus 
of more than $16,000,000.

In the next six months, the 
United States News points out, 
the total check receivers from the 
federal goverr-ment will approach 
13,000,000. The previous high wa­
ter mark was in 1936, with 11,000,- 
000 people. Five years ago, the to­
tal federal check receivers stood 
at slightly more than 2,000,000.

If to farmers, unemployed in­
dustrial workers, destitute aged, 
high school and college students

war veterans, regular government 
employees, army, navy and marine 
corps, personnel and nearly 2,- 
000,000 relief recipient taken care 
of by the government for partial 
or full support, the total would be 
more than 15,000,000.

It to this 15,000,000 were added 
members of their families and oth- ( 
er dependents having a direct in­
terest in the check from the gov- 
ernme.it. the complete total would 
pass 40,000,000 persons. This in­
cludes 17,000,000 affected by work 
relief program and social security 
program, 18,000,000 involved in 
the farm program and other mil- ‘

lions depiendent on government 
workers and pensioners.

During the coming six months 
that began Ju ly  1, more than two 
billion dollars should go to these 
check receivers on an annual basis 
this amounts to four billions dol­
lars. Much of this amount is rais­
ed by borrowing. The government 
has been unable to raise by taxa­
tion enough money to pay these 
checks, the total of which is stead­
ily increasing.

If the tide of government hand­
outs continues at this pace, or 
increases, and no way is found to
