It's not so much the temperature of
alr as it is the humidity which gov-
erns the change In molsture content
of grain In storage on farms and of
grain on the standing stalk.

Under controlled alr conditions in
the Arlington (Va.) laboratory, engl-
neers of the burean made tests of
samples, In bulk and in flat pans, of
cereal grain, flax seed, soy beans and
seed cotton. They also tested chopped
hay.

They found that relative humidity of
the atmosphere in which the molsture
content of individual samples reached
