Since time immemorial man has 
turned in time of stress to his 
Maker for succor. The harsh reali­
ties of world conditions have al­
ways impelled man to seek an 
emotional outlet in his religion, 
be he Christian, Jew or Moham­
medan.

In time of famine, in time of 
plague and economic stringency, 
man has sought refuge in his God 
both for the relief of his problems 
and for the emotional stimulation 
inherent in the belief in a benefi­
cent and sympathetic supernatural 
father.

War is the greatest curse ever 
cast upon mankind— or more cor­
rectly the greatest evil ever 
brought by man upon himself. 
Strangely enough, war, unlike 
man’s outher nemeses, has never 
provoked the spiritual renaissance! 
which other troublous conditions 
have rei>eatedly generated, unless 
the Crusades for the recovery of 
the Holy Land be counted.

Hatred, bloodshed, inhumanity, 
passion are incompatible with 

the true spirit of Christianity as 
we conceive it, but war without 
hate, without death, without in­
humanity, would not be war. War 
is the antithesis of all the qualities 
which Christianity embodies as its 
essential credo.

When war comes, religion and 
those qualities of life and of 
thought which mark the religious 
man. are cast aside. Just as p«‘r- 
sonal liberty, freeilom of speech, 
freedom of the press, must be 
abandoned even in dcmm-ratic 
countries during wartime, religion 
has no place when a country is at 
war, according to pre.sent practice.

It is true that ministers of the 
gospel accompany the troops to 
the front and the folks buck home 
pray for peace and for the lives 
o ftheir loved ones. But the sol­
dier who is blessed in the temple 
befor donning his uniform must 
in th fullfillmnt o fhs sworn duty 
violates every creed of his re­
ligion. He is iike the hypocrite 
who sings loud praises of God on 
Sunday and on Monday robs the 
widow next door.

How can there be hope for man­
kind when religion is discarded for 
ephemeral phrases such as na­
tional honor, nationalism, purity 
of the race, ethnic unity and sim­
ilar empty words? If the people 
of this world look back upon 1939 
and anticipate 1940 solely on the 
basis of contemporary temporal 
conditions, they might understand­
ably wish for race suicide or for 
the destruction of the planet.

We all know that the world is 
in a deplorable state, that there is 
not a single aspect of cultural, po­
litical, economic or social life that 
is not disorganized as a result of 
the last war and the ensuing world 
chaos. Only in the sphere of the 
spiritual— among true Christian 
people— do we find hope for the 
future and faith in mankind.

Hope and faith are not found

in the trenches today on either 
side, as men of 40 and boys of 21 
look beyound the immediate fight­
ing and speculate as to what con­
ditions will confront them on the 
home front when the battle front 
is no longer. Hope and faith are 
nut found among our political 
leaders, who in this country as well 
as abroad have failed to fathom 
the apparently insoluble prob­
lems of public finance, unemploy­
ment, .security for all classes of 
their peoples, and international 
morality. Hope and faith are not 
found among the business and fin­
ancial leaders o fthe world, beset 
as they are by disorganized nt- 
tional economies, governmental 
persecution, contracting markets, 
expanding costs of production.

Hope and faith are not, to be 
found among the masses of the 
people, millions of whom in Europe 
have despaired of evolving their 
problems, both personal and na­
tional, and have abandoned their 
destinies to the whims of tyrants.

Indeed, it is not too drastic to 
say that there is less real faith 
and hope in the world and for the 
world today than at any time since 
the dark ages swept like a malig­
nant plague over Europe.

If this cycle of hopele.ssness, of 
despair, of resignation, of mental 
lethargy toward the problems of 
state and world is to be check­
mated, there must be a genuine 
revival of the spirit of Christ 
thruout the world, among all peo­
ples.

Only if man can become imbued 
with the Christian qualities of 
m»“ii'y, patience, tolerance, faith, 
forgi'.eness, uluierstanding, sym­
pathy, cau tlu re emerge in the af­
fairs of the world a cooperati\e 
inovemei' toward alU-viation of 
world suffering and toward an 
equitable and permanent solution 
of the problems now besetting all 
mankind.

Man will not fight man when 
there is mutual love— and did not 
Jesus Christ, whose birth we ha\c 
been celebrating, proclaim the 
brotherhood of man? Why doe. 
man not love his brother? Because 
man has wronged man. But when 
man puts spiritual efficacy and 
personal and race .salvation among 
personal and national aggrandize­
ment, there will no longer exist an 
excu.se for man to hate man.

When man refuses to kill his 
feliow man, leaders will no longer 
be able to inflame the passions of 
peoples over issues of controvery- 
sy. Arguments can always be 
peaceably settled among men of 
the propier moral, ethical and spir­
itual character. Only the savage 
fights tor his objectives and fre­
quently destroys that which he 
seeks.

If this dream is impractical of 
application, then religion is a fal­
lacy. Man is too calloused and 
gregarious, some may say, ever to 
adopt the spirit of Christ in the 
strictest sense. He will integrate his 
religion with his life— not his life 
with his religion.

My answer to htis is that man 
has aiready progressed far along 
the road to attainment in this re­
spect. Contrast man today with 
his prehistoric forebearers, with 
the man of the middle ages with 
his diabolic tortures, with the 
savage of the jungle. Man has the 
intangible entity labelled civiliza­
tion because of one factor which 
entered his life over 1900 years 
ago— the birth of Jesus Christ.

Wars may come and wars m ay! 
go, man has been and will be 
stricken with misfortune, empires I 
w ill rise and fall, but Christianity | 
lives on and as long as it does 
there will remain a chance fo^ 
mankind and the world with which 
he is endowed to survive and to 
survive and to progrc'ss.

SPEAK OVER COUNTY 

TUESDAY
Speaking on the World Youth 

Conference held recently in Am ­
sterdam, Mr. Ellis Neison of Aus­
tin will be in the county Tuesday. 
He will speak in the Unity Pre.s- 
byterian Church, Turnersville, 
Tuesday night, and address the 
student bodies of the Gatesville 
and Turnersville -schools.

Mr. Nelson. Director of Student

A  report on such 
a unique and significant meeting 
should be of general interest, and 
of particular interest to the school 
pupils because of the part played 
by the youth of the world.

Mr. Nelson w ill speak to the 
Gatesville High School at 10:45 to 
the Junior High School immediate­
ly afterward: and to the Tumers- 
ville High School and upper ele­
mentary grades at 2:30. He will 
speak in the Unity Presbyterian 
Church at 7:00 o’clock.

Motion pictures taken on the 
trip, showing scenes at the Con­
ference and other shots taken en 
route, including war preparations 
being made in England, will be 
shown in the church Tuesday nite 
after the talk. The public is cor­
dially invited.
