Night air, In grandmother's day,
according to popular bellef, was very
dangerous. In this day of wide-open
windows the discovery that grandma
may not have been altogether wrong
In her bellef comes as a great sur-
prise, notes a writer In Tit-Bits Mag-
azine.

Experiments  Indicate that In
breathing wnight ale into systems one-
third more radio-active matter Is tak-
en Into the human system than in the
daytime, The discovery was made
with a new device known as an “lon

counter,” which also can be used
to measure the purity of alr, both
outdoors and in crowded halls and

homes. The counter tabulates the rel
ative amounts of two Kinds of elee-
trical particles in the alr—large and
small lons,

Small fons are molecules of alr that
have either gained or lost an elactron
as a result of being struek by radi

ation from radioactive material in
the air or earth below, This gives
them an electrical charge. When a

radium ray, for example, hits an an
molecule, It knocks off an eletron
which flies off and attaches itself to
some other molecule, The number of
small lons In the air Is greatest at
night,

Large fons are tiny particles of mat
ter, such as droplets exhaled in the
breath of people and anlmals, smoke,
and exhaust gas. They tuke the elec

trical charge away from small tons
when they meet them In the atmo
sphere,

Both day ana night the huaman
system takes In swmall amounts of
radio-active material In the form of
radon and thoron, which float =as
gases in the air, but the night alr

contains about 30 per cent wmore. In
large enough amounts, radioactive
material in the body can be harmful,
