This has been a serious and in 
some respects a trying week in the 
House. For six full days we have 
debated the bill for the aid to the 
democracies. While I feel very 
sure in my own mind and heart 
that our only possible opportunity 
to avoid a terrible war is for the 
United States to extend the utmost 
aid to Great Britain; at the same 
time I recognize that we are mak­
ing a vital and momentous decis­
ion. I know that no matter what is 
done we have no guarantee that 
we will not be drawn into the 
conflict, but I would feel guilty 
of a breach of my highest duty to 
my people and to our country if 
I did not do everything in my 
power to maintain peace. We all 
want peace and I believe that the 
action of the house today (Satur- 

iday, February 8, 1941) will make 
peace more likely. Of course, each 
one of you has been compelled to 
make the same decision in his own 
mind and conscience that has been 
required of the members of Con­
gress, but with this difference— 
you have known that your decis­
ion will in no way endanger your 
friends or neighbors, but those of 
us who have the duty and respon­
sibility to determine the policy of 
thi.s nation recognize just how 
serious a mistake of judgement on 
our part would be. It is indeed a

most serious and sobering respon­
sibility. It makes the sessions nerve 
wracking and exhausting, and 
probably accounts for much of the 
bitterne.ss that has crept into the 
debate. • .

I do, however, feel that all in all 
the debate has been held to a high 
plane. There has been some vi- 
dence of what seemed to me to be 
partisanship in the attitude of the 
great bulk of the Republican mem­
bership, but certainly the great 
majority of all members have done 
their best to secure legislation 
which they believe to be helpful 
to the United States. Every effort 
was made to secure full, free and 
fair debate. A great deal more de­

bate was allowed than was provid­
ed in 1917 when the resolution 
declaring war was before the 
House. For three successive nights 
the House stayed in session until 
every member who desired to 
speak in opposition to the bill had 
had an opportunity to do so. As 
evidence that the House desired 
to be fair it was noteworthy to ob­
serve that as the Republican be­
gan to vote to strictly limit debate. 
At the same time, when Rep. Wad- 
worth (Rep.) of New York found 
his time exhausted while making 
a very effective argument in an 
effort to weaken the bill by an 
amendment, the Democratic Lead­
er recognizing his sincerity made 
the motion to give him more time.

The bill was amended in several 
respects. A limit was placed on 
the amount of existing defense ma­
terial that might be transferred to 
the Democracies. This amount was 
fixed at $1,300,000,000 00. It was 
also expressly provided that Con­
gress might at any time terminate 
the authority granted by the bill. 
I have no objection to a definite 
statement of the power of Con­
gress, which incidentally is not de­
legated as the opponents of the 
bill have sought to have the pub-

lie believe, but I hope that the 
aid that can be extended to Great 
Britain. We are giving this aid to 
protect America. If we are not, we 
should give no aid at all. If it is 
to protect our own country we 
should not limit ourselves.

The bill finally pas.->ed the House 
a little after six o ’clock Saturday 
afternoon by a vote of 260 to 165. 
Of course, I voted for the bill. One 
of the interesting side-lights of 
the consideration of the bill was 
the appearance of a young lady in 
the gallery who said that she was 
from Vassar College. In some man­
ner she succeeded in getting into 
a black dress with the bones of 
a skeleton outlined thereon in 
white, and a palid mask that made 
her look like a conventional fig­
ure of death. During one of the 
speeches she rose and made a 
gurgling noise like a person strong- 
ling to death. Of course, she was 
immediately removed from the

gallery only to get onto the front 
page of the newspapers, where she 
evidently wanted. There were oth­
er individuals and groups in Wash­
ington seeking publicity in connec­
tion with the bill, including the 
discredited National Youth Con­
gress, which has shown such Com­
munistic sympathies. However, on 
the whole the great crowds that 
have stood in long lines to get in­
to the galleries have seemed to 
share the serious air that has been 
evidenced by Congress.

It is my sincere hope that there 
may be no undue delay on the part 
of the Senate. The die is cast. It 
is now too late to turn back and 
speed action is vitally important. 
Delay of undue limitation of our 
aid will but make it more likely 
that we will be unable to avoid 
involvement. On the other hand, 
if our aid is prompt and effective 
we may be able to remove all 
threat of attack.

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"First in peace, first in war, and 
first in the hearts of his country­
men” in 1787 and still is today be­
cause of the principles by which 
he ruled his life.

Born on the banks of the lovely 
Potomac River in 1732 on Feb­
ruary 22, George Washington lived 
his boyhood as the son of a Vir­
ginia planter, to become the first 
president of this Democracy. He 
dressed in buckskin wore a size 
eleven shoe, and was tall, straight, 
and athletic in form.

Washington was commander-in­
chief of the Colonial forces in the 
War for Independence and lead 
our fathers of liberty to a victory 
over a nation more than equal the 
thirteen colonies in power but not 
in purpose.

Washington died in 1799 as a 
result of riding in a storm of rain 
and sleet.

As is suggestive of his straight 
figure, so was Washington’s life. 
He up-held truth, decipline, and 
higher moral principles.

Lincoln was born February 12, 
1809 in Hardin County, Kentucky. 
Since he was the son of very poor 
parents, his father a shiftless man 
with no ideals, but ti his mother, 
very neat and tidy, we owe a lot 
to this man who became the six­
teenth president of our democracy.

Because his parents were so 
poor Abraham had very little 
schooling, only about a year in 
alt. This did not ruin his whole 
life, however. It is said that Lin­
coln would walk miles to secure 
a book which he read by the light 
furnished by the large fireplace 
in the one room of his home.

It was one of Lincoln’s ambi­
tions to enter politics and in 1838, 
when he was elected to the legis­
lature of Kentucky, he began to 
realize the fulfillment of his 
dreams.

In 1842 Abraham was married 
to Miss Mary Todd, after which 
he lived a very happy marrietl 
life until the death of his wife.

In 1846 Lincoln was elected to 
Congress and in 1856 he helped 
form the Republican Party. In 
1861 as the climax to a remarkable 
life Lincoln became president, on­
ly to be assassinated in the same 
year by John Wilkes Booth while 
he and his family were attending 
the Ford Theatre in Washington.

“ Honest Abe” , a title by which 
we always recognize Lincoln, liv­
ed his life in his own simple way, 
but by which history was made.

The greatest inventor of our na­
tion, Thomas Edison, was bom  at 
Milan, Ohio, February 11, 1847. 
Because his family was very poor 
Edison did not attend school. In 
1863, Edison purchased a small 
printing press on which he print­
ed a small paper on the train on 
which he sold candy, papers, and 
novelties.

In 1864 Editon invented the au­
tomatic telegraph, which was the 
first of his electrical inventions. 
Edison sold the telegraph to a 
New York Company for $40,006.

Quickly followed in a steady 
stream a long list of inventions: 
Phonograph, long distance tele­
phone, megaphone, the encandes- 
cent electric lamp, and the stor­
age battery.

In 1878, Eddison was made chev­
alier of the French Legion of Hon­
or and in 1915 he received the 
Noble prize for physics.

Is the proposed new traffic law a good thing; is 
that shirt worth two dollars; shall I buy life in­
surance or government bonds; should medical 
service be paid for by taxes or by the individual?

How good is our national defense? How de­
pendable is our local police force? The list is almost 
endless in this complicated, modem life we live.

Unless you want to give up democracy and turn 
all such vexing questions over to a Icing, or a dic­
tator, or a master, you must have a ll the e/tdencp  
in order to make your share of right decisions.

You know, o f course, that your newspaper gives 
you the news, the accurate information which 
enables you to find your answers.

Take the “ wave”  o f kidnaping which struck us 
a few years ago. Public opinion, roused by the 
news, led to stiffening o f laws, to efficient law 
enforcement and finally to the virtual stamping 
out of this kind of crime. Except for your news­
papers or some news-reporting service you could 
hardly have known of a single kidnaping case.
