HOBBY OF FARMERS

The plow Is more than a symbol of
agriculture, To be able to plow
straight, clean furroyv. is a real profes
slonal accomplishment and one of
which any farmer worthy of the name
may well be proud. On most farms
plowing is the one big job of the year
and with the fall plowing at bhand
there I8 reason to give as much atten
tlen to this tool as to any other on the
farm.

In & normal season there is Nmited
time available for plowing and seed
bed preparation in the spring, while
in the fall 30 days or more may be
allowed nas suitable for plowing.

Grain stubble, when left standing.
robs the soll of moisture and rainfall
is conserved to 4 much greater extent
In plowed ground than in hard srub-
ble. In sections menaced by the Hes
slan fly and other wheat stem insects,
careful work must be done with a plow
which will penetrate hard ground and
at the same time do a thorough job
of coverage,

In appearance, plows have changed

but little In the past few years,
nevertheless thelr fmprovement has
been marked. Even walking plows

have been Improved wmuch over those
of the pre-war period, according to
the committee representing the Amer
can Soclety of Agricultural Englneers
in thelr recent study,
