Relics of the Stone Age
Days Are Found in West

Traces of a “Stone age”
which apparently prevalled many cen
turies ago In northern Montana have
been unearthed by Prof. H. M. Sayre of
the Montana school of mines, writes a
Butte United Press correspendent,
on & 1 400-mile ex
ploration trip through the northern,
eastern, and eentral sections of the
state, found hundreds of circles, 8§ to 15
feet In diameter,
evidence was obtalnable regarding the
use to which these cireles might have
been devoted,

He also Investigated long rows of
stones 1 to 8 feet high, which ln some
cases were a mile In length,

It s thought the stones were placed
by a tribe that occupied the plains sec-
tlon before the Crow, Cheyenne, and
Mackfeet Indians took over the terri-
tory. Ancient legends of the Black
feet, referring to a tribe “that lived
without fire,” are believed to concern
the stone builders,

Professor Sayre also found a giant
stone hammer, weighing more than 20
pounds

In days of reconstruction
the necessity for the service of the
rangers was apparent, but as order
was restored, the numbers were de-
creased so that the companles In 1873
had 800 men [nstead of 1,000,
after, owing to the unfortunate pol-
icy of the United States government
toward the Indians, outlawry again
ran rampant over the state and an or-
ganized mounted police was estab-
lished and the rangers were in power
again

In the 18 years from 1865 to 1883
the Texns rangers followed 128 Indian
ralding parties and fought the redskins
in 84 pitched battles, recovered 6,000
stolen horses and rescued three citi-
zens, carried off by the Indians, Twelve
rangers were killed. By 1885 condi-
tions had changed. Texas was no lon-
ger harassed by Indlans but by man-
kilers and bhandits, so the rangers be-
came officers, a monnted con-
stabulary, and given the right to ar-
rest without warrant in any part of
the state.

From Lithuanian Prince
The RomanotTs prided themselves on
the antiquity of thelr family tree, and
claimed descent from a Lithuanian
prince of the Fourth century. It is
certaln, however, says a writer in the
Cleveland Plain Dealer, that their fam
ily did not make Its appearance in
Russia untll the Fourteenth century
In 1341 Andrew Koblya emigrated
from Prussia to Moscow and entered
the service of the Grand Duke Simeon
the Flerce. The descendants of Koblya
held high positions, and the fifth In di
rect descent from him was Roman Ju-
rievich, who died In 1534, leaving a
son, Nikita Romanovieh Jurief, who
married a Russian princess; and a
daughter, who bhecame czarina by her
marriage with Ivan the Terrible.
Nikita was one of the regency dur-
fng the minority of Feodor I, and his
eldest son, Feodor, under the name of
Philarete, was elevated to the highest
ank In the Russian church. Early
In the Seventeenth century, the throne,
for a varlety of political reasons, was
vacant. A new soverelign was chosen
