about prices?
There has been no general increase 
u our prices since they were frozen 

the Government in early 1942. 
Bince then a few small increases 
have been allowed where particu­
lar machines were substantially 
changed in design.

What about profits?
Risk is part of the American profit 
ard loss system, so we do not, of 
course, aak either our customers 
or the Government to guarantee 
that we can be certain of profits 
each year. The chart tells the 
story of our profits during the war. 
Although Harvester produced 
¡more goods than ever before, it 
;had no desire to get rich out of war,

gone !down. What our 1946 profit 
I will be is extremely uncertain.

What about future prices ht 
farm machinery?
The judgmentof Harvester's man­
agement now is that we caiuot safe­
ly make the huge wage increase 
recommended by the Government 
until the Government authorirea 
adequate increases in the prices 
of farm machinery to cover tli« 
resulting increased costs.

That is not a mdgment that 
makes us happy. The Company 
does not want to raise prices. vVe 
prefer to lower prices, when pos­
sible, and we know our customers 
prefer to have us do that.

Elire’s Army Shrinks 
As RAF Lures Men

DUBLIN — (iP)—  Eire’s army is 
smaller today than at any time in 
the quarter of a century of its 
existence. Two years ago it was 
at the peak o fits strength, a 
striking force of almost 100,000 
highly trained men backed by 
some 150,000 members of the Lo­
cal Defense Force.

Demobilization, which began a 
few months ago, has been unex­
pectedly heavy. Re-enlistments 
have been few. Gratuities for dis­
charged men amount to as much 
as 100 pounds which is big money 
to an Irish soldier.

Too large a proportion of the 
discharged men are crossing the 
border to Northern Ireland to 
join the British Army which, par­
ticularly in the RAF, offers many 
inducements to adventurous young 
men.

The peace-time strength of the 
Eire Regular Army will be 12,500 
men.

This is supposed to be that class

Umlnation of the ridiculous.’’

The idea isn’t either ridiculous 
or aublime. According to the best 
authorities the armed forces them. 

m I v c s ,  hundreds of thousands of 
dangerous souvenirs o f war are 
already loose In the land and, in

spite of all efforts to stop them, 
still arc coming in.

The Marine Cotps magazine, 
Leatherneck, lists some of these as 
hand grenades, bombs, land and 
anti-per.sonnel mines, daisy cut­
ters, bcoby traps, butterfly bombs 
and innumerable weapons with 
live shells in the chambers.

IN 1938, I think it was, a young 

ster leaned out of a third floor 
tenement in Brooklyn, yeTed to 
his playmates In the cemented 
court below, “Look out. I’m going 
to bomb you!”  He let fly a Wo Id 
War I hand grenade that had been 
lying around the house for 10

years before he was born. The 
result: two dead, three injured 
children.

It is impossible to estimate how 
many men gave their lives in the 
war to souvenir hunting. Leathe.- 
neck has this to say:

“ The average American is the 
most persistent and ingenious 
curio collector. Putting him in 
uniform and taking him out of his 
home community stimulated this 
collecting mania to the point where 
it has become an intemationa' 
phenomenon.

“The Japanese (and Germans 
and Italians) knew about this 
curio collecting and used it to ad­
vantage in the booby trap.”

THAT’S WHERE the trail of 
death sta: ted among our sou­
venir hunters of World War II. 
That’s not where it will end.

Legal obstacles at source and 
port of entry aren’t the only ones 
being brought to bear in an ef­
fort to forestall the deadly ef­
fects of these souvenirs.

Not only servicemen but "in­
nocent” recipients already have 
been prosecuted for possession or 
attempting to pass a^ong these 
weapons. So far, existing laws 
and regulations are inadequate to 
cope with the situation.
