On J i  ly 4, 1946, the Philippine

sides every one of the ships to be 
used would be retired from service 
anyway, ju st as we are  replacing 
B-17’s, which were built a t great 
cost two years ago.) Surely our 
country must retain the lead that 
we have acquired in scientific 
knowledge. We m ust know. We 
cannot afford to risk the lives of 
our boys and the very existence 
of our country to guess as o w hat 
this bomb will do.

The A giiculture Committee has 
spent this week hearing the cattle  
growers, the packers, and the bu t­
chers tell of the difficulty they 
have had with OPA. Their story 
is very sim iliar to that of the lum- 
ber people, he grain men, and doz­
ens of ohers. It seems plain that 
the OPA is making the difficult 
problem of price control eve.n more 
difficult by refusing to use common 
sense or reason. We all know that 
as long as we do not have adequate 
supply of goods and have a large 
demand backed up with lots of 
money tha t pi ices are bound to 
go up and so long as it is im­
possible to produce the needed 
goods because of w ar we need 
some control on prices. We still 
have some very severe shortages 
but OPA insists on price control 
on many commodities of which we 
ce tainly have an adequate supply, 
and in many cases, as in the case 
of lum ber, it is argued that OPA 
keeps the ceiling so low that peo­
ple can’t afford to produce ex­
cept for the black m arket.

It is a most difficult problem, 
but it is one of tremendous im ­
portance. I believe that we should 
tiy  to prevent uncontrolled in­
flation, bu t we sim ply m ust recog­
nize that when we allowed in­
dustrial wages to go up that prices 
had to follow. The OPA recognized 
this when hey allowed steel to go 
up. Now it is inevitable that other 
prices are going up, and the wages 
of o ther groups a re  going up (and 
as I see it, aP other groups are 
entitled to the same consideration.) 
This means that the wages of Fed­
eral workers m ust go up, and I 
am su ie they will. It also means 
that school teachers and local em ­
ployees are entitled to sim iliar 
treatm ent, but it is going to be most 
difficult for them to get commen- 
su ia te  raise. It also m eans that 
common justice requires tha t our 
farm ers get more for their pro­
ducts as this is the farm er’s wage. 
The Senate has just taken a long 
step in this direction by adopting 
the Russe'l Amendment to the 
wage and hour bill now before 
tha t body. This should help to 
ke«p a fair relationship between 
the income of various groups, but 
it is now crystal clear tha t the 
basic fight for price control was 
lost when the House turned down 
the am endm ent to the original 
Price Control Act, which I sup­
ported, to fieeze all prices, and all 
wages at the beginning of the war. 
Today we simply m ust recognize 
that the entire price and wage 
level has gone up. This is bound 
to work hardships. We must try 
to see tha t everyone Is treated as 
nearly alike as possible.
