co rresponden t in the  Chicago T n b  
une.

The city , which w as laid b a re  on 
th e  site  of K as-S ham ra in northern 
S yria , apparen tly  w as the cap ita l 
of the kingdom  of U g an t, powerful 
s ta te  3,500 to 4,000 y ea rs  ago. Its  
people w ere rich  and highly civi­
lized, Schaeffer found, and lived in 
well appointed houses, som e of 
which contained  as  m any a s  2b 
room s, baths and efficient p lum b 
ing.

The m ost curious custom  of th« 
inhab itan ts w as the burying of then 
dead  under the floor—ap p aren tly  fot 
religious reasons ra th e r  than  lacl 
of space. With due cerem ony the'- 
lifted the flagstones of the floor, pul 
the body in a sort of cryp t beneath  
and put the stones back in place 
Next tim e th e re  w as a  dea th  thi 
process w as rep ea ted  and the sec 
or.d body low ered besule its prede­
cessor.

S chaeffer’s  expedition found evi 
dences of sev era l civilizations. The 
oldest found w as U garit, the  people 
of w hich w ere am ong the succes­
so rs of the S um erians. L ess age 1 
buildings, dated  from  the F our­
teen th  and T h irteen th  cen tu ries  be 
fore C hrist, w ere found in som e 
cases  to be even m ore luxurious 
than  those of the  ea rlie r  city .

England Continues Pack 
Monday Fair Observance

Of the surv iv ing  h arv e s t fa irs  m 
E ngland one of the m ost curious 
is th a t held in S herborne, D 
shire. The legend is th a t when 
Queen M ary, C atholic wife of Phi! 
ip of Spain, gave up the ghost and 
to Queen E lizabeth , her th rone ii 
1558. the a rd en t C atholics of S h er­
borne accepted  the curfew  on 
econom ic grounds but re jec ted  the 
P ro te s ta n t S abbath  on religious 
Their P ack  M onday fa ir had ai 
ready  been held annually  for a co 
tu ry , when in 1585 they ab rogated  
the curfew  for P ack  M onday eve

T here is also a legend about the 
fa ir  itself When the g rea t resto ra  
lion of S h erb o rn e 's  abbey w as core 
p leted  in 1490 the w orkm en parad  
ed the town and m ade a noisy 
c lam or to indicate the ir d ep a rtu re  
S herborne people on the eve < 
P ack  M onday still pa rad e  the tow r 
and m ak e  the clam or.

This y ea r , as m idnight ap 
proached . the custom ary  Sabbath 
tranqu illity  of the town wi. 
s trange ly  d istu rbed  The long, nar 
row m ain s tree t. C heap stree t, and 
its  approaches, had a lready  been 
w hitew ashed into sections for sta lls

They foresee th a t if 
insects can su rv ive for 3,000 y ears , 
m an  m ight well accom plish a sim ­
ilar feat. In A m erica, D r. Ralph 
S. W illard, in h is cam paign  to  ex­
tinguish d egenera te  cells, has froz­
en a d isease -attacked  m onkey sol­
id, put it aw ay for a period in an 
ice box, and then thaw ed it w ith­
out the little  c re a tu re  showing any 
ill effects.—Tit-B its M agazine

CHINESE WORKERS
ARE FIREDWJBTLY

E m ployers who a re  re lu c tan t to 
d ischarge em ployee* a b r u p t l y  
m ight take a lesson from  Chinese 
shopkeepers, w hose m ethods of dis­
m issing their help a re  both effec­
tive and subtle, observes a Shang­
hai United P re ss  correspondent.

A favorite tim e for staff reo rgan­
ization in China is on the th ird  day 
of the lunar new y ear. The first day 
of the new y ea r is usually  devoted 
to c learing  accounts and final se ttle­
m ent of ou tstanding  debts. The sec­
ond day is given over to re s t and 
sleep, but on the th ird  day all the 
em ployees ure called  in to worship 
the god of prosperity  and pray  for 
the firm ’s p rosperity  during  the new 
y ear.

On the back w all of the sto re  is 
usually  hung a p ic tu re  of the god 
of p rosperity  and on the floor i'l 
front of it is p laced  a red  m a t and
a sheet of paper listing the nam es 
of those who a re  to rem ain  in the 
shop’s em ploy. After m aking th ree  
kowtows, em ployees rend the list 
to le a rn  the ir fa te  for the com ing 
year.

If it is desired  to d isch arg e  an
em ployee a t a tim e o ther than the 
new y ea r, the p aw nbroker's  m ethod 
m ay be tried . The m a - te r  of the 
shop gives a feast and invites his
w orkers. When the cook en ters, the 
m a s te r  quietly asks how m any 
chicken heads have been cooked 
th a t night. F or every  head cooked, 
one em ployee loses his job, hut the 
person does not know of h i. un­
til the food is served F 'V n  the 
host politely passes  a hff .1 to one 
of his guests and says:

" P le a se  ea t th is  choice piece of 
chi- ken ."

AFRICA IS ORIGINAL
SOURCE OF LEPROSY

Leprosy w as brought from  Africx 
to A m erica by slaves, and it has 
since been endem ic in ce rta in  re g ­
ions, it is dec la red  in "How D isease 
C am e With the W hite M an,” by Dr 
P. M. A shburn in H ygeta. the 
hea lth  m agazine.

T rachom a, which has since be­
com e such a cu rse  to the Indians, 
w as also ap p a ren tly  introduced 
from  Africa. T re a tm en t of d isease  
by them  w as a t  best crude and full 
of superstitious rites.

One of the initiation r ite s  for 
young N orth A m erican  Ind ians w as 
the passing of pieces of wood a t ­
tached  to raw hide thongs beneath  
the pec to ral m uscles, tying buffalo 
sku lls to these  thongs and having 
the young m en d ra g  the skulls un­
til the pieces of wood tore th rough 
the m uscles.

S tarva tion  and  scurvy  w ere here  
before the w hite m an, and the s a r f ^ ^  
m ay  be tru e  of o ther deficiency 
d iseases. T here  a re  num erous re f­
e ren ces to go iter, he says, and it is 
to be p resum ed  th a t o ther endocrine 
d iseases m ay have existed .

The Indian w as sub jugated  by 
d isease  m ore than  by a rm s  or cu l­
tu re. Africa, rich  in resources, gold 
and cheap  labor, but possessing d is­
ea se s  deadly  to the white m an and 
:i well im m unized population, has 
com e under w hite contro l only since 
m odern  m edicine has offered the  
w hite m an pro tection  not possessed 
by the black.

T im e alone will reveal w hether 
all our p reven tive m edicine will be 
for the good of the rac e  in those  
long periods which a re  dea lt w ith 
by history  and evolution.

H aw aiian Lei Scent Bottled
F or y ea rs  the  flower w rea th  

known as lei. has been a d istinctive 
fea tu re  of A m erica 's  m id-Paciflc 
port of Honolulu. A Honolulu chem ­
ist has invented a p rocess for p re­
serving the fra g ra n c e  of such flow­
e rs  as ginger, h itherto  a difficult 
problem  for p erfum ers. The usual 
m ethod of m aking  perfum ery  de­
pends on ex trac tion  of essen tia l 
oils, and g inger contains no oil. 
O vercom ing th is difficulty by the  
new process, the Honolulu chem ist 
has "b o ttled ” the g inger lei.

GRADING PULLETS
FOUND GOOD PLAN

Slow Maturing Birds Should 
Be Discarded.

3y J. C. TAYLOR, Extension Poultry man, 
New Jersey College of Agriculture.— WNU 

Service.
B est resu lts  a re  obtained from  

early  hatched  pullets which, a t the 
tim e of housing, a re  graded  accord ­
ing to hatching date , m a tu rity , and 
physical condition. Knowing when 
the pullets w ere hatched m akes it 
possible to d iscard  the slow m a tu r­
ing b irds, which a re  low producers.

When housing pullets according to 
m a tu rity , seg regate  the b irds tha t 
show the sam e m a tu rity  as indi­
ca ted  by the ir com b developm ent 
and body weight.

P u llets in poor physical condition, 
a s  evidenced by a dull eye. crow 
head, loose feathering  and luck of 
flesh, should be discarded.

C areful grading of pullets a t tim e 
of housing resu lts  in m ore uniform  
egg production throughout the year. 
U nfortunately , m any poultrym en do 
not m ark  the chick a t tim e of 
hatching so the pullet flock m ust be 
g raded  on the basis of m atu rity  and 
physical condition.

Maintenance Ration and 
I-aving Ration Different

Poultry  is fed chiefly for one or 
m ore of th ree purposes, growth, egg 
production, and m ain tenance

A m ain tenance ration  differs from 
a laying ration , not in the ingre­
dients, but in proportions, less ani­
m a l food, or protein, being used.

W hether feeding for growth, egg 
production, or m ain tenance, five 
c lasses  of foods a re  necessary  for 
poultry , a s se r ts  a w riter in H oard’s 
D airym an.

1. G rains, for energy, heat, flesh 
and egg form ing m a te ria ls  Usually 
fed in two form s: ground, called  
" m a sh "  and in the kernel, called 
" s c ra tc h  feed ,"

2 G reens, a s  ifid to  digestion, for 
the ir health-giving and growth pro­
m oting properties.

3. Anim al foods, rich  In egg arid 
flesh-form ing m a te ria ls ; the m ost 
•ssen lia l ss  well as the m ost expen­
sive sn d  m ost frequently  lacking 
ingred ien . in all laying rations.

Rubber Hen Raises Chicks
Among the new uses for rubber is 

‘-•'.at of serving ns substitu te  for the 
rro .h e r  hen in the raising  of chicks. 
The brooder contains an electric  
heating  pad which w arm s the backs 
of the tiny ch icks just as if they 
w ere snuggling under th e ir  m o ther's  
brer.st. A the rm osta tica lly  controlled 
heating  unit m ain ta ins the tem ­
p era tu re  of the pad a t an even 105 
degrees, equ ivalen t to th a t of the 
hen’s b reast. The chicks ra ise  their 
backs aga inst the under side of the 
pad so th a t the hea t tran sfe r is ac­
com plished by d irec t contact. This 
m ethod rep laces the old p rac tice  of 
heating  the a ir in the brooder. The 
pad is m ade  of special hea t-resist­
ing sheet rubber which offers a soft, 
nonporous and san ita ry  su rface .— 
P opular M echanics M agazine.

Crowding on Hen Roosts
While m ost of the changing and 

rem odelling of poultry  houses oc­
cu rs  in the la te  sum m er or fall, the 
one of changing the direction of the 
roosts is so sim ple as to m e rit con­
sideration  a t any tim e. The g rea te r 
num ber of roosts a re  still placed 
para lle l to the back wall. In the 
m idw est, th is generally  m eans cast 
and west. E xperience has conclu­
sively dem onstra ted  th a t th is  is 
wrong. If the roosts a re  p laced at 
right-angles to the back wall, the 
flock will d is trib u te  itself over the 
en tire  roosting a rea , with little if 
any crow ding.—M ontreal H erald.

Substitute for Green Feed
W here green feed is not available, 

a balanced laying m ash reinforced 
with a potent fish oil should be 
kept before the birds a t all tim es. 
The addition of from  5 to 7 and 
one-half percen t of alfalfa leaf m eal 
will, in m ost cases, provide am ple 
insurance for the lack of this green 
feed. W here possible, dehydrated  
alfalfa leaf m eal should be used. 
The use of this leaf m eal and a i 
food laying m ash should keep the I 
b irds in a good, healthy, condition. |

Som e of the m ost im portan t fac­

to rs in success with poultry  a re  the 
inheritab le c h a rac te ris tic s  in birds. 
Tnis is why poultry  au thorities a l­
ways s tress  good breeding.

The age a t which b irds m atu re  
sexually , the ra te  of egg produc­
tion, the size of the eggs, the abil­
ity to continue laying for a long 
lim e, and the hatchability  of fertile 
eggs laid by the b irds a re  am ong 
the inheritab le  tra its .

By culling out inferior b irds and 
breeding only those which have the 
desirab le  tra its , poultrym en can 
build up good flocks tha t will pay 
big dividends through the  years.

When b irds m a tu re  early  they 
s ta r t  laying early , and the sooner 
they s ta r t  laying the sooner they 
s ta r t  re tu rn ing  a profit to the poul- 
try m an .

The ra te  of egg production m eans 
the num ber of eggs a  bird will lay 
during her laying period. Those 
which lay irreg u la rly  cannot be as 
profitable as those which lay every  
day.

The size of the eggs is also im­
portan t, as  poultrym en who sell uni­
form ly la rg e  eggs get b e tte r  prices 
than those who sell sm all ones. The 
hatchability  of fertile  eggs, which 
apparen tly  is inherited, is of obvious 
im portance Likewise, the ability to 
continue laying for a long tim e is a 
vital factor in determ in ing  the pro­
fitableness of a bird. E arly  fea th er­
ing is ano ther inheritab le tra i t  tha t 
is of g rea t im portance in the pro­
duction of broilers.

Worms in Chickens
Unless the re  is a heavy infesta­

tion it is difficult to determ ine the 
presence of in ternal p a ra site s , but 
w here the b irds a re  heavily infested 
th e re  is usually an ex trem ely  heavy : 
appetite, the b irds a re  thin and 
often a leg w eakness will appear 
W here these conditions ap p ear it is 
safe to assum e that the b irds a re  1 
infested When the b irds appear 
lis tless and th e re  is any doubt as to 
the trouble it is best to open and 
exam ine the intestines for worm s.

Improper Feed Cause of 
Poults’ Slipped Tendons

O ccasionally a poult, when a few 
w eeks old. becom es crippled  in the 
hocks and its contortions attending 
its m aneuvering  over the floor a re  
pitiable. This, according to  a  w riter 
in the M issouri F a rm er, is often 
m istaken  for a  d isease , but it is due 
to an im proper m ineral balance In 
the feed—too m uch m ineral, or an 
im proper balance betw een the phos­
phorous and calcium . While com­
m ercial m ashes a re  usually  prop­
erly  balanced in m inera ls  and are 
not ap t to cause  trouble, trouble 
with com m ercial m ashes usually 
ensues when som e m inera l m ix­
tu re  or tonic is added to  the m ash 
which throw s it out of balance and 
th is should not be done without 
first consulting the feed m anufac­
tu re r  who can  determ ine w hat the 
effects will be. P oults w ith slipped 
tendons will never recover, although 
they a re  edible since they a re  per­
fectly healthy  otherw ise. A slipped 
tendon will no m ore affect the ir edi­
ble qualities than  a crooked b reast 
bone which is also caused , usually , 
by an im proper balance or inade­
quate supply of m inerals.

Some turkey  grow ers also believe 
tha t when poults ra ised  on floors 
w ithout litte r  which often becom e 
slick, or slippery  from  droppings 
snd  w ater, they som etim es becom e 
lam e in a way com parab le  to the 
case of slipped tendons, but w hether 
or not this is t-u e  has not been defi­
nitely proved.

P ullets should be given good ca re  

on sum m er range if the ir owner ex­
pects them  to be good layers when 
they a re  ready  fo r production, and 
good ca re  m eans p roper feed, 
shade, protection from  d isease, and 
plenty  of room in the brooder house 
or range shelter.

P oultrym en who s ta rted  the sea 
son with all the chicks th a t the 
brooder house would hold should 
se p ara te  the cockerels from  the pul­
lets and then divide the pullets be­
tween two houses so th a t each bird 
will have about two feet of floor 
space. One bunch of pullets can  be 
left in the brooder house and the 
o ther can  be placed in a sum m er 
range shelter. The flock usually 
should be divided about the tim e the 
pullets a re  12 w eeks old.

Providing shade for the pu lle ts is 
im portan t. It is difficult to increase 
the w eight of poultry  in hot w eather 
but shade m akes the b irds m ore 
com fortable and perm its them  to 
grow faste r. T rees, a fram ew ork 
covered with burlap , o r raising  the 
brooder house so the  pullets can  get 
beneath  it will furnish  shade. F eed­
ing dishes and drinking fountains 
should be placed outdoors to  get 
the pullets out of th e  hot brooder 
house.

The brooder house should be re­
m oved a t least once during the sea ­
son, and the tim e when the flock is 
divided is usually as convenient as 
any. The range  is likely to becom e 
contam inated  with d isease o rgan­
ism s or by p a ra s ite s  if the pullets 
run on it continuously. V accinations 
to prevent fowl pox or bronchitis 
should be m ade before the b irds a rc  
15 w eeks old if a t  all. The vaccina­
tions should not be m ade unless 
th e re  have been losses on the fa rm  
the previous y e a r  from  the d iseases 
for which tre a tm e n ts  a re  to 
be given.

Growing pu lle ts need plenty of 
protein in the ir feed A few b irds 
can  ca tch  enough insects to furnish 
them  with sufficient protein but a 
la rg e  flock cannot.

Capons vs. Cockerels Is 
Accorded Consideration

Capons a re  popularly  believed to 
grow m ore rap id ly  and for a longer 
lim e than  cockerels and conse­
quently a re  supposed to  a tta in  a 
la rg e r  size, notes a w riter in 
W allaces' F a rm e r . M oreover, ca ­
pons a re  often cred ited  with m aking 
m ore econom ical g a in s , due to the 
fac t th a t they a re  m ore docile and 
quiet.

The com para tive  m erits  of both 
purebred  and crossb red  capons and ! 
cockerels in converting  feed into j 
m ea t have been studied at the Wis­
consin experim ent sta tion  during the 
past year. The purebred  b irds were 
B arred  Rocks and the crossbreds 
w ere from  a m ating  of B arred  Rock 
m ales and Rhode Island Red fe- \ 
m ales

The resu lts indicated  th a t there 
w as no significant difference in the 
ra te  of growth of capons and cock­
erels. nor in the num ber of pounds of j 
feed required to produce a pound of ! 
gain. The im plication of th is finding 
is th a t caponization is justified only I 
if a higher p rice  per pound can  be t 
secured  for capons than for cock- | 
• re ls .

SERIOUS FEEDING
TIME FOR TURKEYS

Growers Should Be Putting 
Pounds on Birds.

Turkey grow ers who w ant to 
m ake profits a t the business a re  
putting the pounds on their b irds as 
fast as possible these days. The four 
or five m onths of the su m m er feed­
ing period are  the m ost v ita l to 
m aking profits The first stx w eeks 
of the tu rk ey 's  life is a very critica l 
period, but little weight is put on. 
The finishing period ju st before 
m arketing  the birds is also im por­
tan t. but in it likewise little weight 
is added in proportion to the la rge  
expense for feed.

But during the in-between period, 
according to Cline, the rapidly grow ­
ing tu rkey adds pounds econom i­
cally  because it converts, a t a rap id  
ra te , la rg e  am ounts of a rela tively  
low priced feed into a high-priced 
com m odity to g race  the tab le  d u r­
ing the fall and w inter. D uring this 
fast growing period a re la tive ly  
sm all proportion of the feed given 
is needed for m ain tenance while a 
la rg e  proportion is availab le for 
grow th and profits.

When the av e rag e  tu rkey  is two 
m onths old. it will weigh about 2 5 
pounds. This weight is put on a t an 
av e rag e  ra te  of 2.15 pounds of feed 
per pound gain in weight A m onth 
la te r the tu rkey will weigh 5 
pounds, and will be gaining one 
pound for approxim ately  each  th ree  
pounds of feed eaten .

At the end of the fourth m onth, the 
tu rkey  should weigh a t least 8 25 
pounds and is turning feed into tu r ­
key m eat at the ra te  of 3 5 pounds 
of feed to one pound of turkey.

Good gains m ay be m ade also 
during the fifth m onth, but th e re­
a fte r the ratio  of pounds gained to 
feed consum ed declines very  ra p ­
idly, until it takes 5 6 pounds of 
feed to produce one pound of tu r ­
key in the sixth m onth and approx i­
m ately  10.7 pounds of feed for one 
pound of m eat in the seventh m onth.

A fter th a t the feed often costs 
m ore than the net price which will 
be received for the additional pounds 
of turkey.

While feeding m adequate  quan­
tity is very im portan t, the com posi­
tion of the feed is equally im por­
tan t. The two m ust go together if 
the m ost pounds of tu rkey  a re  to  be 
put on.
