Crape myrtle can be grown frofin 
seed. The new plant may or may 
not be the color you like. Young 
plants are easily ki'led by sun or 
dry soil. Half shade, moisture, 
and Irainage will keep them grow­
ing. They are more trouble than 
cuttings. Cuttings give the same 
color as the plant from which 
they are taken. Cuttings set out 
early frow fast and bloom the first 
year. Avoid soft green wood or 
old gray wood for cuttings. The 
best time for setting out cuttings 
is from January through March.

Each voter at such election shall 
mark out one of such clauses on 
the ballot, leaving the clause ex­
pressing his vote on the proposed 
amendment.

Sec. 3. The Governor of the 
State of Texas shall issue the ne­
cessary proclamation for said elec­
tion, and shall have the same 
published as required by th e  
Constitution and laws of this 
State
