WASHINGTON, D. C. .April 4. (/P)— President Harry 

S. Truman, rejected Russia’s charj^e that the Atlantic 
Treaty is “a^^j(ressive”, today hailed the pact as ‘'shield 
against ajj^ression, and fear of a^çgression.”

In an address prepared for the alliance signing cere­
mony, the President asserted people of the west are de­
termined the sickening the blow of unprovoked aggres­
sion, shall not fall upon the world again.

The President declared: “\ \ ’e have no purpose of ag­
gression against others. To suggest the contrary^ is to 
slander our institutions, defame our ideals, and aspira­
tions.”

The pacts binding America, Britain, France, and nine 
other nations of the Furopean-Atlantic-American Region 
into a defensive alliance, does not automatically pledge 
countries to go to war. It does bind each nation to join 
with other signejs in resisting attack.

VOLNEY CAVITT
»From Volney Cavitt Notes)

Andrew Cavitt was born in 17% in the stale of Vir­
ginia, and in his early manhood moved to Tennessee 
where he settled near the town ot Bolivar. In 18CS he 
came to I exas, then a province of Mexico, where he lo-, 
cated lands in the Sterling C. Robertson Colony. He re­
turned to Pennessee for his family in the same year. With 
his family, and other ¡migrants, he returned to the Falls 
of the Brazos in the winter of 18.SS-36, requiring three 
months to make the journey by wagon, arriving at 
Viesca, the seat of Robertson’s Colony in early March, 
18,^6. After the “Runaway Scrape” in 18.^6 while at-, 
tempting to return to his home in Viesca, he was takeiv 
ill with fever and died at Millican, July 1, 18J6, where' 
he was buried.

•Andrew (Kiviit had seven sons, all horn in Tennessee, 
among them was Volney. who was born January 2, 1824, 
and who died November .So, Do.T From Volney Cav- 
itt’s notes, and from the notes of Newton C. Duncan, a 
lifelong friend of Cavitt’s, and all of whom knew JamesI 
(Coryell, we offer the following accounts and versions of 
their associations with the pioneer from whom the county 
is named. |

VOLNEY CAVITT NOTES j
.My father was formerly a Virginian, but in his young| 

manhood went to live in Tennessee. He married my 
mother, .Ann (Cavitt, a daughter of Richard and Ruth; 
Cavitt ô" North Alabama. They were married on the 8th! 
day of April, 1821, and afterwards lived in Hardeman| 
County, Tennessee, near Bolivar. There were born to 
them seven sons, Whitlev, Volnev, Josephus, Sheridan, 
Frankiln, lames and William. They had no daughter. 
They are all buried in the home cemetery at Wheelock. 
My father came to Texas in 18S.S, in company with a 
friend, a young man who was a surveyor, whose name 
was Coryell. They located on and near the Leon River, 
in what was afterward Coryell County. The county at 
that time was infested with savage Indians. My father 
returned to Tennessee. Coryell remained in Texas. .My 
father then decided to move his family to Texas, and 
spent three months on the road, traveling in wagons, with 
ox teams and one carryall which held my mother and 
children. The roads were so muddy and so much water, 
and bad weather to contend with, that we made very 
slow progress being'winter weather, we were three weeks 

f  crossing the Mississippi bottom. We reached the Falls 
of the Brazos, and camped near where the town of Marlin 
stands. Then the counties were unorganized and we were 
a part of Robertson’s Colony. We reached there early in 
the spring and planted a corn crop in what we called 
“Weed Prairie” in the Brazos bottom. We had no plows 
and cultivated with hoes.

Then the settlement was broken up by Indians. We 
then went, for safety, to what is now Millican, but was 
then only a small settlement, and there we camped on

a bountiful crop of as fine corn as 1 have seen since, 
it had received very little cultivation. At that time  ̂

'every man took his gun to the tield with him to protect, 
!himself from the Indians who were very troublesome and, I dangerous. ;
I Then the settlers decided to concentrate, on account i 
I of the danger in being scattered, so they built a fort and 
! all moved to that to protect each other. 'I he place was, 
'called Viesca. One day, Jim Coryell, a friend ‘y/>ur| 
familv, the same who came w'itli my father in 18 VS to 
locate land, went from the fort with some others to cut 
a bee tree, which was about half a mile from the Fort, 
and while there, they were attacked by Indians and Cor-,
_\ell was killed. i

Cavitt, but we below attach J. F. Cavitt’s approval of its 
authenticity. Joe Franklin Cavitt was a son of Volney 
Cavitt. We quote J. F. Cavitt.

“This memoir was dictated by my father Volney C av  
itt, to my mother, Clara J. Cavitt, with the intention of 
writing his biography for his chiuldren, but he died be­
fore it was cornpleted. 1 am very familiar with my mo­
ther’s handwriting and know that she wrote it and 1 can 
certify that this is a true and correct copy of the original 
instrument, which was neither signed or dated. This copy 
of the original made and signed by me on August 22, 1040

Signed: J. F. CAVITT 
McGregor, Texas.

Elaborating further upon the life story of this pionee,r, 
we were authorized by J. F. Cavitt, to trace the opera­
tion of the various expeditions in which Volney Cavitt 
saw frontier service. There were two notable expedi­
tions. The Snively Expedition and the Moorehouse Ex­
pedition that are conspicuously noted in the frontier his­
tory of Texas. XN’ith notes furnished by J. F. and S. C.
(Bud) Cavitt, we continue our story.

Volney Cavitt had a brother named James, about 12 
years old, of whom James Coryell was very fond. On 
the morning that the Coryell party went out to cut the 
bee tree, he insisted to Mrs. Cavitt, that the bov be al- 
lowe to go along; but Mrs. Cavitt refused, fearing »hat : -"i

expedition camped on the Arkansas River and sent out 
scouting parties to gather needed information concern­
ing the enemy. It was found that a Mexican escort of 
5()() men and 200 U. S. Mounted troops were acting as 
convoy. In June, the Texans routed a part of the Mexi­
can guards and captured rich booty. In an attempt to 
divide the spoil, contention broke out. Captain Chandler, 
with 70 men, quit the expedition and returned to the 
settlement.

Captain Cooke of the U. S. Troops sent for Snively, 
and inquired why he was waging war on a United States 
territory. Col. Snively informed Captain Cooke that he 
was in his own right since he was on Texas soil, but Cap­
tain Cooke allowed the Texans to keep ten muskets with 
which to guard themselves from the Indians on the long

march home. I'he U. S. Government later conceded that 
the Texans were on their own soil and paid Texas $18 
each for all the muskets taken.

Not loni( after the Snively expedition, Volney Cavitt 
joined another expedition bound for the Texas frontier. 
This was the Moorehouse Kxpedition. The intent of this 
expedition was to i>uard the frontier from marauding In­
dians and Mexicans, also to intercept such Mexican ope­
rations as mijtjht be interrupting^ the neutrality by carry­
ing; on trade across the Texas territory.

The expedition penetrated far into the northwest, 
which at that time had a spajse population of roving î 
bands of Indians, l.arg:e herds of buffalo, deer, and ante­
lope were seen; also flocks of w'ild turkey and prairie! 
chicken. •

A few' friendly Indians accompanied the expedition as, 
scouts and hunters. Finally, a Mexican outfit was attack'j 
ed, and it netted one Mexican prisoner. This prisoner, 
was turned over to the Indians for safe keeping;. That 
nig;ht camp was pitched. In the ni.g;ht, a great commo-! 
tion w’as heard in the Indian camp. Yelling;, shouting;, 
and chantine. tog;ether with terrible screams of ag;onv. 
Upon investig;ation it was found that the Indians had, 
staked and tied their prisoner dowm and w’ere roasting; 
him alive. Nothing; could be done about it for the Indians 
W’ere well armed and resented interference.

A short time later Cavitt w’as •scouting' from the cim n  
and W’as captured bv enemy Indians and took before their 
children. Thru the intercession of the Indians, in the 
white expedition, he w’a<; released.

A’olnev Cavitt settUd down to farminp  ̂ and ranchinp'i 
near M’beelock and there reared his familv of bov« and, 
g'i’’ls. He never moved to his lands on the I,eon River, 
w’hich he inherited from his father Andrew' Cavitt. He, 
develoned extensive cattle interests and was closelv as- 
So«'iated with H. 1. Cauffeld for manv years.

He had a foreman on the I eon River ranch named lack 
Fisher. This foreman alw'avs w’ore heavy eold or silver 
earrings. Jack said that the earring;s helped to make his 
hearing keener.

In 1876. S. C. Cavitt. a l6-year-old son. but an axperi- 
enced man. in so far as the rules of the open ranee w'.as 
concerned, came up to look after his father’s cattle and 
land. S. C. (Bud) Cavitt spent a good portion of his 
time in McLennan and Corvell Counties. A great deal 
of that time w’as with H. J. Canfield. He and his brother 
d. F. developed extensive interests in Coryell Countv af­
ter moving here inl88S.

At this w riting, danuary. 1^41. S. C. Cavitt resides in

Gatesville and d. F. (doe) Cavitt and his wife and son, 
Volney, reside in McGregor.

Dear Friends:

The House is still considering 
the “Civil Functions’’ Bill. Lt will 
probably pass tonight. This is the 
m easure which appropriates the 
funds for the civil functions of 
the Arm y Engineers. Prim arily 
it involves rivers, harbors, and 
flood control. Central Texas is 
especially interested because this 
bill carries the money to continue 
the work on the dam on the Braz­
os near Whitney and the dam on 
the Leon near Belton. The Engi­
neers had heretofore estimated 
that they would need $14,000,000 
at W hitney and $2,000,000 at Bel- ] 
ton for tlie next year. The Bill 
includes both projects with many 
more over the country. It ap­
propriates 15% less for all the.se 
projects than the Engineers recom­
mended but allows balances to be 
transferred. As I see it, this means 
that both of these great Central 
Texas projects will have all the 
money needed to carry on con­
struction as fast as it is practicable

These great dams will not only 
hold flood w aters off our cities 
and our farm  lands, but as the 
w ater is let out, it will gener-jte 
electricity which I propose to tiy  
to see distributed to the people at 
the cheapest possible cost.

Much of the week was given 
over to a fruitless fight over the 
Rankin Pension Bill. As you all 
know, this was the measure which 
undertook to poy most liberal pen -1 
sions to all World War I and II 
Veterans. The bill had been b ro t ; 
out of the V eteran’s Affairs Com­
m ittee without any agreement and | 
very little study. There was vio-; 
lent disagreem ent both as to what 
the bill actually did as well as to 
what it should do. On only one 
thing could all agree—That it w as| 
by far the most expensive and 1 
far-reaching pension m easure ever 
presented to Congress. Some es­
tim ated it would ultim ately co.st 
more than the total hereftofore 
spen on the two World Wars. Cer­
tainly it committed the govern­
m ent to an obligation which cou!d 
only be met by perm anent infla­
tion and high living costs. It is 
claim ed by many that the infla­
tionary effects would probably 
wipe out all the benefits the vet­
erans might expect. It was also 
urged that we must expect that 
with the passage of such a pen­
sion program  there would be an 
irresistable demand for reduction 
in the expenditures for hospitali­
zation compensation and other aid 
to the disabled and needy veter­
ans. Undoubtedly there are some 
World War I veterans who have 
reached a point where it is proper 
to reconsider their situation, but 
I think our first duty is to the dis­
abled and the needy veteran. I 
think our government owes a duty 
to as nearly as possible replace 
all the loss any veteran sustained 
as a result of his service—and 
that means the care for dependents 
as well as for the boys who were 
killed and injured. On the other 
hand, I have an honorable dis­
charge from World War I myself. 
I was not injured. My earning 
capacity was not reduced. I do 
not feel that my government owes 
me anything. I believe this bill 
went too far. The bill was finally 
recom m itted (that is, sent back 
to the Committee for furher study’ 
by a one vote m argin—208 to 207. 
The motion to recommit was made 
by Congressman Olin (Tiger) 
Teague, of the Sixth Texas Dis­
trict. No m an in Congress has a 
finer m ilitary record than Con­
gressman Teague, who was woun­
ded several times, and who re­

ceived eleven decorations during 
his six years of service. I voted 
with seventeen members of the 
Texas Delegation to recommit.

At the beginning of the week 
we passed by an overwhelming 
vote a m easure which again a f­
firms our support of a 70 Group 
A ir Force. This is the second 
time we have authorized such an 
Air Force. We all recognize that

the num ber “"O ’ is only a symbol, 
bus Congr^^^s definite y fee,.i that 
our Nation should m aintain un­
disputed suprem acy in the air. Wo 
feel that to fail to do so destroy ; 
tlie value of all of our other el 
forts to m akd our country and 
our friends strong. We hope ihe 
President, the Army, and the Navy 
will not take the short-sighted a t­
titude that the Generals and the 
Admirals took when Billy Mitcliell 
first advocated air power. I rea l­
ize tha t a ir power is not enough 
to assure our defense, but I think 
that I also know that superiority 
in all the othei^arms is not enough 
without a superior air force.

PAUL WHITEMAN, born March

Edward Katner, bom April 2,
1878 in New York City. Now is 
ranked among the sir leading 
mathem aticians of the world.
