This is the last in my series
of articles. In previous articles
I have told you the principles in
which I believe, and why I be-
lieve them; and I have discussed
some of our city's problems. Due
to limited time and my business
obligations 1 have been unable to
see and talk with all of you. Real-
izing this in the beginning I have
tried to reach you through these
weekly articles. I have presented
and discussed the issues as 1 see
them. Due to no fault of mine,
it has been a one-sided presen-
tation. One of my fundamental
beliefs is that no one should vote
without first informing himself
on the candidates and the issues.

In any political venture one
must expect a certain amount of
slander and ‘‘distortion” of facts.
In this respect I have not been
disappointed. I can only say: To
you who oppose me because of
personal slander that you have
and perhaps believed, 1
urge you to seek the truth, and
reconsider before you vote.

ply problems (2) Transportation
and street problems (3) Teen-
Age guidance and recreation (4)
| Law enforcement and protection
. (5) Parking and traffic problems
(6) Zoning and Planning prob-
lems (7) City Finance and Tax
Problems (8 Parks and Play-
grounds (9) Adult recreation and
Public Relations, and Adminis-
tration.

These study groups will be
supplied with research material
to guide them. They will be en-
couraged to visit other towns to
see how they are handling these
problems. Opinion surveys will
be taken. Open meetings will be
held. Outside authorities will be
consulted. On-the-spot inspections
of our town will be made. And
everyone will be given the op-
portunity to present his views.
After each study group has
thoroughly studied its particular
problem, it will make a written
report of its findings. All of these
reports will be published in a
preliminary report.

From this preliminary report
a master plan will be drawn up
by a permanent planning com-
mission. Definite goals will be
outlined in this master plan. This
master plan will then be used
by your city council to guide it
in its work of providing the needs
and serivces that the people want
o~d deserve. Some of the reports
|wiil be labeled URGENT and
your city council will take action
on these problems first. Others
will take more stundv anA  ro.

Instead our
State Department issued a crit-
ical blast which could only be ex-
pectad to invite further blood-
shed.

1 don’t know whether this w s
done because our State Depart-
ment has become a jrofessional
“busybody” or because it thought
in this manner to influence Leg-
islative action on the pending Ci-
«vil Rights Bill. In either event
theaction was (*nlm-l_\' unwarrant-
od. No executive department
should try to thus influence leg-
islation and certainly no foreign
dovernment should criticize the
dnmestic actions of any neighbor.
Surely we should bitterly resent
any action if directed at us by
any foreign nation.

Of course, I voted against the
so called Civil Rights bill It isnot
as has been reported, simply a
bill to protect the right of color-
«d people to vote. They have that
right in Texas. As I see it this bi'l
breaks dwns the court procedures
on which the protection of all
«civil rigchts must rest. Possibly
even more harmful, at least at the
moment. is the bitterness which
has been built up.

dropped 16 per cent in 1959 be-
low 1958.

The decline in the average
farmer’s spendable income was
a little less, the USDA reported,
falling 14.5 per cent in 1959 be-
low what the farmer had to spend
in 1958. The average spendable
income per farmer in 1959 wsa
$2.364, being figured on the basis
of what the farmer has left after
paying all production expenses.

The 16 per cent decline in total
farm income showed a total of
$11 billion in 1959, compared with
$13.1 billion in 1958. The USDA
attributed the drop to lower cash
receipts and higher production
| costs, which are an old familiar
roblem to most Texas farmers.

The per capita income of thv‘
entire farm population last year
was $960, a decrease from the
$1,043 of the previous year. This |
was considerably less than half!
