MEET ANY CHALLENGE
Wlien I was a little boy, our 

neighbor, Mr. Raimer, bought a 
new Chevrolet. Later, in an ac­
cident, the car tunved over and 
pinned his son under it. I saw 
Mr. Raimer pick up one end of 
that car by himself and lift it 
completely off his child.
