Though urbanization is every* 

where upon their lands, over 
100 million Latin Americans 
today still are no part ot the 
big, bloating city.

They are campeeinos, coun* 
try folk, much like the mem­
bers o i the family here, in the 
Guatemalan village of Santa 
Maria Cauque. And their home 
is usually a settlement ofMess 
than 2,000 inhabitants, one oi, 
mauiy dotting the topography 
o i 20 Latin American nations.

But no matter the country of 
the campesiiios, theirs is a com­
mon lot o f malnourishment, 
and poor education, end low 
Income, They are beset by hi^h 
mortality rates — for the age 
group 15 to 45, in some cases, 
their rate is three times higher 
than the urbanites’. An esti­
mated. 40 million o f them need 
potable water now.

In chort, they are generally 
the last group to benefit from  
national programs for Im­
proved health and welfare.

Yet, the eampesinos count 
for a sfawabte chunk' o f Latin 
,\merica’s total population. In 
fact, for about one half o f it.

Because o f such corhpelling 
facts. Dr. Abraham Horwitz, 
director o f the Pan Amertean 
Sanitary Bureau, regional of­
fice for the World Health Or­
ganization, rates the improve­
ment o f the rural Latin Ameri­
cans’ life and livelihood as the 
foremost challenge to hemi­
sphere public health.

He speaks with impressive
