Frank Murphy Ionian out 
uith New Dealers, If tuftiun­
ion hears . . . Presidential 
primaries never a decisive 
factor.

WASHINGTON —One of the most 
extraordinary deflations of a polit­
ical idol that old-time Washington 
observers can remember ts being 
reflected in New Dealers' estimate 
of Frank Murphy, now a justice of 
the Supreme court, before that at­
torney general, and practically a 
national figure while governor of 
Michigan, because of his attitude 
about the sit-down strikes in tha 
automobile plants.

In 1938 Murphy was at the top of 
his popularity curve with New Deal­

ers. His deleat, by 
a Kepubhcan, for 
re-election as gov­
ernor was one of 
the bitterest blows 
the New Dealers 
had to take. Their 
wails about Murphy 
and Michigan were 
much worse, for ex­
ample, than about 
the R epublican 
sweep in Ohio and 
Pennsylvania, or 
the election of a 

G. O. P. executive in Oregon.
It was a menacing arrow point­

ing the return of reactionaryism, etc. 
When Murphy was made attorney 
general, there was rejoicing among 
the New Dealers, and bitter com­
ments from the "Tories”  about 
"lame duck appointments.”

New Dealers Irritated.
But the moment Murphy took his 

first action in the department of 
justice there was a perceptible 
movement away from him by the 
New Dealers.

Irritation of the New Dealers with 
Murphy speedily became manifest 
in his conferences with newspaper 
men. The most left-minded of the- 
writers, those in closest sympathy 
with Corcoran, Cohen and Jackson, 
began to attempt to prick the air 
of righteousness with which Murphy 
always surrounded himself on such 
occasions.

To listen to the self-admitted in­
siders now, Murphy had no choice 
about taking the Supreme court 
justiceship. It was that or get out, 
say those close to the White House 
janisartes.

But it looks as if Murphy has 
been losing out with other elements, 
while gaining no new friends. 

Presidential Primaries.
In the early days of the Progres­

sive movement, back in the days 
when Robert M. La Follette, father 
of the present senator, was the hero 
of many forward looking citizens, 
and in the days leading up to the 
nomination of Woodrow Wilson by 
the Democrats, considerable impor­
tance was attached to the idea of 
letting the voters decide as many 
important questions as possible.

Nearly every Progressive, wheth­
er he were Democrat, Republican, 
or Socialist, for example, believed 
in the initiative, referendum and re­
call. The Progressives believed in 
the direct election of senators, in­
stead of by the old plan laid down 
in the Constitution for their elec­
tion by legislatures. Most of all, 
they believed in the nomination of 
candidates for President by prefer­
ential presidential primaries.

As a young and enthusiastic Pro­
gressive, a junior member of the 
staff of the "Baltimore Sun," the 
writer talked to many of the then 
political leaders of the Democratic 
party, and to veteran political writ­
ers from most of the great news­
papers of the country, at the Balti­
more convention in 1912, the one 
that nominated Woodrow Wilson 
after William Jennings Bryan 
jumped his own primary instruc­
tions—for Champ Clark—and turned 
the tide to Wilson.

Easy to Muddy Waters.
It ought to have been clear to us 

how easy it would be to muddy the 
waters, never bet­
ter illustrated than 
in both the Demo­
cratic and Republi­
can parties this 
year, 28 years lat­
er. But even in that 
year it so happens 
that Wilson, who 
won the nomina­
tion, lost most if not 
all of the primaries 
tn which he faced 
Champ Clark, and 
Wilson's nomina­
tion was made possible only by the 
switch of delegates elected to vote 
for Clark to him.

Four years after Bryan jumped 
his state's primary instructions, 
Charles E Hughes was nominated 
by the Republicans without mani­
festing any great strength in the 
primaries Indeed until he was 
nominated no one could be quite 
sure he would accept. Four years 
after that, Hiram W. Johnson made 
the best showing in the primaries, 
defeating both Leonand Wood and 
Frank O Lowden, for example, tn 
the vital Michigan primary. No 
primaries had importantly demon­
strated the strength of James M 
Cox for the Democratic nomination 
the same year

All Nations 
\\ ars in Europe

WASHINGTON.—War Is playing 
havoc with international trade. As 
hostilities continue on two conti­
nents, trade experts are kept busy 
revising trade reports.

“ Uncle Sam's current export- 
trade reports reflect rising orders 
for tanks and airplanes instead of 
apples and wheat; lumber instead 
of pork; machinery instead of to­
bacco,”  says the National Geo­
graphic society.

"Great Britain is shifting her or­
ders for raw materials and food­
stuffs to regions within the empire 
wherever possible, concentrating on 
such surplus items as Australian 
wool, meat, and dairy products; 
New Zealand's butter, cheese, and 
lamb; Canada's copper, lead, lum­
ber, and bacon. Germany, cut off 
by allied blockade from the usual 
flow of overseas supplies, is seeking 
her necessities from nearby conti­
nental sources.

“ In some cases one war’s trade 
has slowed down that of another. 
Japan's supplies of chemicals and 
minerals, for example, needed to 
carry on the Chinese war, have been 
inconveniently reduced or cut off al­
together from a Europe conserv­
ing its own war materials. The 
blockade against the Reich has cur­
tailed Japan's delivery of Manchu- 
kuoan soy beans in exchange for 
machinery, chemicals, and con­
struction materials. Embargoes by 
western belligerents against Japan's 
toy exports and other wartime non- 
essentials have blocked the outlets 
for Nippon's foreign trade.

"Neutrals as well as belligerents 
have inaugurated various national 
economic policies that have upset

former international trade streams. 
Turkey, for instance, by failing to 
renew her clearing agreement with 
Germany, has discontinued a large 
business amounting roughly to half 
of the nation's foreign export com­
merce. Following recent interna­
tional financial and commercial ar­
rangements, Turkish exports, such 
as dried fruits and tobacco, are now 
postmarked for the allies.

“ Manufacturers around the globe 
are feeling the strain of war-born 
trade dislocations. Italy’s artificial 
fiber producers, for instance, are 
facing a problem of diminished cel­
lulose Supplies usually imported 
from Finland and Sweden.

“ The disruption and rerouting of 
commodity lanes has sometimes re­
sulted in specific local gains. Such 
is expected from the shift of cacao 
markets, offering new sales oppor­
tunities in the United States for 
Latin America's cacao-producing 
countries, notably Brazil and Ecua­
dor.

“ In British Malaya, India, and the 
Netherlands Indies, where war has 
hammered other normal sources of 
supply, improved markets are now 
reported for United States special­
ties, such ns machinery, iron and 
steel, radios and other manufac­
tured goods.

"Following the co-ordinated-econ 
omy agreement, the United King­
dom and France are giving pre­
ferred treatment to allied products.

It Can t Sink, Claims Lifeboat Inventor
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The Invention of William L. Wheeler, Lo» 
Angeles, Calif., this lifeboat Is claim ed to he 
unsinkahle. He invented the boat after three 
of his family had been lost in sea disasters. 
It Is all eRclowed. making it non-sinkable and 
non-< ap.isahle. liuoyanee tanks underneath 
help keep It on an even keel. Designs for the 
boat have been completed by a famous artist, 
and application has been made for a patent.

11. S. BECOMES ‘HAVEN OF SCIENCE’ BECAUSE OF WAR
BERKELEY, CALIF.—As a re- 

ult of the war and unsettled con- 
itions in Europe, the United States 
as attracted the top rank sc ten­
ets of the world, and is becoming 
ot only the haven for science but 
ie world center of it, officials of 
ie University of California agree 
Thu is indicated, it is pointed out 

y the fact that five of the last sis 
lobel prize winners In physics are 
forking in tha United States, while

I the records of the Nobel foundation 
show that several prize winners in 
other years are carrying here.

Two of the last six winners. Dr. 
Enrico Fermi of Columbia univer­
sity and Dr. Ernest Lawrence of 
California, are working in the cam­
pus of the University of California. 
Dr. Fermi is the holder of the Hitch­
cock professorship and Dr. Law­
rence heads tha university's radia­
tion laboratory.

Facts and figures on the Nobel 
prize winners in physics, as gath­
ered by Prof Raymond T Bridge, 
reveal the impressive part that this 
country is playing in the develop­
ment of physics studies 

Nine of the Physics Nobel prize 
winners are in the United States.

Thntflve of six latest winners in 
elude Carl D Anderson and V. G. 
Hess, both of the California Insti­
tute of Technology, who won the

prize jointly in 1936. Dr Clinton J. 
Davisson of the Bell Telephone lab­
oratories, who shared the prize with 
Dr. George P. Tompson, noted Brit­
ish physicist in 1937. and Dr. Fermi 

! and Lawrence, who won the prize 
in 1939 and 1939 respectively.

Altogether. 46 scientists in many 
j countries, have won the Nobel prize 
; in physics, the first being William 
Konrad Roentgen, who created tha 
Roentgen ray

BABY CHICKS

WHO GETS THE PLANES?
WASHINGTON. — Backstage, all 

the stew over whether the allies are 
getting planes ahead of the U. S. 
army and navy boils down to a per­
sonal vendetta between the secre­
tary of war and the secretary of 
the treasury, plus some needling by 
younger army air corps officers.

It happens that Treasury Boss 
Henry Morgenthau asked for and 
got the job of co-ordinating airplane 
purchases, and his bouncing little 
cabinet colleague. Henry Woodring, 
didn't like it. If you note the con­
gressmen who are stirring up the 
investigation on Capitol Hill, they 
are chiefly friends of Secretary 
Woodring.

Real fact is that although Mor- 
genthau has made some minor mis­
takes, his chief error has been m 
offending people Army and navy 
plane purchases have not suffered. 
Both Secretary of the Navy Edison 
and Assistant War Secretary John­
son, who has charge of purchases, 
testify to this.

U. S. planes have been delivered 
on time, and no secret planes are 
getting to the allies.

Morgenthau's chief boner was in 
asking the quartermaster general of 
the army, Maj Gen Henry Gibbins, 
and the paymaster general of the 
navy, Rear Adm. Ray Spear, to sit 
in on his allied purchasing co­
ordinating committee. Neither one 
knows anything about airplanes. 
Younger officers in the air corps re­
sent this, and have been squawking, 
though the able chief of air corps, 
General Arnold, hasn't.

Worried Morgenthau.
Morgenthau got into the airplane 

picture because this is the one big 
commodity the allies are purchas­
ing and he told the President he 
didn't want their financing opera­
tions to upset the U. S. money mar­
ket. To pay for the planes, the 
allies are dumping American securi­
ties, plus U. S government bonds 
and Morgenthau didn’t want them 
to depress his own government of­

ferings. (He has to issue new ones 
constantly.)

Siding with Morgenthau are sev­
eral big shot army-navy men, in­
cluding Johnson and Edison, who 
say that the more planes the allies 
buy here, the more it helps the U. S. 
army and navy to develop better 
planes.

For instance, the Glenn Martin 
1 company is building a brand new 
bomber for the French. But as a 
partial result of experimenting for
the French, Martin also has devel­
oped a new bomber for the U. S. 
which will almost fly circles around 
the French planes.

Also Lockheed is selling several 
hundred tip-top planes to the British 
and French. This has helped it de­
velop a new pursuit plane, which 
will make about 400 miles per hour. 
It is the first twin-motored pursuit 
plane, has a liquid-cooled engine 
and is expected to astound the
world's fighting forces.• • •

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'Sweet Smelling’ Sam Houston Jones
Faces Task in Debt-Ridden Louisiana

Baton  r o u g e , l a .—Next
May 14 a mild-mannered 

young lawyer from near the 
Texas border will take charge 
of Louisiana’s monumental state 
capitol. From its cavernous 
halls will scatter the ghosts of 
12 Long years.

Out front, in the hero’s tomb 
they built after an assassin's 
bullet cut short his riotous ca­
reer, cocky Huey Long will 
probably turn over in his grave.

Good or bad, Louisiana's new ad­
ministration will at least be differ­
ent The young lawyer is named 
8am Houston Jones, because Sam 
Houston is quite a hero out near 
the Texas line The night Sam Jones 
beat Huey’s young brother Earl in a 
bitter runoff primary, he kept a New 
Orleans victory celebration waiting. 
They found him praying in a Meth­
odist church, the sort of thing you'd 
have expected from a medieval cru­
sader.

Not a Bad Idea.
There are those who vow Louisi­

ana needs a crusader. Some people 
also call Sam Jones the David who 
slew a modern Goliath, but 283,384 
Louisianians who voted for him were 
probably just as much against the 
Long machine as they were for Sam 
Jones

Nevertheless he is the flesh-and- 
blood symbol of a protest against 
the most amazing political machine 
America has ever seen It dates 
back to 1915 when Huey Long was 
handling compensation cases for 
Louisiana lumber mill workers The 
Idea was something like this Give 
everything to the poor at a cost of 
nothing to them, that is. share the 
wealth But to accomplish this you 
need a kingdom, and to h—1 with 
the expense.

Huey T'pheld' the People.
In retrospect, now that only the 

memory remains, Louisianians arc 
recalling Huey’* career. They re­
member how he "Upheld the rights 
at the people" as state railroad com­
missioner , how he was licked for the 
governorship in 1924 but came back 
to win in 1928; how through shrewd 
political maneuvering he became 
Louisiana's lord and master Huey 
provided free school books He 
packed the courts, attacked the cor­
porations and built roads like the 
etatc had never seen before And 
becoming cock sure, he could boast 
“ There are not many people in the 
United States who are smarter than

I am, and none in Louisiana."
Still rising, he got elected United 

States senator but still controlled a 
puppet governor and legislature 
back home. In the national spot­
light he became America'* No. 1 
buffoon and demagogue, filibustering 
m the senate, threatening to stop 
federal money from, entering Louisi­
ana, calling the President of the 
United States a liar.

Predicted Machine's Downfall.
And then they "got" the Kingfish 

—shot him to death—in the 33-story 
Baton Rouge statehouse which sym­
bolized his stranglehold over Lou­
isiana. He knew it was coming, and 
he also knew the Long machine 
couldn't last after his death. Of 
his lieutenants he said: "Half of 
them will be in jail after I die. They

don't know how to handle this power 
which I’ve given them."

Huey was prophetic, but not until 
last summer did a crusading news­
paper editor catch up with the Long 
crowd. The editor was old Jim 
Crown of the New Orleans States, 
whose photographer hid behind a 
bush to get libel-proof evidence of 
graft The picture showed a state 
university truck being used to haul 
supplies for the new house of a 
Long henchman.

To Jim Crown's exploit can be 
traced the 200 odd indictments that 
followed; the resignation of Gov. 
Richard Leche and the ascendency 
of Earl Long; the flight of graft- 
guilty Dr. James Monroe Smith, 
president of the state university who 
has since been convicted; the sui­
cides of three henchmen; the fright­
ened countenances of countless 

I small fry politicians whose rome- 
| uppance now rests in Sam Jones’
{ hands.

Faces Difficult Task.
After Mr Jones left his prayer 

I meeting in New Orleans on victory 
night, he told the crowd: "I prom­
ised to restore honesty and decency 
in Louisiana government, and any- 

| body who knows Sam Jones knows 
that he keeps his word.”

Governor Jones was speaking 
boldly, for tax reformers have point- 

1 ed out the precarious condition of 
state finances. Twelve years of the 
Long machine have boosted the 
bonded debt from $12,000,000 to $200,- 
000,000 Louisianians pay the high- 

| est auto license fee in the country 
and one of the highest gasoline 

I taxes They are burdened with sales 
j tax tokens and some 25 other new 
j taxes which Huey and his followers 
J used to "soak the rich and share 
j the wealth.”

But the ledger is not entirely red, 
i for Huey Long had done something 

else for Louisiana besides providing 
folk lore for generations to come. 

I The magnificent state university, the 
statehouse, good roads and free 
bridges are assets which partly off­
set the huge debt.

It wasn't until 1850 that persona 
more than 15 years old were first 
required to give their "profession, 
occupation or trade." At the tame 
time a question was Included on 
the value of real estate owned.

In 1860 waa added a question on 
the value of personal estates The 
question regarding the number of 
months a person has been employed 
during the year was first asked in 
1880 In 1890 the census bureau 
became concerned about people 
"suffering from acute or chronic 
disease."

KW YORK —This war, so far,

Hat Experience one detail, 

h o w e v e r ,  
British traditionalism again pre­
vails. Sir Muirhead Bone, official 
artist of the World war, is again 
officially appointed as the artist of 
the navy, and it is understood that 
he also will render the graphic rec­
ords of the conflict on land as well.

Sir Muirhead, 64 years old, of 
Scottish birth, is one of the world's 
most distinguished etchers. He is 
also a painter, but in the years be­
tween the big wars he has turned 
more to etching. That is, with the 
trend of the times, as a modern 
war is decidedly an etcher’s war. 
Skeleton trees on a blasted hillside. 
*>K-zaR trenches, the splintered chaos 
of peasants' huts, the n dy­
namics of war machinery, all lend 
themselves to Sir Muirhead’s super­
lative drypoint. There isn’t much 
of the painter’s mass and color in 
an up-to-date war—no gay plumes, 
bright uniforms and snorting black 
horses. There are instead the sul­
len monochromes of desolation, the 
Inert black and white of sharply 
graven ruin.

There were plenty of bands 
playing when Sir Muirhead was 
appointed official war artist in 
1916. He painted boldly or 
etched deeply his pictures for 
the war museum, for which he 
later became trustee. Much was 
made, not only of the importance 
of a minutely observed pictorial 
record of the war, but of the 
availability of so great an artist 
to render its full aesthetic values. 
This time, there is a perfunc­
tory announcement, only a few 
lines, of Sir Muirhead's appoint­
ment. Not even in the graphic 
arts is war getting its accus­
tomed fanfare.
This writer remembers well Sir 

Muirhead’s masterful drawings in 
the "international studio” of an ear­
lier and happier day—mellow archi­
tectural studies, or placid landscape 
In English byways where no air­
raid siren ever sounded. He was 
the son of a Glasgow journalist, 
studying art at a night school. It 
was in 1901 that he went to Eng­
land, to become an honorary doc­
tor of letters at Oxford and one of 
the most famous artists of Eng­
land. He has exhibited in New 
York several times and has an en­
thusiastic following among critics 
•rid the American art public.

Repre­
sentative Miller, running as an in-

£ependent against "machine poli- 
cians,”  achieved a sensational vic­

tory, as he won the seat of the late 
Joe T. Robinson. He was the first 
Independent elected to a major po­
litical office in Arkansas since the 
early reconstruction days. His suc­
cess was acclaimed as a triumph 
over patronage politics.

Today, by one of those curious 
reversals of political form which 
make news. Senator Miller is 
the most conspicuous opponent 
of the extension and strengthen­
ing of the Hatch law, directed 
against political job holders mix­
ing in politics. He would not 
only block Its extension to cover 
state job-holders supported in 
part by federal funds, but be 
would repeal section nine which 
bars governmental employees 
from political activity.

Miller is somewhat professorial m 
appearance, and, incidentally, was 
graduated from Cape Girhrdeau 
Teachers' college, in Valparaiso, 
lnd. However, he later turned to 
the law and has been a practicing 
attorney in Searcy, Ark , since 1912 
He was prosecuting attorney and 
county judge before his election to 
the house in 1930. He is a native of 
Stoddard County, Mo.

RELIEF FOR FINLAND

I I ERE are some hard-boiled 
I  thoughts, that are sure to 

get a barrage of dead cats. The 
writer has accordingly retired 
to the bomb-proof shelter of a 
hospital.

The futile defense of Fin­
land was as fine a chapter as 
there is in either military or polit­
ical history, skill, valor, loyalty and 
fortitude—all were there at their 
highest and best—everything that is 
meant by the motto of West Point, 
"Duty, Honor, Country."

This column insisted from the be­
ginning that it was hopeless and 
that Finland would have been wiser 
to have accepted Russia's earlier 
and milder demands. A glance at 
the map will show that the natural 
defenses of her front yard were in 
the hands of Finland.

Resistance was hopeless because 
Finland could not overcome the 
mass of Russian power even 
though, as this column also pointed 
out before the fighting began, that 
power was mushy—brave but stupid 
soldiers, bad equipment, bad trans­
port, bad staff, bad officers, yet, 
without help, Finland couldn't hold. 
Help as a practical matter was im­
possible. It was impossible from

the allies for both political and mil­
itary reasons. It was impossible 
from us by reason of sheer physical 
factors.

Now voices of several great jour­
nalists are raised to say that, since 
we did not rush in with force of 
arms to save Finland, we should 
now open the federal treasury to 
rebuild her ruins.

That would be both Christian and 
kind. But, in doing all these noble 
things that cost billions, we must 
cut our coat to suit our cloth. There 
are many other acts of charity and 
mercy that we could do—if we had 
the dough. There is still much suf­
fering in our own country that we 
haven’t cured and can’t cure for 
lack of funds. There are many 
similar good works abroad. If we 
have a duty to rebuild Finland, we 
have a like duly to rebuild shattered 
Poland and shattered China. That 
would cost more, but these bleeding 
hearts seem to think the deed so 
worthy that we should not count 
cost.

The great generosity of some of 
them has already strained our debt 
and taxing power to a limit that has 
paralyzed the return of prosperity 
and weakened our defense Yet 
that seems not to check the urge 
to find other occasions and "obliga­
tions” to pour out more of our de­
clining weatTh.

That suggests a great solution. 
Let those whose generosity so burns 
their bleeding hearts raise the nec­
essary millions by voluntary con­
tributions from those of like minds.

I F AN infant or young child 
breaks out with hives or a 

skin rash, most mothers now-a- 
days know that some food which 
disagrees with the 
youngster or to 
which he is aller­
gic or sensitive is 
the cause. Most 
adults also know 
when they have hives just about 
which food is responsible.

There are, however, other 
sym ptom s due to foods of 
which many mothers are not 
aware, Dr. H. A Slesinger, Wind- 
ber, Pa., points these out in Hy- 
geia, the health magazine.

"Eczema in infants is usually 
caused by the presence of certuin 
proteins in cow's milk which the 
child cannot tolerate It is now pos­
sible for a child to be allergic (sen­
sitive) to his own mother's milk. 
Many of these babies will recover 

completely and nev­
er have any more 
symptoms of aller­
gy. Others will re­
main allergic to 
milk and must be 
kept on a milk-free 
diet for many years 
Still others become 
allergic to other sub- 
stan< es and will dt

k v * PS velop various symp- 
™  1

Even a change in 
temperature affects 

some individuals sometimes almost 
taking away their breath or causing 
a stomach upset.

Dr Slesinger says that the most 
satisfactory method of dealing with 
the allergic child is to try to re­
move the offending food from his 
diet, and the offending substance- 
pollen, feathers, furs—from his sur­
roundings. When the food or other 
substance is difficult to remove from 
his diet or surroundings, then a proc­
ess of trying to make him less al­
lergic or sensitive to this food or 
other substance should be used. 
This is done in the case of food by 
starting with small amounts of the 
food daily and gradually increasing 
the amount until he is able to eat 
the usual serving without the devel­
opment of any symptoms.

Age Important in 
Treatment o f I lernia
'T 'W O brothers consulted a physt- 
* cian regarding “ lump”  in the 

lower abdomen which was really a 
"threatened”  rupture or hernia. As 
they disliked the idea of an opera­
tion and the injection treatment was 
not in use at the time, the physician 
advised abdominal exercises—lying 
on back and raising legs (knees 
straight)—and the wearing of a light 
truss to prevent threatened hernia 
from becoming worse.

In one case the results were most 
satisfactory and the "lump” com­
pletely disappeared, even when the 
truss was remcAed. In the other 
case the hernia became worse and 
operation was performed. Later, in 
the apparently cured case, there 
was no sign of hernia for 15 years 
until a heavy "lift” was made and 
the hernia "came down." Operation 
gave fine results as the abdominal 
muscles were in good condition.

What about trusses to control a 
rupture or hernia? In those whose 
abdominal muscle tissue is poor, in 
those who fear operation, and in 
those whose hernia is unsuitable for 
injection, the wearing of a properly 
fitted truss gives both comfort and 
safety.

1 have seen a number "apparent­
ly” cured by exercise and the truss, 
but as m the case above mentioned 
the later history of the case mi^ht 
reveal a return of the hernia 

Can a rupture be cured by wear­
ing a truss alone, that is, without 
exercise’  Dr. Ralph Coyte, in the 
British Medical Journal, says: 

"Concerning the chance for cure 
by wearing a trtiss, 1 should like to 
say that there does not appear to 
be any chance after the age of four. 
Even before the age of four, the 
chance of curing a hernia by simply 
wearing the truss is very small and 
depends on one important point 
That is that once the truss has been 
applied no further protrusion (push­
ing through) be allowed until the 
truss is discarded, which may be 
only after sever".! years."

It would be well for parents to con­
sult their pnysician if their young­
ster under four has a hernia They 
should not wait, hoping that it will 
disappear without treatment.
