GHS Seniors to Take

ACT Test

Saturday morning, a number
of Gatesville High School
seniors will take a college en-
trance exam given by the
American College Testing Pro-
gram (ACT), This is a non-
profit corporation governed by
state representatives, Its pur-
pose is to collect, process,
analyze, and report informa-
tion for use ineducational plan-
ning by college~-bound students,
their high schools, and colleges,

Most of the information con-
tained in the ACT reports is
based on a two-part test battery
which is taken on one of five
national test dates, In addi-
tion to December 14, tests are
also scheduled for February
8, April 26, and July 19, The
first part of the test is the
Student Profile Section which
the students are given 25
minutes to complete, It is
not an examination; it merely
asks for the kind of informa-
tion colleges need in order to
help the students make satis-
factory plans, The questions
concern adademic and voca-
tional fields of interest, extra-
curricular achievements, type
of college housing the student
expects tolive in, extracurricu-
lar plansin college, anticipated
financial needs in college, and
whether the student plans to
work part-time while attending
college, and, if so, the type
work he prefers, The second
part of the test battery con-
sists of four tests, English,
mathematics, sociai studies,
and natural sciences, These
tests average 40 minutes in
length, The questions are de-
signed to measure the student’s
ability to perform the kinds of
intellectual tasks required of
college students, A composite,
or average of scoreson the four
tests provides an overall esti-
mate of a student’s ability to
succeed academically in col-
lege,

The test centers are located
in high schools and on college
campuses across the nation,
The majority of the Gatesville
students will be taking the test
at Baylor University in Waco
and the rest will be taking it
at Temple High School,

Approximately four weeks
after the testing date, the scores
will be sent back to the high
school and reported to the stu-
dents, These scores are im-
portant in applying for a
scholarship or admittance to a
college, since they indicate your
capabilities as a student and
your ability to do college level
work,

Last week, the Spanish club
