GATESVILLE PUBLIC SCHOOLS BOND ISSUE

Several have asked for further information showing needs for the Gatesville Public
Schools. The following reasons will assist in clearing up some of the questions:

The present elementary building was completed in 1950
for 500 students. There are now 753 students enrolled
in the first 5 grades.

Under a new law passed by the last Legislature, schools
must make room for kindergarten students. Part of this
law takes effect next school year. Requirements will in-
crease each year and our estimate is there will be 150 kin-
dergarten students by 1973.

The first three grades will be moved from the present elemen-
tary building to the new building. This will leave room to trans-
fer back 160 students from the Junior high (6th grade) and leave
room for the kindergarten.

The high school building was completed in 1959 for 500 students
and there are now around 600 in the high school building. If a new
elemantary bullding is constructed, the 9th grade with 150 students
will be transfered to the Junior high building. The 6th grade or ap-
proximately 160 students will be transfered out of the Junior high
to the elemantary building. Therefore, a new elementary building
wlll relieve the over crowded situation from the Ist grade through
the I2th.

The high school has added new courses such as; auto mechanics, =
general mechanics, vocational office education, distributive educa-;

tion as well as other expansion of courses. More room is needed for
these new courses. Two classes in auto machanics are transport
each day to an old building which is approximately two miles from the

high school. A new shop wing is needed for these courses.

Saturday , May 16, 1970 is the voting date for the bond issue. Investigate the needs
of the school and remember to go vote.
