The Fort Hood demolition 
team, S/Sgt. W. L. Bledsoe 
and s/Sgt. Gary King took no 
more than 20 minutes to make 
the drive from South Fort 
Hood. The two men quickly 
clipped the wires and dis­
covered the hoax bomb bad 
no ejqdosives.

The owner is now 
Mr. Karl Blnner of West.

lie 1907 Ford is a six 

cylinder. Gentleman’s Road- 
Mer. It was called the Si­
lent Cyclone with a guarantee 
to sixty miles per hour. The 
eighty horsepower motor was 
one of the largest horsepow­
ers in its day. The original 
cost of the car was 12,750 at 
the factory. Dr. Raby paid 
19,000 for delivery in Gates- 
vlue with a few extras.

There were only 2,000 of 
them made In the years of 
1906, 1907, and 1906. Most 
of them were touring cars. 
Mr. Karl Dinner’s K-Ford 
Gentleman’s Roadster and one 
other, are the only ones known 
todo .

It is a 
ode-owner, Coryell County 
ear, with only 9,157 miles on 
the needometer.

The ear was bull! by the 
Willys-overland Company to 
be in competition with the 
Model-T Ford. It cost about 
$100.00 more but it offered

more. It had insert bearings 
in the motor, standard trans­
mission, 100 inch wheel base, 
19.6 horsepower and was se­
cond in su es  with only Ford 
making and selling more ears.

The Willys-overland is  a

rugged car with power to spare 
on the hills. The comitany 
was later known as the Wil­
ly s Motor Company that built 
the famous Willys “Jeep”  for 
the um y in World War II. 
Some of the old model Jeep

parts will fit parts of the 
"overland.”

McDonald is a member of 
the Waco Heart O’ Texas 
Chapter of the Horseless Car­
riage Club of America which

ROUND UP ONCE USED AS 
CORYELL COURTHOUSE

Many unusual historical 
facts will come out during the 
centennial celebration and this 
week It was noted that at the 
time of construction of the 
present Courthouse commis­
sioners court held their meet­
ings in the building now occ­
upied by the Roundup Cafe.

Pat Patterson, owner of the 
Roundup Cate, had heard talk 
of the building being used as 
a temporary courthouse and 
Tuesday, County Clerk Bubba 
Henson, helped Patterson 
search the records.

On June 28, 1897 the Com­
missioners court minutes
noted the following: "It was 
ofdered by the court that dur­
ing the construction and erect­
ion of the new courthouse tor 
Coryell County, that the J. B 
Fauntleroy Rock business
house situated west of the pub­
lic square on main street in 
ttie town of Gatesvllle be and 
the same is here certified 
by the court as a temporary 
courthouse to be used tor

courthouse purposes during 
the period of time it may be 
required to build said new 
courthouse.”

COVE VOTERS 
APPROVE BOND

Copperas Cove voters Sat­
urday approved three general 
obligation bond issues total­
ling $500 000.

Another $311,427.57 in 
price support payments were 
paid out this week by the Cor­
yell County ASCS office.

The total payment since 
July 1 has now reached $596,264 
Cloice Stone, ASCS executive 
director, noted that approxi­
mately loo forms have still 
not filed reports to be eli­
gible for payments.

The deadline for filing re­
ports is August . Stone 
expects all farms to be filed 
by the August deadline. Pro­
cessing of reports requires 
approximately three weeks.

Stone noted that average 
payments to farmers rang^  
between $900 and $700. Re­
cent proposed legislatien to 
limit payments to any indi­
vidual to a maximum of 
$20,000 would have no effect 
in Coryell County, according 
to Stone.

Recent publicity has noted 
that in certain areas of the 
country individuals have re­
ceived payments as high as 
91,000,000 annually.

AUSTIN, Tex.-Cold figures 
submitted in major agency 
budget proposals left top state 
officials and legislators little 
room for optimism about foe 
amount of next year’s tax 
bUl.

Texas Education Agency 
calculated public school op- 
erations during foe next bien­
nium will cost about $2.3 bil­
lion — $2 billion in state 
money alone. This is  an in­
crease of about $377.1 mil­
lion over foe present level.

Nobody was to surprised 
about that, but foe Texas Pub­
lic Welfare Department came 
up with a shocker.

Welfare staffers figure 
that the rising assistance 
/o i ls  will require a budget of 
nearly $2 billion overall for 
iheJ972-73fiscalpecio)i. That 
represents an increase in 
state welfare fends of $300.4 
million over the current bi­
ennium.

So, two vital functions of 
state government alone--pub­
lic e^cation and welfare-- 
are seeking some $677.5 mil­
lion in additional revenues. 
It is  expected that most of 
foe other agencies will re­
quest more than their pre­
sent appropriations instead of 
less.

Welfare requests, as large 
as they are, do not take into 
consideratloo larger grants 
for foe needy and ill.

However, a ' Senate com­
mittee has recommended foe 
$80 million a year ceiling for 
state spending on categorical 
assistance be abolished and 
aid payments be matched to 
actual need. If enacted by 
foe Legislature, this would 
mean millions more in wel­
fare spending.

Lt. Gov. Ben Barnes ex­
pressed grave doubts that le­
gislators would accept tre­
mendous increases in welfare 
spending without "substantial 
reform”  of the entire wel­
fare system.

Welfare officials note that 
assistance rolls continue to 
expand uncontrollably (due 
largely to federal court rul­
ings and rising population). 
COURTS SPEAK—Supreme 
Court upheld tough rules de­
fining guests and required food 
service at private drinking 
clubs. In another decision 
involving the Alcoholic Be­
verage Commission, the 
Court refused to outlaw the 
purchase of Ilquorby"agents” 
for the private lockers of 
members of dry area clubs.

In a Texarkana-area case, 
the Court held that victims of 
uninsured drivers must prove 
there was no insurance cov- 
eragf on the other motorist 
before he can collect on his 
own uninsured motorist po­
licy.

A Houston nurse, who 
claimed purchases were 
charged against her on a bogus 
credit card, lost her appeal 
to foe top court in her effort 
to collect damages from a 
discount house and bill col­
lection service which persis­
tently tried to make her pay. 
EAGLE RUUNGNEAR-Rail- 
road Commission soon will 
rule as to whether the famed 
Texas Eagle passenger train 
can be discontinued by foe 
Missouri-Pacific Railroad.

Eagle is one of three pas­
senger haulers now operating 
across foe eU'-

M-P claims that the train 
is losing money and wants to 
cut it off. Railroad attorneys 
argued that the Commission 
has no right to force it to 
continue to lose money.

Contending that the train

should be kept in servic^ the 
National Association of Rail- 
orad Passengers said if M-P 
tried harder it could sell more 
passenger service and make a- 
profit.

There are a number of 
benefits the stockman re­
ceives from the deferment 
of his rangeland. The most 
obvious benefit is the In­
creased cover of grass that 
shows up. With a deferment 
system set up and applied 
there will be a steady in­
crease of the more desirable 
plants. This deferment also 
Increases plant vigor by giv­
ing the plant a stronger, deep 
root system.

A benefit, though little 
thought of, but very desirable 
is the eventual elimination of 
internal parasiste. Accord­
ing to Dr. R. R. Bill of the 
School of Veterinary Medicine 
of Texas A & M University, 
after sixty days without a host 
the stomach worm and e n s  
start a rather rapid deteria- 
tion. So, if clean animals 
are turned in a pasture that 
has no internal parasites ttie 
drenching could soon be elim­
inated. This in Itself is enough 
to justify a good sound de­
ferment system.

tree itself is about 1 1/2 years old and right now is 
sporting about 25 fruit specimens. This is the first year 
the establishment has had such luck, reports the grounds 
caretaker Bud Cook.

Cook obtained the tropical plant from Eddie Winfield 
who is known locally for his “ green thumb.”

Winfield reported that he had kept the tree in his garage 
during the winter and it was brought out in the spring for 
planting. He interestingly noted that the plant can’t survive 
frost, but that they can be stored away during the cold, 
by only being wrapped in a protective covering. The tree 
can remain dormant four or fWe months. 12 to 18 months 
of growth is required for a banana plant to bear fruit and 
afterwards, the tree will die.

Winfield stated that it was odd for the tropically ori­
ginated plant to grow in this area, but he added that if all 
goes well, this particular plant will produce mature bana­
nas aroimd November, prior to the first autumn frost.
