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Grant Donated Land, Cash For Town Site.

The celebration of Gates-
ville’s first centennial points
back at least in part to the
ability and leadership of Ri-
chard G, Grant, Though
Grant’s (Uncle Dicky's) stren-
gth and determination the es-
tablishment of Gatesville was
brought about,

Grant, born in Tennessee,
later moved with his wife and
family to Fort Gates, a mil-
itary post southeast of Gates-
ville's present location,

Grant's pioneering spirit
led him to bring the first
herd of livestock to Coryell
County - 700 cattle and 200
hogs, After selling some of
these for use by troops at
Fort Gatés, Grant, being bus-
iness minded, established a
trading post near Fort Gates,

After buying a large tract
of land on the Leon River,
Grant and his family re-
located themselves in Gates-
ville, The establishment of a
sawmill and whiskey still
brought about one small pro-
blem, The would-be cus-
tomers were settled about
five miles away, near Fort
Gates,

As the fort was aban-
doned a demand for a new
county arose, On February 4,
1854, Governor Elisha Pease
signed an act which created
Coryell County, Establish-
ment of a county seat was an
opportunity for Grant to step
forward, offering land for the

First Gatesville Gridiron
Was Open Pasture

Fall of 1912 began a most
exciting sport for Gatesville-
ites, The first official foot-
ball was played in that year
on land owned by Dave Cul-
bertson, because the school
grounds were not large
enough, Making a hit with
the school and the town, A-
rrangements were made to
purchase the 14.16 acres of
land for the sole use as an
athletic field, Improvements
were made on the land and
a road was built leading to
it. With little help from the
city the school boys hauled
rock, dug, and cleared land
for the field as well as a
park,

FRED PREWITT

As time went by, the lo-
cation and structures became
inadequate Fred Prewitt, city
secretary, and Lewis Holmes,
a city council member were
at the top of the list of pro-
moters for a new location,
On July 10, 1934, Holmes made
amotionthe ‘““Old Cotton Yard"’
be purchased for new location
of a football field,

The land was purchased for
$2,250, and provided a street
from Bridge to College,

In 1940, the ‘‘Gatesville
Stadium ’’ became ‘‘Holmes
Stadium”’ at the death of Le-
wis Holmes, an outstanding
athelete who contributed many

services to the park and sta-
dium,

Education in Coryell Coun-
ty and Gatesville beganin for-
mal school’s in 1853 and 1854,
J.C. Russell established the
first school in the county,
Gatesville got its first school
the year after Russell op-
ened his school, T,B, Pollard
operated the small school long

. before Gatesville became the

county seat,

Schools expanded rapidly
as more and more settlements
sprang up in the county, By
1894 there were 88 schools in
the county according to county
school superintendent re-
cords

At the turn of the Century
1l more schools had been ad-
ded to the total, The growth
of small rural schools contin-
ued until 1936 and at that time
140 schools dotted the county,

With the automobile and
the shift of population from
the rural areas to the cities
the rural schoolsbegan todis-
appear, In a period of 34 years
the total number of schools
has shrunk to six for the
entir2  county, Presently
schools are in operation at
Gatesville, Copperas Cove, E-
vant, Jonesboro, Oglesby and
Mound,

Enrollment in the Gates-
ville schools have swelled to
over 1825 students,

Gatesville's First, First Family
Arrived On Leon’s Banks In 1867

One hundred and three
years ago in August, two co-
vered wagons rolled into the
small town of Gatesville which
was then a post oak grove on
the Leon River banks
‘“‘threaded’’ by a sand romi
among the trees, In the wa-
gon party were six south-
erners escaping the hardships
of reconstruction days and in
search of a bright tomorrow,

The lead family or fami-
ly in the front wagon was

that of W, H, Belcher, This
family became Gatesville’s
first, first family three years
later in 1870 when Beicher
was named Gatesville’s first
mayor, Leading the party
on horseback was Belcher, a
man of forty years, To his
side rode his daughter, Rosa,
and the family dog, Willie,
Inside the wagon were Mrs,
Belcher and her widowed sis-
ter, Mrs, Margaret Burns and
her daughter Bernice,

An ox-drawn wagon fol-
lowed the Belcher family, The

driver was Ben Friend, a man
in search of a new !lfe after
the horrors of an army pri-
son camp,

The group chose the small
central Texas town because
of recommendations from Col,
Norris and Friend's uncle,
Sam Friend, both of Gates-
ville,

The ““first family’’ and
party were camped three days
earlier on the Brazos River
at Waco, When Wacoans dis-
covered Belcher’s building
and contracting abilities, they
tried to dissuade the pioneer
from continuing his journey,
Belcher’s dream of a ranch
kept his wagons headed West,

A second temptation oc-
curred near McGregor, when
three men offered him a thou-
sand acres of land near Og-
lesby for 25¢ an acre, Money
was no problem for the son-
to-be civic leader for he had
$6,000 in gold hidden in his
wife’s leather sewing chest,

But, it was on to Gates-
ville for the Belchers and
party, The family settled ina
home located about three
miles north of the town on
Dodds Creek, Within a week
after their settling the Bel-
chers were paid a visit by a
raiding party of Commanches,
After a second raid by hos-
tiles, the Belchers moved to
Gatesville--minus two of his
fine mares and the dream of

In spite of the hardships
of living in the 1800’s, the
Belchers bought a hotel which
was located where Powell Sup-
ply now stands, With the ho-
tel, Belcher operated a livery
stable and provided the town
with its first buggies,

After three years of living
and working in Gatesville, he

was elected mayor in 1870
and held that office until 1874,
Belcher’s political cares
didn’t end with his mayorship,
He served as Coryell County’s
Sheriff from 1876 to 1878 and
as county commissioner from
1888 to 1890,
