
Gary Käfer W ins AAU Junior Olympic’s High Jump
Gary Kaier added the Na> 

tlonal A.\U Junior Olympic 
High Jump crown to his list 
of consecutive first place 
championship last week in 
Knoxville, Tenn.

Kafer reached the National 
AAU J unior Olympic with vic­
tories at the district AAU 
In Fort Worth by out jumping 
some good state competetors 
at 6’ 8” . Mext Kafer jumped 
6’ 9 "  at the AAU Associa- 
tional Meet in Forth Worth 
to win. At the Region Nine 
AAU Qualifications in Abilene 
Kafer matched his best jump 
of the year to win over eom- 
petetors from Texas, La., 
and Mississippi at 6' ¡0” .

Kafer has piled up 20 
consecutive first piace fin­
ishes this year despite leg 
Injuries, colds and stiff com­
petition.

Kafer, a high jump spec-

ialist at GHS, made history 
by becoming the first GHS 
athelete to ever win a nation­
al title. Plans are underway 
tp honor Kafer in the mear 
future.

Kafer, a senior, has met 
the challenge of the nations 
top high school jumpers this 
summer and has not been 
beaten yet. The methodical 
jumper has won 20 consec­
utive high jumping contests 
starting in the summer of 
1969. Tlie heavy ^ r in g  and 
summer schedule this year 
was probably the toughest 
competition any high schooler 
faced this year.

At Knoxviile, Gary jumped 
against 13 of the nations best 
jumpers. Starting at 6’ 2”  
Kafer advanced up the scale 
and missed once at 6’ 6” .

A t the 6’ 6”  height only

Kansas’ Randy Smith was able 
to maintain a “ no m iss”  per­
formance. Kafer cleared the 
height on his second attempt.

According tojumpingcom­
petition this put Smith in the 
lead on fewer misses but he 
was unable to clear 6’8”  and 
Kafer flew over the6’8” mark 
on his first try.

With the Junior Olympic 
title in hand Kafer watched 
as officials che'cked the bar 
h e i^ t. It measured 6’9”  and 
will go down in the record 
book at 6’9” .

Kafer took three jumps at 
6’ 10 1/4 “  but failed to 
clear the height.

While in Knoxville Gary 
received encouragement from 
local 113 supporters who sig­
ned a telegram sent Tuesday. 
The athletes lived in the dor- 
matories of the University

of Tennesse during their three 
day stay.

Kafer described the three 
days as “ just like the Olym­
pics.”  He explained that each 
of the 13 regional AAU teams 
were uniformed and marched 
in a pre-meet parade around 
the track. Part of the cere­
mony included champion 
i^rinter Darwin Bond car­
rying an Olympic style torch 
to a position in the stadium.

Many of the competetors 
including Kafer, are the fu­
ture Olympic stars.

It has been a long sea­
son for the track and field 
specialist, starting back in 
March.

Kafer is  not p’ anning any­
more competition this year 
but conditioning and develop­
ment exercises will not end. 
He has scheduled himself for

weight training and running 
exercises this fall. Compe­
tition is  always an import­
ant devetoping tool and Kafer 
is planning to play basket­
ball in the winter months. 
Spring will hold another track 
season and Kafer is already 
eying the Astrodome Relays 
in February.

In the ^ r in g  competition 
Kafer w ill run the high hur­
dles and intermediate hurdles 
in the continuing effort to 
develop leg strength.

“ Swifter - Higher - Stron­
ger”  reads the Junior Oly­
mpic Championship medal Ka­
fer won and it is encourage­
ment for him in the future. 
He plans to step up to ama- 
ture athletics facing college 
competition next summer.

Today is the last day for 
eligible farm voters to c ir ­
culate and sign nomlnafing 
petitions for ASC communi­
ty committees. August 17 is 
the final date petiUons may 
be filed at the Coryell Coun­
ty ASCS office. Mail elections 
are set for the second week 
in September.

“ I want to re-emphasize 
to farm ers who are eligible 
to vote that nominating can­
didates by petition is of prime 
Importance. I f  six or more 
eligible candidates are nom­
inated by petition in an ASC 
community, no other names 
will go on the ballot. In the 
past, the incumbent commun­
ity committee also had tlie 
privilege of making nomina­
tions. Now, a community com­
mittee may nominate only if 
fewer than six eligible con- 
didates are nominated by pe­
tition — and the committee 
may nominate only the number 
of candidates needed to make 
up a full slate o f six nom­
inees, ”  Robert L. M iller 
Chairman o f the County Ag­
ricultural Stabilization and 
Conservation Committee, 
said.

No special forms are re ­
quired for a petition — only 
a sheet of paper naming the 
candidate and the ASC comm­
unity. Slmatures of at least 
six eligible voters in the com­
munity are required on each 
petition. Only one candidate 
may be named on a petition. 
but voters may sign as many 
petlti''" J as they want.

In general, to be e lig i­
ble either to become a can­
didate or to vote, a person 
must have a farm interest in 
the community and must be 
eligible to participate in one 
ui inore programs admin­
istered by the County ASCS 
O ffice. Full details on elig-

Ibility requirements for con- 
didates and voters are avail­
able at the Cuunty ASCS Of­
fice, along with a list o f known 
eligible voters in the county.

U you dropped by the home of 
Mr. and Mrs. Jack Lipsey, Diana and Tom, you'd probably 
ask the question“ Who’ sgettlngm arried?”  anytime you called. 
The Lipsey kitchen is buzzing with activity these days since 
Mrs. Lipsey has began making cakes for all occaisions.

The Lipsey baking history began over a year ago when 
Mrs. Lipsey made novelty birthday cakes for her family 
and friends. Her baking interest was boosted by encouragement 
from Mrs. W. A. Melton of Gatesville who is synonomous with 
confectionary artistry in the Gatesville area. One afternoon 
Mrs. Lipsey answered her telephone and Mrs. Melton asked 
her to drop by; she was making rose buds. Alter a delightful 
afternoon of cake talk and lessons on hand making roses 
petal by petal, Mrs. Lipsey was hooked on cake baking and 
decorating.

She ordered books and catelogues to aid in her learning 
and visited a home bakery in Jacksboro where cakes from 
$75 - $500 are made. That particular weekend the Jacksboro 
baker was making five cakes. Mrs. Lipsey "soaked-up”  all 
the information she could while she watched the rakers 
decorate a $150 cake which measured 22 inches across the 
base tier. In baking c irc les a code o f  cooking secrecy pre* 
vails and no measruements or iiwredients are passed on. 
According to the Gatesvllleite, a $500 cake may have from 
three to five giant tiers. Her search for ‘ ‘ tricks of the trade”  
continued to bakery shops in Central Texas and continues 
today.

Her first wedding cake was baked in January 1970 and took 
30 hours to prepare, decorate and mount. She made ceramic 
icing flowers by hand, petal'by-petal, unique sugar bells 
and tiny baskets of flowers to adorn her cake. When asked 
about her icing and its particular qualities, Mrs. Lipsey 
replied ‘ ‘ That’ s a secret.”

Working along with Mrs. Lipsey are her husband Jack and 
daughter and son Diana and Tom. Diana assumes the second 
biggest part in the ‘ ‘ family affa ir.”  She and Mrs. Lipsey 
decorate the massive cakes. Tom and Jack cut the heavy 
cardboard bases for the tiers.

Since June of 1969, when Mrs. Lipsey began her cake 
making for gifts, practice and profit, she has made 106 
cakes for a host of occaisions including weddings, birthdays, 
anniversaries and plain cakes for folks with company 'a 
coming. She has made cake fingers and cake squares for a 
score o f teas for Gatesville area ¿Iris.

However, we 
still need more plots planted 
before we can tell how these 
grasses are going to produce 
on the different soils in this 
area.
