Budget Includes 
Capital Improvements

A proposed city budget with 
$139,000 in capital improve­
ments was discussed at Tues­
day night’s regular city coun­
cil meetings.

“ The budget will have to 
be trimmed by over $67,000 
to match revenues’'noted City 
manager Skipper Wallace. 
The t^ g e t  will undergo some 
changes and modifications in 
the next few weeks.

Included in the proposed 
capital expenditures are 12 
major items with the largest 
single item tbe paving, curb 
aod gutter for streetsinW est- 
view Addition totaling$52,800. 
Other expenditures include 
paving curb gutter for 26th 
Street of $15,500; Garbage 
truck, $10,000; Backbow, 
$13,000; 3000 feet of sewer 
line Moag Bridge Street, 
$24,700; Dump Truck, $6000; 
Posting machine, $7000; Of­
fice Machines, $1000; Reser­
voir Repair, $2200; Codify 
Ordinances, $5000; and Weld­

ing equipment, $500.
The 1970 tax roll includes 

$5,994,046 in real estate va­
luation aod $2,452,322 in per­
sonal property with the total 
of $8,446,368. Wallace es­
timates that $108,334.68 in tax 
revenue will be realized from 
the tax roll at the present 
$1.33 per 1/3 of $100 valua­
tion.

Along with ad valorum re­
venue the city estimates 
$133,000 in water revenue and 
total revenue of $416,559,68.

Wallace has proposed an 
overall 10‘% Increase in em­
ployee wages in the new bud­
get. Presnetly 33 full time 
employees work for tbe city.

Total expenditures under 
the proposed budget total 
$483,000 and city council will 
have to trim $67,000 to reach 
the balanced budget.

Wallace noted ttiat “ inter­
nal transfers”  make the city 
budget appear larger than in 
reality.

Home accident deaths to­
taled approximately 27,000 in 
1969. Four million persons 
were disabled in home acci­
dents, at a cost, including 
wage losses, medical expens­
es and administrative and 
claim settlements of insu­
rance, of $1.6 billion.

There are about 12,000 
people who die annually, just 
from household falls alone, 
and countless others are ser­
iously injured each year.

Two of the most common 
household hazards that result 
in disasterous falls are a 
slippery bathtub and an un­
carpeted stairway. A small 
investment in nonsid tapes 
could prevent or lessen the 
danger of slitting. The tape 
comes in rolls, strips or pat­
ches. Some is very decora­
tive in bright colors and 
shapes.

Stairs of tape protect ef­
fectively, especially when ap­
plied at right angles to the 
probably direction of the fall. 
Both strips and patches can 
be used in bathtubs. Many 
people prefer the patches as 
they seem to give somewhat 
better protection and are more 
attractive.

Few tapes will adhere to a 
damp, porous surface, so be­
fore applying strips or patches 
to a bathtub, clean and apply 
them dry to the tub.
