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Dove Population Booming 
For Coryell Hunters

Tuesday, September I, 
at noon It 's  open season on 
the dove population in Texas’ 
"north Eone” . Coryell Coun­
ty hunters are e le c te d  to be 
out in numbers to track down 
the plentiful game birds.

Abundance o f doves in this 
area, expeicaliy around farm 
tracts has been reported by 
Game Warden, Jerry Notes. 
11 present weather conditions 
stay the same, this year’ s 
season has all possibilities 
to exceed last year’ s hunt. 
Farm tank and farm pond 
areas should prove to be 
excellant hunting plots due to 
the long dry ^ 1 1  the county 
has experienced. Changes in 
the weather, such asaranerai 
rain, however, can scatter the 
fowls or move them out.

Notes pointed out a few 
laws governing game bird 
hunting for Coryell County. 
He specifically mentioned that 
the $4 per gun per day hunting

license need only to be ob­
tained by those who w ill hunt 
outside the resident county. 
Notes stated " I f  yo<  ̂hunt in 
the county of which you are a 
resident, the only game re­
quiring a license is  deer and

turkey.’ ’
The warden noted that the 

seascm’ s run is from noon 
September 1 to October 30. 
Hunting is  permitted only be­
tween noon and sunset. The 
bag lim it for dove in this

Funeral services were 
heid Friday at 4 p.m. in Saint 
John's Lutheran Church of 
Coryell City for Joseph E. 
(Joe) Onofrey o f Gatesville. 
Reverend Tbnothy Van An­
twerp officiated with burial 
in Saing John’ s Cemetery.

Onofrey, 50, was pronoun­
ced dead on arrival at Cor­
yell Memorial Hospital of a 
gunshot wound in the head.

According to Coryell 
County Sheriff Windy Cumm­
ings. o fficers arrived at the 
Onofrey home on the State 
School Road shortly after the 
11:30 a.m. call and found Ono- 
frey in a bedroom. A nine 
m illim eter automatic pistol 
was found near the body.

Justice of the Peace Stony 
Hammock said Saturday after­
noon no ruling had been made 
in the death. Justice Ham­
mock added that doctors re ­
ported the gun was fired "a t 
close range.'* ^

Onofrey was born March 
18, 1919 in Scranton, Pennsyl- 
vuila. He was reared in that 
state and came to Fort Hood 
in 1943. He married the 
form er Hilma Gohlke on De­
cember 31, 1943. Onofrey 
was a member of Saint John’ s 
Lutheran Church of Coryell 
City. He served in World 
War n  from 1935 to 1947. 
He was employed at Rocket- 
dyne In McGregor as a se­
curity officer.

Survivors include his wife; 
two daughters, Mrs. Sharon 
Herring of Austin and Miss 
Sylvia Onofrey o f Gatesville; 
two grandchildren; one sis­
ter, Helen Onofrey o f Scran­
ton, Penn.; and three bro­
thers, Andrew Onofrey, 
George Onofrey andJohnOno- 
frey, ail o f Scranton, Peon.

ty birds in possession.

Other reminders to local 
marksmen include the fact 
that no hunting is  to be done 
from public roads or from a 
motor vehicle. It is  illegal 
to hunt these game birds with 
a r ifle  and the gun used by 
the hunter can have no more 
than 3 bullets in it. This 
calls for two bullets in the 
magazine and one in the cham­
ber. Failure to comply with 
these laws o f the Texas Game 
and Fish Commission w ill re­
sult in penalty for the guilty 
party.

Game Warden Noles also 
asks the hunter to be sure 
that he has permission from a 
land owner to hunt on the 
owner’ s property. In past 
eq>erlences he pointed out 
ttiat there have been cases 
ot loss o f livestock and da­
mage to property due to hunt­
e rs ’ carelesness. He asks for 
the cooperation o f all to make 
fills a successful and qjiort- 
fllled  season.

Will Die Labor 
Day Weekend

AUSTIN— 7*0X08 Depart­
ment of Public Safety D irec­
tor Wilson E. (Pat) Speir said 
today indications are that 49 
persons will be killed in Texas 
traffic crashes during the 78- 
hour Labor Day holiday week­
end from 6 p.m. Friday, Sep­
tember 4 to midnight Mon­
day September 7.

The estimate is based on 
numerous indicators and past 
experience on sim ilar holiday 
periods. Colonial Speir said, 
adding that he Ik^ s it will 
prove to be. too high.

The Public Safety W rec- 
tor said numerous activities 
will be undertaken to hold down 
holiday tragedies on the 
streets and highways, "but, 
Inevitably, the drivers them­
selves hold the solution in 
•their hands.

"That is  why we constant­
ly and repeatedly appeal to 
drivers to remain continually 
on the alert for situations 
that can ^ 1 1  disaster and 
make driving a full-time job 
while they are behind the 
wheel.

"Department of Public 
Safety officers w ill be out in 
full force during the holiday 
period, as w ill local police

The study 
also revealed that in nearly 
half o f the fatal crashes, the 
xlrlver himself was the vic­
tim. There were nearly as 
many cases o f vehicles run­
ning off the roadways as there 
were Incidents involving more 
than one vehicle. In most 
cases where pedestrians were 
killed, the records indicate 
that it was the pedestrian who 
was at fau lt."

The record also reflects 
that there were numerous ac­
cidents caused by drivers fa il­
ing to negotiate curves, again ‘ 
Indleatlng speed too fast for 
conditions. He continued, 
pointing out that "imprudent 
speed" is  a violation of the 
Uw. In some cases drivers 
ran off roadways on straight 
stretches, indicating driving 
while drinking or excessive 
fatigue, another important 
factor, said Spelr.

"Although it is  difficult 
to pin-point, vehicle detects 
such as worn-out tires, bad 
brakes, etc., undoubtedly are 
contributing factors in bad 
accidents, particularly when 
the weather is  extremely hot. 
We would therefore urge mo­
torists to see that their ve­
hicle is  in top condition when 
they take o ff on the road for 
a holiday."

AUSTIN, Tex. — More than 

2.7 million Texas students 
soon will be heading back to 
public schools again.

There will be a lot of 
changes in store for them, al­
though most probably will fast 
adjust or twrely recognise 
the differences.

Teachers will begin work 
a little earlier, and classes 
in some areas will start ear­
lier.

School year will stretch 
out from 175 classroom days 
to 180.

Teachers will be on duty 
10 more days of non-teach­
ing work for in-service train­
ing and to help with school 
opening and closing.

For 224,500 little ones, 
the school experience will be 
brand new. They are the first 
graders and (30,000) five- 
year-olds in a new state- 
supported kindergarten pro­
gram.

A drug education program 
also will be initiated, seek 
ing an effective two-way com­
munication between youth and 
adults. Utilized in the effort 
will be modern techniques and 
teaching methods which en­
courage students to express 
themselves rather than rely­
ing on lectures, preaching or 
moralizing. Training of local 
teaching teams in 1,206 school 
districts is slated to start 
in September and October.

Twenty-two school dis­
tricts in major population and 
Kographic areas will be pi­
lot testing three key facets
