Gatesville's School System appears to be headed for a real
financial setback this week with a group of local taxpayers
planning to file a law suit Wednesday unless the Gatesville
School Board makes a genuine effort to equalize taxes for

1971,

Ultimate responsibility for the events Tuesday night and
Wednesday morning will be the Gatesville School Board’s,
Attempts to blame the taxpayers filing the suit are unfound-
ed, Just as the 1970 Equalization Board has had to bear re-
sponsibility for the 1970 tax roll and all its inequalities, so
the school board will have to bear the responsibility of what

happens this week,

The collision course is set and as of Saturday, it appeared
likely that the school would suffer a $650,000 setback,
It does not seem necessary to this writer that the taxpayers
of the GSID should have to wait to have taxes equalized, Es-

pecially in light of the fact that over $150,000 annually is left

uncollected due to underappraised property in the school dis-

trict,

We voted for a $500,000 building program this year and

everyone was happy.

If instead we had voted to collect taxes

equally, starting in 1971, in three years we would have collect-
ed $450,000 in new taxes with no interest expense and no long-

term obligation,

I think we voted on the wrong thing now,

remove your cattle from the
gscnn grove, The rate of
evin is 3 pounds of 80%
wettable powder per 100 gal-
lons of water, Guthion 4
pounds of 25% wettable powder
or 2 pints of Emulsion con-
centrate to 100 gallons of wa-
ter, Spreader sticker should
be used along with the insec-
ticides that is being used,

To check on the weevil,
bump the limbs hard with
a long, padded pole, hard,
Spread a white sheet under
where you are bumping the
limbs, and make a count of
the weevil, Also check around
the pecan cluster on the limbs
where the cluster of pecans
are born on the tree, It is
real important to get the spray
on and around the cluster of
pecans, Check on your trees
for the next 2 to 3 weeks, If
you have a 50% set it will
pay to spray--if you having
any weevil damage,
