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JESUS DRAMATICALLY PRO-
CLAIMS HIS MESSIAHSHIP

LESSON TEXT -Matthew 21:1-18
GOLDEN TEXT--Behold, thy King com
eth unto thee —Matthew 21:8

The official presentation of Him-
self to the Jewish people as their
King, their rejection of Him, and
what was even more solemnly
meaningful, His rejection of the He-
brew nation because of unbelief—
such are the stirring events which
face us as we enter with our Lord
into the last week of His earthly
life. The first event in that sequence
is the one we study in our lesson for
today, namely, the coming of the
King to Jerusalem. Jesus on this
occasion did a very dramatic and
unusual thing, a fact which indicates
that here is an incident of extraor-
dinary import to which we do well
to give careful study.

I. Preparation and Presentation
(vv. 1-7).

The King comes, but even in His
hour of royal triumph He gives to
His followers the unexplainable but
inestimable joy of meeting His need.

1. “The Lord Hath Need" (vv.
14). He had need of disciples who
would do His bidding without ques-

tion or hesitation—‘‘and the disci-
ples went, and did even as Jesus
had appointed them' (v. 6). How
precious is such obedience! Let us

also go and do what He commands

‘‘4. Recent attacks of malaria, on
account of lower resistance, the un-
certainty of a cure, and the sudden
and extreme changes in tempera-
ture encountered in flying

*5. Organic heart disease

‘6. Recurrent (occurring from
time to time) attacks of any form
of rheumatism, due to its likelihood
of heart complications.

‘““7. Paroxysmal tacchycardia (at-
tacks of very rapid beating of the
heart) owing to the probability of
having an attack while flying.

‘“8. Stone in the kidney

““9. A history of an operaticn on
the mastoid bone behind the ear, or
a definite history of chronic inflam-
mation of the middle ear, unless
there have been no symptoms for
a period of six months.”

The fact that the boy or young
adult has a history of any of the
above conditions does not mean that
he should give up the idea of trying
to fly; some of the above conditions
can be corrected by regular and
persistent treatment. There are
some of the above conditions which
cannot be corrected sufficiently to
permit flying but in which treat-

ment can be of considerable benefit
L . .

Apoplvxy Patient
Must Live Normully

NE of the difficult situations for

the patient, his family, and his
physician is when a patient regains
consciousness after his first stroke of
apoplexy. This is understandable
because the patient, family and phy-
sician all have the same question in
mind, ‘‘“Will there be another stroke
and when will it occur?”

A second stroke may never occur
and yet it may occur within a few
days, or not perhaps for years

What should be the attitude of all
concerned after a stroke occurs?

While no one should close his eyes
and thoughts entirely to the possi-
bility of another stroke, the best way
to prevent another stroke or delay it
as long as possible is not to allow
the patient to consider himself an
invalid or a very sick individual
When it is considered safe for him
to be up and around he should get
back into his regular routine of life
gradually but rapidly, so that the
‘““fear’’ of another stroke will not get
80 many chances to occupy his

mind
