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"MY

HAVE YOU heard all the dizzy 
blonde jokes that have been circu- 
lating recently? It is one of those 
pointless fads similar to the stupid 
elephant jokes which were going 
around a few years ago. 

"Ditzy" is a word that wasn't in 
existence a few years ago. We 
seem to make up descriptive 
phrases to fit the occasion: such as 
dingbat, airhead and fluffy-brain, 
when referring to the dumb blonde 
syndrome. 

However, making up words and 
phrases is nothing new, as Ameri-
cans have been doing just that for 
about two centuries. We used to 
hear people say, "I'd give you a 
yankee dime for that," meaning 
they'd give you a kiss in exchange 
for some favor. "I was just guying 
you" meant the person was just 
joking with you or "pulling your 
leg." 

"You're such a card!" meant that 
the person thought you were quite a 
comedian. "She went swanning 
around town" meant that she was 
parading about while showing off 
her new finery or "duds." "My 
spiz-o-ringktum just played out" 
meant that this person was "plumb 
tuckered out" and had lost his or her 
fire and energy. "Can you feature 
that?" was a phrase expressing 
amazement. "Ain't that a caution?" 
meant something was pretty funny. 

Some of the older phrases which 
you don't hear much anymore were 
limited to certain regions of the 
country. I, being an Arkansas-
Texan, remember mostly old south-
ern expressions heard during my 
childhood days. Texans don't say 
"down yonder" and "y'all come" 
much any more, though we do still 
unconsciously say "y'all" in other 
contexts. 

"Raising a ruckus" meant to 
cause a disturbance and "crack the 
window" did not mean throwing a 
rock through it. To be "well-
heeled" referred to a wealthy person. 
I think it came from cowboys who 
wore spurs on their boots. If said 
spurs were pretty fancy, made of 
silver, etc., then they were consid-
ered "well-heeled." However, if a 
girl was said to have "round heels" 
it meant that she did not have a 
very good reputation and was con-
sidered easy to tip over and have fun 
with. 

A person having "gone to pot" 
did not refer to their middle-age 
spread, but meant they were not of 
much use any more. This came 
from the custom of blacksmiths 
pitching their scraps and broken 
pieces of metal into a pot. When 
the pot was full, the scraps would 
be melted down and used again. 
See, recycling is really nothing 
new. 

When referring to a person of 
bad character, my dad would have 
said, "He isn't worth the powder it 
would take to blow his head off!" 
That one must be extremely old. I 
think it has been a long time since 
powder, rather than bullets, was 
used in guns. 

"Made from scratch" is a term 
you don't hear much anymore since 
most of our modern sustenance 
comes out of cardboard boxes, cans 
or freezer bags. Bill says this term, 
when alluding to food, always make 
him uneasy, as he's not sure exactly 
what the person has just 
scratched....head, nose, dog, bottom 
of foot, etc. 

If a kid was a sissy or a "fraidy 
cat" he was sometimes called a 
"pantywaist." Or if he was very 
naughty, parents might say "The 
boogerman will get you if you 
don't watch out." I'm glad parents 
quit using that form of discipline. 

People used to be very careful 
around young children when talking 
about delicate matters. For in-
stance, if your dog was pregnant, 
she was "going to FIND puppies." 
When you needed to use the rest-
room, you said, " need to visit Mrs. 
Jones." Heaven forbid, if your slip 
might be showing beneath your 
skirt, someone would sidle up and 
say, "It's snowing down south." 
I've noticed the current fashion trend 
is to purposely look as though your 
underwear is hanging down beneath 
your clothing. Wouldn't our grand-
mothers be aghast?

Excel Salutes 
Employees 

Approximately 3,000 employees of Excel Corpora-
tion's beef-processing plants in Friona and Plainview 
received checks of up to $350 each this week. The gifts 
were a one-time payment recognizing each employee's 
contribution to Excel and to overall safety and safety 
costs. 

Non-management workers at each plant divided at 
least $400,000. The amount of individual checks varied 
depending on length of service with the company. 

Excel employees' safety, ergonomic and medical 
management efforts resulted in overall plant improve-
ment. This combined with Excel opting out of Texas' 
worker-compensation program enabled the company to 
prevent injuries and costs associated with injuries. 

"Our work force's dedication to producing quality 
products with a continued strong emphasis on safety 
helped reduce injuries to employees. The most import-
ant result was the benefit to the health of individual 
employees, but a secondary result was a dramatic 
reduction in medical claims. We're using this one-time 
disbursement to share a portion of that savings with 
those responsible for implementing the expanded safety 
and ergonomic-safety programs," said Cary 
Humphries, general manager of the Plainview plant. 

Beautiful Weather 
Helps Farm Crops 

A week of near-perfect weather has been a boon to 
harvesting the area's farm crops, with big strides being 
made in the corn and sugarbeet harvests, and the first bale 
of cotton harvested for the 1991 fall season. 

Commercial corn harvest was estimated at probably 85 
per cent complete by Ron Smiley, manager of Friona 
Wheat Growers. Harvest of the food corn is just getting 
underway, as it has to get much drier. The area's maize 
crop is still too green for harvest, and could use another 
week to 10 days of the warm, dry weather to facilitate its 
maturity, Smiley said. 

The local elevator manager said he was aware of some 
excellent yields, having figured a couple in the 11,000 to 
12,000-pound range, and heard of some over 13,000. 

"The only bad aspect is the price, which is much too 
low," Smiley said. The 1991 crop has an excellent test 
weight, which is helping the yields. Farmers were helped 
during the growing season by timely rains, which should at 
least cut their growing costs to some extent. 

Jayson Grimsley marketed the area's first bale of cotton 
on Wednesday, October 9, to Friona Farmers Co-op Gin. 

The cotton was harvested from a 75-acre field six miles 
northeast of Friona. The cotton was Paymaster 145, and 
Grimsley used a light defoliant to facilitate the cotton's 
opening. 

"Overall, I think the cotton is in good shape in our area 
at the present time--if the weather will just cooperate we 
could have another bumper crop," said Jerry Butman, 
manager of the Friona Farmers Co-op Gin.

Four Texas Counties Are 
Added To Bee Quarantine 

Four Texas counties have been 
added to a quarantine restricting the 
movement of commercial bee oper-
ations following the recent detec-
tion of Africanized Honey Bees in 
the area. 

Added to the quarantine are Du-
val, Jim Wells, Nueces and lUeberg 
counties, according to Paul Jack-
son, chief of the Texas Apiary In-
spection Service, a unit of the 
Texas Agricultural Experiment Sta-
tion. 

That brings to 16 the number of 
Texas counties under quarantine, 
Jackson said. The quarantine al-
lows beekeepers to move bee hives 
within but not out of the zone in an 
effort to prevent the assisted spread 
of Africanized Honey Bees. 

Africanized Honey Bees look 
just like regular domestic honey 
bees, but they arc more defensive in 
protecting their hives. 

Jackson said the four counties 
were quarantined after trap lines 
monitored by the USDA-Animal 
and Plant Health Inspection Service 
detected and destroyed two con-
firmed AHB swarms: one in Kle-
berg County and one in far north 
Jim Hogg County. 

"Jim Hogg was already under 
quarantine, but the Al-LB swarm was 
very close to Duval County," Jack-
son explained. Nueces County was 
added because of its proximity to 
Kleberg County, Jackson added. 

Two earlier confirmed AHB de-
tections in Nueces County in Au-
gust were considered to have been 
brought in on transport trucks be-
cause the extensive trap line 
through the area had not previously 
attracted any AHB swarms. 

Although no AHB swarms have 
been found in Jim Wells County, 
that county was added to the quaran- 

tine because it is wedged between 
the others where the AHB was 
found, he said. 

The apiary inspection service, 
the regulatory agency under Texas 
bee laws, imposes quarantines based 
on the Texas Africanized Honey Bee 
Management Plan. 

Eight counties across the south-
ern tip of Texas--roughly a 100-
mile radius from the U.S.-Mcxico 
border--were quarantined after the 
first AHB swarm migrating into the 
United States was detected near Hi-
dalgo on October 15, 1990. 

Since then, counties have been 
added as the bee continues to mi-
grate northward, primarily up the 
Rio Grande and the Gulf Coast. 

The other 12 counties under 
quarantine are: Maverick, Zavala, 
Dimmit, Webb, Brooks, Cameron, 
Hidalgo, Jim Hogg, Kenedy, Starr, 
Willacy and Zapata.

GLAUCOMA 
Glaucoma is a serious eye condition in 
which there is an increase of pressure 
inside the eye.

That is how most cases of glaucoma are found, in time 
for successful treatment. Most at risk are people over 65, the 
severely near-sighted, diabetics or those with a family history 
of glaucoma. Your optometrist may recommend more-frequent 
examinations if you are at risk. If there is a decrease in side 
vision, blurred images or any other change in the way you see, 
see your optometrist promptly.

Planning Is The First Step 
To Financial Security 

Would you be surprised to hear 
that most individual investors fail? 
Richard Fabian, who offers a na-
tionwide investment service, has 
observed that in his 30-plus years 
in the financial industry, "90 per-
cent of investors investing in any-
thing make no money over any 10-
year period." 

Perhaps these figures are a bit 
pessimistic, but it's true that most 
money is lost, not because of bad 
investments but because of foolish 
mistakes. Most mistakes are the 
result of poor or no planning. 

If this sounds like your invest-
ment program, here are several sug-
gestions that could put you on the 
right track. 

1) Set specific goals. They 
may include funding an education, 
saving for a comfortable retirement, 
establishing a leisure fund or what-
ever else is important to you. A 
general goal "to make money" will 
not work Put your specific goal in 
writing, and refer to it often. 

2) Set deadlines. Serious in-
vesting takes time. Therefore, it's 
important to plan ahead, know 
when your funds will be needed and 
systematically plan toward that 
time. 

3) Make it simple. Too many 
investors are lured into complex 
strategies that require time and 
money beyond their limits. 

4) Don't let headlines direct 
your decisions. The media are in 
the business of selling newspapers 
and magazines, not giving financial 
advice. You generally find conflict-
ing views, vague conclusions and 
no follow-up. 

5) Rely on your own decisions. 
The services of planners, managers, 
brokers, bankers and the like can be 
helpful, but only you are responsi-
ble for your own financial future. 
Trust your judgment as to whose 
advice you seek and what you ulti-
mately do. 

6) Invest with your head. Don't 
be emotional, jumping from one 
investment to another. Make sure 
your investments meet your objec- 

tives before you buy. Then give 
them time to work. 

7) Reinvest all you dividends 
and gains. Let your earnings com-
pound. This lets profits build on 
profits. 

8) Add to your investments re-
gularly. It is generally easier to in-
vest small amounts regularly than 
to accumulate large annual invest-
ments. 

The success of an investment 
program can mean a quality educa-
tion, a comfortable retirement or 
the security of an emergency fund. 
Take time to plan your investments 
carefully. That is the first step to 
financial security.
