The B ritish  a re  com ing to W ash­
ington a t  a ra te  th a t a lm ost 
am oun ts to a second invasion. Even 
in 1814, when the R edcoats burned  
the C apitol, the ir force w as sca rce ly  
m ore im pressive .

A ctually  th e re  a re  430 re p re se n t­
a tiv es  of the  B ritish  governm ent in 
W ashington to d ay —130 m e m b ers  of 
the em b assy  staff, 300 m em b ers  of 
the B ritish  purchasing  com m ission I 
and B ritish  a ir  com m ission. The 
figure includes everyone—officers, 
c le rk s , m essen g e rs  and chauffeu rs.

The B ritish  em bassy  and c h a n ­
cery  now is the la rg e s t d ip lom atic  
es tab lish m en t in W ashington, bu t it 
is not la rg e  enough. An annex has 
been added to c a re  for an overflow ! 
of coding c le rk s and officials of the 
office of econom ic w arfa re .

M eanw hile the two B ritish  com ­
m issions occupy space in four o ther 
buildings They s ta r te d  out in m od­
es t q u a r te rs  in the Hibbs building, 
expanded  to the en tire  top floor of 
the W illard hotel, added fu rth e r 
space in the A dam s building, and 
m ost recen tly  have taken  over An­
drew  M ellon's old a p a r tm e n t build­
ing a t 1785 M assachuse tts  avenue 
to acco m m o d ate  the a ir  com m is­
sion.

These a re  the B ritish  in W ashing­
ton alone In addition , the New York 
office of the purchasing  com m ission 
nu m b ers  1,000 persons, plus 500 in­
spec to rs who trav e l about the coun­
try  te sting  the wide a sso rtm en t of 
a r tic le s , from  ships to a irp lanes , 
which a re  being purchased  in the 
U nited S tates.

U. S. R U B BER S U P P L IE S

Should cong ress ever decide to in­
v es tig a te  the N ational D efense com ­
m ission it would u nearth  som e ap ­
palling  d e lay s in the securing  of 
the n a tio n 's  raw  m a te ria ls—p a r ­
ticu la rly  rubber.

R eal fac t is th a t a fundam ental 
d ifference ex is ts  betw een the d e ­
fense com m ission  and Je sse  Jones 
reg a rd in g  fu tu re  ru bber supplies 
The com m ission  believes th a t the 
production of syn thetic  rub b er 
should begin im m edia te ly , and 
w ants to give a subsidy of $180,- 
000,000 to  A m erican  ru bber com ­
panies. The subsidy would be nec­
essa ry  to offset the p rice of n a tu ra l 
rubber, which sells for 18 cen ts  to 
20 cen ts a pound, w hereas syn the tic  
ru b b er would cost about 25 cents.

H ow ever, J e s se  Jones d o esn 't be­
lieve th a t syn the tic  rub b er needs to 
be produced on a la rge scale . He 
favors a sm all subsidy to one com ­
pany as an experim en t.

The defense com m ission coun ters  
with a fo recast of w hat m igh t hap ­
pen should all our rubber be cu t off 
in the D utch E as t Indies. It e m ­
phasizes th a t m ach inery  canno t be 
se t up overn igh t to produce e m e r ­

It w as a superb ly  in te lligen t w onder 
w orking gift, th a t book.

G ifts should be designed  to  se rv e  
beneAcent purposes in the lives of 
those to whom they a re  sent. An 
inexpensive k it of tools m ay  be the 
m eans of s ta rtin g  a young m an  off 
on a successfu l c a re e r .  An inex­
pensive, even second-hand, sew ing 
m ach ine m ay  resu lt in the  lifting of 
the en tire  p ersona lity  of a g irl whose 
fund for clo thes is lim ited . These 
a re  the so rt of g ifts which have a 
deeper m ean in g —and a construc tive  
ra th e r  than  o rn am e n ta l value.

Also, th e re  should be a fitting 
reg a rd  for w hat the rec ip ien t a lread y  
possesses. The in s tan ce  of the p e r­
son who received  a se t of the E n ­
cyclopedia B n ta n n ic a , shortly  a fte r 
he had pu rch ased  one, illu s tra te s  how 
thoughtless and w astefu l g ift giving 
m ay  be An au tom obile rad io  to one 
who does not own a c a r ;  candy  to 
those who a re  on a d ie t ; a draw ing  
outfit for one who has ne ith e r 
ta len t nor in te res t in a r t ,  a re  e x a m ­
ples of pointless gift giving. They 
b e tray  not only an absence of in te r­
es t but also  a lack of in telligence.

I t is well to get aw ay from  the 
o rd inary  in the choice of gifts. 
Dolls, c ig a rs , neck ties need not 
m ake up the en tire  C h ris tm as gift 
list. On the o ther hand , a bicycle 
o r p a ir  of ro lle r sk a tes  for the 
youngster who has a long tre k  to 
school, a m andolin  for the g irl who 
likes m usic but whose folks will not 
be ab le to afford a piano for som e 
y e a rs  to com e, a gam e for the ch ap  
who is inclined tow ard  developing 
hia m en ta l pow ers and get fun out of 
doing so—chess, checkers , c itade l, 
and the like—are  w orthw hile gifts.

In essence, th e re fo re , give m e a n ­
ingfully G ive as you would w ant 
to be given to—w ith good ta s te , in­
te lligence , and kindliness.

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CAPACITY PRO BLEM S

O ur g re a te s t national prob lem  is 
the a p p a re n t app roach ing  sh o rtag es 
in producing  cap ac ity  for s teel, a i r ­
p lanes, possibly la te r  for autom o­
biles, ce rta in ly  now for explosives, 
cannon  and m any lesser m unitions. 
Nobody can  expect “ business as 
u su a l."  M ilitary  and n ava l needs 
m u st have an abso lu te right-of-w ay.

But th a t p rincip le m ust not be 
p e rm itted  to ride  roughshod over 
civ ilian  n ecessitie s  or to avoidable 
sh a tte r in g  of our econom ic sy stem  
un less these  sacrifices a re  the only 
w ay —especia lly  if they a re  a w orse 
w ay—to a tta in  our rea l end, which 
is the qu ickest and the g re a te s t con­
c e n tra tio n  of our m en and m eta l a t 
every  th rea ten e d  point.

T h ere  is an o th er p rincip le which 
is very  ap t to be forgotten  am ong 
defense  execu tives under constan t 
fire of c ritic ism  and s tag g erin g  re ­
sponsibility  for p a r tic u la r  resu lts , 
w ith none responsib le for the com ­
bined resu lt. It is th a t m a in ten an ce  
of civ ilian  m ora le  is of equal or 
g re a te r  im p o rtan ce  as co m p ared  
w ith the m a in ten an ce  of m ilita ry  
m orale .

M odern w ar is not m ere ly  a m a t­
te r  of b a ttle s  betw een a rm ed  forces. 
I t  is, to an equal o r even g re a te r  
d eg ree , a d ea th  stru g g le  betw een 
econom ic sy s tem s—en tire  nations 
m obilized for w ar from  the m ost 
rem o te  fa rm  or fac to ry  to the ac ­
tua l b a ttle  line. E m ploym ent m ust 
be m a in ta in ed , p rices  stab ilized , 
h a rd sh ip s  m inim ized to  the full ex ­
ten t th a t th is is possible w ithout re ­
ducing m ilita ry  and naval p rog ress  
—an d  especially  if th is is possible 
w ith an effect of increasing  th a t 
p rog ress.

It is easy  and sp e c ta cu la r  to say 
th a t  the  w ay to in c re ase  av a ilab le  
m ilita ry  and n ava l steel is to in­
c re a se  steel m ill cap ac ity , th a t the 
w ay to in c rease  av a ilab le  m ilita ry  
a irc ra f t  is to stop the production  of 
civ ilian  tra n sp o rt p lanes and the 
w ay to m otorize in fan try  divisions is 
to tak e  all au tom otive  tru ck  produc­
tion to equip  the a rm y .

C ivilian personnel and equ ipm en t 
for op era tin g  a ir , truck  and bus 
tra n sp o r t is o rgan ized  and tra in ed  
to  a d eg re e  of efficiency th a t the 
a rm y  can  never hope to reach . Mili­
ta ry  tra n sp o rt is needed  d e s p e ra te ­
ly w hen it is needed , bu t th a t is 
only p a r t  of the tim e . To dup licate  
the ex isting  c iv ilian  p lan t and then 
to  im m obilize the dup lication  for 
long periods is folly from  every  an ­
gle, and un n ecessary  s tra in  on pro­
duction  and a dep riva tion  of civ il­
ian  se rv ice . I t is m uch less than  the 
b est se rv ice  of m ilita ry  needs.

F o r exam ple , it is ag re ed  th a t, 
be fo re  we th ro ttle  down the  fac ilities 
of our a ir  tra n sp o rt industry , to p ro­
vide a rm y  tra n sp o rt p lanes, we ex ­
p lore and te st the possibility  of u s­
ing it fo r a rm y  tra n sp o r t when it is 
needed  and leave it free  to se rv e  
civ ilian  uses when it is not.

We have rea ch ed  a point from  
w hence we sim ply  canno t go for­
w ard  w ith the p resen t p lan less and 
hy d ra-h ead ed  organ ization  of our d e ­
fensive  effort. We m ust have an  in­
te llig en t and p roperly  o rgan ized  au ­
th o rity  w ith both au tho rity  and re ­
sponsibility  to do the job. In sp ite  
of nil rec en t P o llyanna rep o rts  of 
p ro g re ss  "on o rd e r ,"  the job  is not
being done as it should.

The d ra fte d  m en now going to 
ca m p  will se rv e  only a y ea r , un­
less we get into w ar or som e e m e r­
gency situation . It is very  ce rta in  
th a t, w ithin th a t y ea r , we shall not 
have n early  enough of the new  and 
com plicated  w eapons of m odern  w ar 
to tra in  m any  of these  re c ru its  and 
before we do have them , they will 
be d ischarged .

About all in which m any can  ex ­
pec t to  becom e proficient is the foot, 
bayonet and rifle w ork of the World 
w ar in fan try . T hat is also  badly 
needed. I do not ag ree  w ith som e 
of our m ilita ry  " e x p e r ts "  th a t ev ­
e ry th ing  the w ar d e p a rtm e n t has 
done is w rong and th a t th is  "old 
doughboy stuff is a s  dead  as  the 
do-do.”

H ow ever, it canno t be denied  th a t 
because  we have  no com pletely  
equipped panzer d iv isions and they 
c a n 't  be im provised , delay  in g e t­
ting th em  is c r itica l. But looking 
back a t  the unplanned and d ila to ry  
ac tion  of the re s t of the governm en t 
in ap p ro p ria tin g  m oney last su m ­
m e r, I fail to see how the a rm y  
could have  done very  m uch b e tte r  in 
its  c irc u m sta n ce s .
