DO YOU LIKE stories that start
out "We were so poor that.." Well,
here's one:

On our first anniversary, Bill
took me to the drug store, selected a
lovely card from the display rack
and handed it to me. "Read this,"
he said. "If I could buy a card, this
would be the one." He then re-
placed the card in the display rack,
we got into our old car and drove
back to our dumpy little apartment
on the bad side of town.

It wasn't easy finishing college
and working part-time, but we
stretched every dollar and pinched
every penny to achieve that degree
which was our ticket to the "good
life." We wore Woolworth's un-
derwear and bought unknown brands
of canned goods with sticks in the
beans and bits of cob in the com,
and we looked with shining eyes
toward a future full of wonderful-
ness.

It didn't happen all at once, but
eventually I found myself buying
the good brands like Del Monte and
Hunt's and the soft kinds of toilet
paper. We moved up to underwear
from J.C. Penney and the dog ate
out of a colorful plastic pet dish in-
stead of a tinfoil pie pan. By then
the kids wanted every expensive
doo-dad and gadget advertised at a
"new low $29.99."

One year, early in November,
the kids handed us the Sears
Christmas "Wish Book" and said,
“Just order me one of everything
and we'll sort out who gets what on
Christmas mormning." For a fleet-
ing moment we had visions of
someday stashing away a nice sav-
ings account and a few stocks and
bonds to pigeonhole for our "golden
retirement years." But by then the
kids were ready for their "Three
C's": clothes, cars and college.

Not long after that, our part of
the world went into an economic
decline that has been spiraling
downward for the past eight or ten
years. Farms went up for auction
and people began to leave the
Parmer County area like rats desert-
ing a sinking ship. We liked it
here and so we stayed!

Then we got inflation; that
which, if you are a wage-eamer,
makes your money buy less. The
average male worker's income to-
day, when adjusted for inflation, is
less now than in 1979, according to
a recent article in "Newsweek."

Our current state budget for
Texas, $59.4 billion, just about
equals the annual eamings of all
Texans put together, except for
maybe a few of those filthy rich
folks, of which there are fewer these
days. So we should, therefore, ex-
pect government services equal to
our yearly earnings. There are over
70 state government agencies and
64 federal government agencies
listed in the Amarillo phone book.
I don't think we need that many
human services!

It would seem that if we were al-
lowed to just keep ALL our own
earnings and spend it as we see fit,
we could take care of our own needs
quite well and have enough left over
to assist those around us who are
unable to care for themselves. This
would cut out having to pay
through taxes for the government
"middle-man."

Last week, the Powers-That-Be,
officially proclaimed the recession
to be over. However, real estate
sales, auto sales, and job layoffs do
not reflect this. When the average
consumer reaches into his wallet
and finds very little there, he can't
do a lot of spending to help boost
the economy out of a recession.

Those "golden years" that we
were so looking forward to, are get-
ting closer, If the current negative
economic trend continues for a few
more years, then Bill and I will be
back to eating those generic brands
of beans with little sticks in them.
There aren't any Woolworth stores
anymore, so we'll be wearing the
same old ragged underwear held to-
gether by a lot of safety pins.

The recession can't be over
'cause it's not over til the fat lady
sings, and she hasn't found any-
thing to sing about lately.

Parmer County voters went
against the trend of voters
statewide when they opposed the
creation of a state lottery in Tues-
day’s constitutional amendment
election.

The county vote was 829
opposed to 611 in favor. State-
wide, the vote carried, 64 per cent
to 36 per cent.

Every precinct in Parmer
County voted against the lottery
issue, although it was close in some
boxes. It trailed at Black, 8-7, and
at Bovina, 103-96.

Friona’s three polling places
were against, 334-222.

In other issues, county voters
gave a narrow approval to
Proposition 4 (prison bonds) 707-
685; okayed number 13 (student
loan bonds) 814-569; nixed
number 6 (ethics commission) 859-
501; nixed number 10 (taxes on
water service), 796-529; and

heavily opposed number 2
(turnpike assistance), 929-430.
Surprisingly, some of these

other controversial issues passed
statewide,
‘““favorable’’ mood.

In Parmer County, the voter §
turnout was 1442, which was about &

Habitats
Needed

If you like to improve wildlife
habitat, some of the best improve-
ments that could benefit the lake
areas, would be to plant food plots
around the outer areas. This could
include milo, millet, corn or native

From a wildlife standpoint, the
greatest benefits would be in the
development of nesting and brood-
rearing habitat for pheasants, quail,
rabbits and a wide variety of non-
game wildlife species.

The nesting period for most
wildlife in the area is the period
from April through August. These
are the critical times and spraying,
mowing or other disturbances
should be kept to an absolute
minimum. At this time, the Par-
mer County S.W.C.D. has avail-
able wildlife packets from the Texas
Forest Service. These are for quail,
pheasants, deer, turkey or squirrel.
The wildlife packets contain 25
seedlings each of four species. You
can also order seed-lings separately
to plant a wind-break or shelter
area.

The deadline to order trees or
wildlife packets is March 1, 1992.
All services are available regardless
of race, color, national origin, age,
sex, religion, marital status or han-
dicap.

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Tornado Misses Couple

BAILEY COUNTY--Matt and
Michelle Meeks never got to cele-
brate their first wedding anniversary
last Sunday night, October 27. But
thanks to some fortuitous timing,
they can try again next year.

Not a bad compromise, consider-
ing the alternative.

The Meckses left home about
4:30 that Sunday afternoon, plan-
ning to drive to Clovis, N.M., for a
romantic anniversary dinner. Ten
minutes later, a tornado ravaged
their trailer house and left it upside
down on their property ten miles
south of Texico, N.M.

The couple never made it to
Clovis.

"We were just south of Texico
and stopped to talk to some rela-
tives," Matt said. "It was about
4:40, and they told us they had seen
three tornadoes out toward our
house--two little ones and a big
one.

"Then my sister-in-law told us it
had got the house."

The 12'x60' Victor trailer, lo-
cated on Farm-to-Market Road 1731
in northwest Bailey County, was
destroyed, Matt said. The owners
narrowly escaped a similar fate.

"It's a ten-mile drive (to Texico)
and my brother said we couldn't
have been halfway to town before it
hit,” Matt said. "He (my brother)
farms out there and he was outside
at the®ime and saw three torna-
does."

David Hotz of the National
Weather Service in Amarillo said
his office received a report that a
tornado had touched down briefly
just south of the dividing line be-
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tween Bailey and Parmer counties.

"This 1s not one of the peak sea-
sons for it, but you can have a tor-
nado any time of year,” Hotz said.
"This one was apparently a very
weak, short-lived tomado, and that's
the kind that are hard to warn peo-
ple about.”

Texico City Marshal Florencio
Urioste and Curry County Deputy
Sheriff Brent Byrum were the first
law enforcement officers on the
scene, and they were soon followed
by Bailey County Sheriff Jerry
Hicks and two of his deputies.

"It looked like the tormado just
picked up the trailer and tumed it
over," Urioste said. "It was too
neat to be rolled over--it was almost
right in the same spot, but the axle
was pointing upward.

"One set of witnesses was out
rounding up their cattle and they
outran the tornadoes. The next-door
neighbors got in their basement--
they saw the two little tornadoes,
but not the big one."

The incident ended any thoughts
of celebrating for the couple. After
waiting for the worst of the weather
to clear, they returned to their home
and began the process of sorting
through the rubble, sloshing
through the 1-1/2 inches of rain and
hail that fell through the evening.

Sheriff Hicks said he kept an eye
on the weather, then helped the
couple clean up what was left of
their home.

"We got there after the wall
cloud was a mile or two north of
the area," Hicks said. "I followed it

and watched it, and there was still
some rotation and turbulence in the
cloud.

"Then myself and two of my
deputies tried to help them salvage
what they could, but it was pouring
down rain."

But, Matt said, there is an upside
to the story.

For starters, the couple's dog
was spared. Four or five hours after
the tornado hit, she came running
up out of a field, wet, but safe.

"And there were no injuries,”
Matt said. "we got lucky on that
one."

For now, Matt and Michelle will
live with his parents near Texico--
and hope for a little better luck on
their second anniversary.

High Blood Pressure
Can Affect Children

If you think that high blood
pressure only affects adults, unfor-
tunately, you're wrong. High blood
pressure afflicts nearly 62 million
Americans age six and older. And
nearly half of those people don't
know they have high blood pres-
sure.

High blood pressure, or hyper-
tension, is the nation's most wide-
spread health problem and is a
major risk factor for heart and blood
vessel disease, the nation's leading
killer.

According to Homer Lindeman,
president of the Parmer County
chapter of the American Heart As-
sociation, high blood pressure usu-
ally has no symptoms. Therefore,
it is up to parents to have their
children's blood pressure checked
regularly.

"Children who are overweight
tend to have higher blood pressure
than those who are not," Lindeman
says. "However, some children in-
herit high blood pressure from one
or both parents."

Blood pressure is created by the
heart as it pumps blood into the ar-
teries. When pressure in the arter-
ies increases above normal, the heat
n.ast work harder to push blood
through the arteries. If the pressure
increases above normal and stays
there, the result is high blood pres-
sure.

Occasionally, high blood pres-
sure is caused by other diseases, but
the most common form of high
blood pressure, called "primary" or
"essential” hypertension, has no
obvious cause. Studies have shown
that the tendency toward high blood
pressure may be inherited. No un-
usual symptoms are normally asso-
ciated with the condition, and the
only way to determine your blood

pressure is to have it checked
periodically.

"Parents play an important role
in being sure the blood pressure of
their children is monitored by their
physician or other appropriate
health professional,” Lindeman
says. The American Heart Associa-
tion offers the following advice to
parents of children with high blood
pressure:

*If your child is overweight, dis-
cuss with your doctor a diet to
gradually return the child's weight
to normal. Of course, your child
will need your continued support
and encouragement.

*Plan meals and snacks that are
low in sodium. Try different herbs
and spices to enhance the flavor of
foods.

*Encouage physical activity for
your child as prescribed by your
doctor.

*If your child smokes, encourage
him or her to quit. If you smoke,
quit. You are a role model for your
child.

*Be sure your child takes any
medication prescribed by your doc-
tor and keeps all medical appoint-
ments.

Children and teenagers with high
blood pressure can lead normal pro-
ductive lives. For more informa-

YOUR EYES —

Almost everyone gets red or bloodshot eyes
now and again.
