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Meat Curing Simplified
By Using New Procesi

Certain difficulties in curing meats 
at home have been eliminated with 
the use of smoke salt and special i 
meat cures now available at low 
cost With the use of these prepara­
tions nothing needs to be added at 
home except water in the case of 
pickling meat. Special meat cures, j 
already mixed except for the water. : 
are pumped to the area around the 
bones in ham and shoulders, as well 
as around joints in other cuts of 
meat, so that, after the outer part 
has been cured with smoke salt, it 
can truly be said that the cuts have 
been cured from the inside out ar 
well as from the outside in

At email cost, a specially con 
•tructed pump is now available 
writes John E Hubei in the Pennsyl­
vania Farmer This pump has a 
needle with several small holes at 
the bottom, so that the pickling solu­
tion is spread to the areas around 
the bones, which are so hard to get 
at with curing salt when ordinary 
salt is used for curing hams and 
other cuts.

The pumping process a  so simple 
that any one can do a good job 
Each stroke of the pump brings 
enough of the pickling solution to 
the area around the bone in hams 
and shoulders to cure this part of 
the meat as thoroughly as that on 
the outside For hams and ehoul 
ders weighing 10 to IS pounds about 
three pumpfuls of pickle, or about

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Reduction of 
Starches Good 

For Arthritis
By DR. JAMES W. BARTON

^HEN an individual suffer­
ing for months with pain in 

| his knee and near-by muscles 
becomes free of this pain after 
the removal of his 
tonsils or one or 
two teeth, it is 
hard to persuade 
him that it was not 
the infected teeth 
or tonsils that was causing the 
pain. Then when he sees the dis­
appearance of joint and muscle 
pains in others by removal of 
infected teeth or tonsils, he is 
fully persuaded that infection is 
the cause of all painful joints 
and muscles.

However, infection is not the 
cause of all cases of joint and nerve 
and muscle pain. From rapidly ac­
cumulating evidence it now appears 
that neuritis — inflammation of 
nerves supplying muscles and ad­
joining tissues—is due in many 
cases to lack of a certain vitam in- 
vitamin B1—in the food. It is be­
cause the nervous system is 
"starved” by not getting its oxygen 
that neuritis arises 

What causes this starvation? Dr. j 
W J. McCormick, Toronto, in Medi­

cal Record, points 
out that lack of vita- ' 
min B' prevents the 
oxygen of the blood 
from passing through 
the fat-like cover­
ings of the muscles 
to reach the under- j 
lying nerves. It is ! 
b e c a u s e  t h e s e  
nerves are deprived 
of the necessary ] 
amount of oxygen

I)r. It.irtmi
p lace  in their struc­

ture. and neuritis— pain in m usc les  
and jo ints— arises.

Fewer Starches, More Fruits.
It is for this reason that many 

physicians are now having their 
patients with rheumatism, arthritis 
and neuritis follow a diet which cuts 
down on starches amj increases the 
fruits, vegetables and dairy prod­
ucts in the diet.

The foods recommended because 
they are rich in vitamin B1 are 
liver, milk, eggs, beans and whole 
grain products. The use of brew­
er’s yeast in its regular form or in 
tablets is sometimes effective in re­
lieving pain, because this in itself 
supplies the necessary amount of 
vitamin B'.

It might well be said, of course, 
that infection—undiscovered—may 
be the cause of the pain, as infec­
tion uses up oxygen needed by the 
body processes.

Cancer Is Curable 
If Treated in Time

I AST year a band of determined 
 ̂J women—The Women's Field 

Army—organized a campaign to tell 
(a) that cancer is a fatal ailment 
untreated, and (b) that “ cancer is 
curable" if treated in time.

So successful was last year's cam­
paign that many cases of women 
have been reported who discovered 
they had cancer after receiving the 
army's message, or, quite as im­
portant, who in finding they did not 
have cancer were freed from 
months and possibly years of worry.

That the determined effort of this 
army of women to save lives made 
a deep impression on thinking men 
and women is proved by the enact- j 
ment of the National Cancer Insti­
tute Bill of Congress, the founding 
of the Chicago Tumor institute and 
the establishment of the Child's 
foundation at Yale.
‘ Fight Cancer With Knowledge.’
The slogan of the army, which is 

the slogan of the American Society 
for the Control of Cancer, with head­
quarters at 1250 Sixth avenue, New 
York city, is “ Fight Cancer With 
Knowledge.” Seventy thousand lives 
might be saved each year if every 
man, woman and child knew the 
following "painless" signs of early 
cancer and, when they appeared, 
promptly visited a competent physi­
cian. These signals may not mean 
cancer but suggest an immediate 
examination.

1. Any persistent lump or thick­
ening, especially in the breast.

2 Any irregular bleeding or dis­
charge from any body openings.

3. Any sore that does not heal— 
particularly about the tongue, 
mouth or lips

4. Persistent ladigcstion, often ac­
companied by loss of weight.

9. Sudden changes in the form or 
rate of growth of a mole or wart.

ATTACK SOVIET IN SEPTF.MBFR
T f  Hitler succeeds in his boast re­

garding the conquest of Great Brit­
ain, next move on the Nazi time­
table is almost sure to be Russia. 
You can write it down as fairly cer­
tain that Hitler will invade the So­
viet around September 1.

There is one big reason for this— 
food. Europe is sure to be famine- 
stricken thia winter. The Polish 
wheat crop is bad; so are the Bal­
kan crops. The French will not ba 
able to reap much of a harvest. Den­
mark is already killing its cattle 
for lack of grain. Norway never 
was entirely self-supporting.

However, just across the Carpath­
ians lies one of the richest granaries 
in the world—the Ukraine. Its wheat 
crop this year, although not the best, 
will be sufficient to keep down a lot 
of anti-Nazi unrest in a hungry Eu­
rope. Hitler not only needs it, but 
long ago announced in that infalli­
ble document, Mein Kampf, that he 
will take it.

Obviously Stalin knows this. That 
is why he has sent tremendous re­
inforcements into the Baltic states 
of Estonia, Latvia and Lithuania. 
That also is why he has edged his 
borders across Bessarabia up to the
Carpathian mountains.

• • •
RIBBENTROP WARNING

Key to Hitler’s Russian policy was 
contained in a cable received here 
in diplomatic code which told of the 
great numbers of Red troops crowd­
ing into Lithuania, and how the Lith­
uanian minister in Berlin reported 
this to Foreign Minister von Rib- 
bentrop. He said, among other 
things, that Red troops from as far 
away as Siberia had entered Lithu­
ania, and asked Ribbentrop’s advice 
as to what his government should do.

"Don’t do anything.”  Ribbentrop 
advised, according to the cabled re­
port. “ After we finish with Great 
Britain we’ ll take care of them.”

• • •
RADIO SPIES

Five hundred men are being add 
ed to the staff of the Federal Com 
munications commission to do a job 
of wartime counter-espionage of a 
type never done before in our en­
tire history.

For this war presents a problem 
that was not known in World War I. 
Widespread use of radio makes pos­
sible the transmission of spy mes­
sages or interference w'ith U. S. gov­
ernment messages by spies.

To prevent this, the FCC intends 
to police the ether waves. Us­
ing an allotment of $1,600,000 from 
the defense appropriation, they will 
expand the field force sufficiently to 
monitor radio messages 24 hours a 
day in all parts of the country.

If it is suspected that an unli­
censed operator is sending messages 
from a certain section, the monitors 
move in w'ith mobile equipment and 
start their detection.

Through the triangulation method, 
they pick up the beam of the pirate 
radio, and track it to the house of 
origin. If it is a large building— 
office building or apartment house— 
they prowl around with a detection 
apparatus strapped to the waist, 
which, like a witch’s crooked stick, 
gives the signal when the vital spot 
is reached.

Meantime, the FCC requires that 
persons licensed for radio transmis­
sion give proof of American citizen­
ship. Also it forbids amateurs to 
broadcast outside the U. S., and 
warns all operators to stop useless 
chatter by wireless.

Note—There are 55,000 licensed
radio amateurs in the United States.

• • •
LOVES HOT AIR

Summer heat has come to Wash­
ington, but the President's only air- 
conditioning method is to take off 
his coat and hang it over the back 
of a chair.

The executive offices of the White 
House are air-conditioned, but the 
President will have none of it in his 
office. He keeps the vents turned 
off and opens the French doors look­
ing out on the rose gardens and the 
south grounds. This, and the coat 
removal, are enough for him.

In the White House proper, sepa­
rate air-cooling units have been es­
tablished in the various rooms. (This 
was preferred to air-conditioning, so 
as to avoid tearing out walls to in­
troduce new vents.) But the Presi­
dent at first declined to have even a 
cooling unit in his rooms.

Finally he was persuaded to ac­
cept it, with the understanding that 
it would not be turned on when he 
was there.

The same is true of the Presi­
dential yacht, Potomac. Air-condi­
tioning equipment has just been in­
stalled throughout the boat, but the 
President insists that it be turned 
off in his room.

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France Is Ninth U. S. Sends Newest Army Planes to Ford Plant 
Nation to Fall

Succumbs to Might of Nazi 
Army After 8 Others 

Had Given Up.

WASHINGTON. — France Is the 
ninth cation to succumb to the might 
of Germany in little more than two 
years.

The great Nazi offensive which 
culminated in the surrender was 
launched the day after the Germans 
completed their mop-up of Flanders 
with the capture of Dunkirk.

Nine days later Adolf Hitler’s iron 
legions marched into Paris and the 
swastika banners were unfurled 
over the Palace of Versailles. Within 
another two days the Germans had 
outflanked the famed Maginot line 
and the French were forced to aban­
don the $500,000,000 system of forti­
fications in which they had placed 
their supreme trust. The withdraw­
al was the beginning of the end for 
the armies of France.

The train of events which led up 
to the outbreak of war last Septem­
ber began on March 11, 1938, when 
German troops marched into Aus­
tria without opposition.

In March, 1939, Hitler, defying 
threats of British and French resist­
ance, took over Czechoslovakia with­
out firing a shot. On September 1. 
1939, he ordered his armies into 
Poland, again defying Britain and 
France, who proclaimed a state of 
war with Germany two days later.

The Germans required less than a 
month to overrun Poland. Warsaw 
fell on September 28 after a terrific 
siege that reduced the city to ruins.

Invade Norway April 9.
On April 9, after a winter of com­

parative inactivity, the Germans in­
vaded Norway and Denmark, meet­
ing no resistance in the latter coun­
try. On May 10, they invaded the 
Netherlands, Belgium, and Luxem­
burg.

Holland capitulated in four days, 
and Belgium gave up the struggle 14 
days later, on May 28, paving the 
way for the final defeat of the allied 
armies in Flanders and the pulveriz­
ing German march on Paris.

The rapidity with which the Nazi 
blitzkrieg methods accomplished the 
downfall of France amazed military 
experts, who before the war had 
rated the French army as the best 
in the world.

Most observers believe the French 
made their gravest mistake in im­
posing too great confidence in the de­
fensive strength of the Maginot line 
and in failing to adapt their strate­
gy to the German methods of light­
ning warfare.

The maximum strength of the 
French army at the outset of the 
war was estimated at 6,000,000 men, 
including the air force. The latter 
was acknowledged to be far inferior 
numerically to the German air arm, 
which generally was considered the 
most powerful in the world.

69 Millions in Empire.
France has an unestimated num­

ber of troops under arms in the Near 
East and in its African possessions. 
Whether they will continue to fight 
and what will become of French ter­
ritories overseas is a matter of spec­
ulation.

France itself has an area of 212,- 
659 square miles and a population of 
42,000,000. Its colonial empire em-

Find Most Powerful Germ
Killer in Garden Soil

PHILADELPHIA— You can go out 
in your back yard and dig up mate­
rial for the most powerful germ- 
killer known to science, according 
to a Franklin institute micro-biolo­
gist.

The new drug was described as a 
gray, powdered substance derived 
from harmless vegetable micro-or­
ganisms found in the ordinary gar­
den soil. But it can kill hosts of 
virulent, disease-causing bacteria, 
such as pneumococci, streptococci, 
staphylococci and anthrax. Dr. J. 
C. Hoogcrheide, of the institute re­
vealed.

Dr. Hoogerheide isolated the drug, 
known only as III, after three years’ 
work in the institute's biochemical 
research foundation.

Institute spokesmen stressed the 
fact that HI has not been tried in­
ternally on human patients pend­
ing further research. One physi­
cian reported, however, that he 
used solutions of the new drug to 
clear up infected wounds and treat 
cases of gangrene.

U. S. STARTS USK OF LONG RANGE WEATHER FORECASTING
WASHINGTON -T h e  U S weath­

er bureau is all set to start forecast­
ing weather a week in advance un­
der a system developed by Ameri­
can meteorologista.

The start of long-range forecast* 
on a nation-wide scale is scheduled 
to be made within a few weeks, in 
collaboration with the Massachu­
setts Institute of Technology at 
Cambridge, Mass.

Weather data from all parts of the

nation will be gathered by the 
weather bureau and charted for Dr. 
H. C. WiUette of M 1. T He will 
prepare the forecasts in collabora­
tion with weather bureau meteor­
ologists.

These forecasts will be sent twice 
a week—each for seven days in ad­
vance—to weather bureau stations 
throughout the country. Local fore­
casters will check the forecasts and 
make any necessary changes for )»

cal conditions before Issuing them.
"The value of such long range 

forecasts to agriculture, aviation 
and other industries will be tremen­
dous, probably running into million* 
of dollars a year,”  F. W. Reich* 
elderfer, chief of the weather bu­
reau, said.

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European War 
Reduces Farm  

Export Market
Federal Government Plans 

To Cushion Effect on 
Agriculture.

WASHINGTON—Plans to over­
come the unfavorable effect of the 
war upon American agriculture are 
being drawn up by the federal gov­
ernment through the office of for- 
eign agricultural relations.

While the war has been hurting the 
farmers, agricultural department 
experts betieve that when peace is 
resumed, the after-effects will be 
far worse. They are convinced that 
farm prices will continue to suf­
fer unless the war lasts more than 
three years, when increased foreign 
buying will begin to bolster the mar­
ket

Complete governmental control of 
the economies of belligerents has 
marked the present conflict. The 
wars in Europe and in the Orient 
have assumed an economic charac­
ter through the widespread use of 
blockade and counter-blockade.

Blockade Closes Markets.
Allied naval blockade closed cen­

tral Europe’s markets to American 
goods German occupation of Po­
land, Norway, Denmark, Holland. 
Belgium and France, and the en- : 
trance of Italy into the war barred 
American products from almost the I 
whole of Europe Some of these na- ' 
tions had been among this country's 
best farm markets.

Agricultural exports were also se­
riously affected when the allies 
pooled their economic and financial 
resources and centralized purchases 
through a government commission. 
This effect was increased when Eng­
land shifted as much of her food pur­
chases to her dominions as was 
possible. She took this step to save 
her foreign exchange for the pur­
chase of war necessities.

Bsitish imports of cotton and 
wheat—this country’s two principal 
export crops—has dwindled greatly.

Secretary of Agriculture Henry A 
Wallace estimates that exports of 
American agricultural products in 
the fiscal year which began July I 
will at least 30 per cent below last 
year. This will mark an 80 per cent 
decrease below the level attained 
in the first World war.

England's Market.
Continuation of the war through ! 

1942 may force Great Britain to j 
purchase a larger proportion of her I 
agricultural supplies from the Unit- | 
ed States. The agricultural depart- ; 
merit warns, however, that by this 
time the belligerents would be ap­
proaching financial exhaustion. 
American agricultural products 
would be needed, but nobody could 
pay for them.

"It  appears likely that both bel­
ligerents and neutrals will find it 
advisable or necessary to continue 
many of the economic controls es­
tablished during the war,”  the de­
partment added

American trade can be recon­
structed after the war only so far as 
a way is found to finance the trans­
actions Foreign countries can pur­
chase American products only by 
exchange of goods or through the 
shipment of gold to this country.

The department points out that 
use of gold will be difficult because 
the United States has most of the 
world's supply

Australia to Spw<l 
Plane Production,

Trainin'* of Pilots
CANBERRA, AUSTRALIA — A 

program for making Australia one | 
of the front rank world air powers 
by March, 1943, has been announced ' 
by Prime Minister Robert G Men- 
zies.

It involves an increase of 11 times 
the present program for training 
pilots, observers, gunners and air­
craftsmen and an increase of seven 
times in the present program for the 
production of aircraft.

This would give Australia by the 
time the program is in full opera­
tion in March, 1943, a total aviation 
personnel of 37,473 and an air force 
of about 2,000 planes With the pro- i 
gram and production then in full op­
eration. Prime Minister Menzies be 
lieves that Australia can increase 
the air force each year until it ranks 
with the most powerful air nations 
in the world.

Large Gain This Tear.
Under the program as launched, 

Australia will have 28.500 trained 
men. consisting at crews, pilots and 
ground personnel by June. 1941 By 
June. 1942. an additional 18.012 will 
have been trained and by March, 
1943. when the entire program will 
be in full operation, an additional 
10,961 will have been trained, giv­
ing Australia an aviation personnel 
of 37,473. which will be maintained 
thereafter

For carrying out the program 
there will be installed as rapidly as 
possible three initial ground training 
schools. 10 elementary flying train­
ing schools; four air observers' j 
school*, four bombing and gun 
nwry schools; four wireless opera­
tors' schools, and two air naviga 
Uon schools

Men*tea announced that this rapid

Can Baby Elephant Survive? 
Asks Science as Birth Nears

CHICAGO, ILL.—Naturalists 

have their eyes turned toward 
Brookfield zoo, near Chicago. 
For there some time during 
August or September, a baby 
elephant is expected to be born.

This is a big event, not only 
because of the principals in­
volved, but because it may pro­
vide the answer to a riddle that 
has puzzled scientists for gener­
ations. Will the baby pachyderm 
thus born in captivity live and 
be successfully reared to adult­
hood?

Never before in the United States 
has a baby elephant survived in­
fancy. So, as the keepers at the 
zoo are preparing the colossal ob­
stetrical ward for Nancy, a buxom, 
five-ton Ceylonese elephant, scien­
tists are asking each other what are 
the chances of her offspring grow­
ing up into a fine, strapping pachy­
derm.

Based on experience tables, these 
chances seem rather dim. Four 
times before in history in this coun­
try a female elephant has labored 
and brought forth young. Four times 
did she attempt to murder her calf 
and then savagely refuse to nurse 
it. Four times did the baby jumbos 
die after a short and pathetic exist­
ence. The mother in each of these 
cases was Princess Alice, an ele­
phantine trouper with the Sells-Flo- 
to circus of a generation ago.

Tragic Jinx?
But will the tragic jinx that fol­

lowed Princess Alice also pursue 
Nancy?

Not necessarily, says Robert 
Bean, curator of mammals at the 
Brookfield zoo.

"In the case of the previous four 
births," he said, "because the same 
mother bore all four calves, it is 
possible that she was an exception 
which might not occur again. She 
evidently had some idiosyncrasy that 
made motherhood murderously dis­
tasteful to her Her experience does 
not necessarily mean that all fe­
male elephanw would behave the 
same way It is a matter of record 
that one elephant calf was born 
and successfully reared in a Berlin, 
Germany, zoo. The same thing 
might occur at the Brookfield zoo.

“ It is well known, however, thst 
some species of elephants do not re­
produce m captivity. Because of 
the extrerrw rarity of elephant births 
their reaction cannot be predicted.

Nancy Is Docile.
"Nancy, unlike her predecessor. 

Princess Alice, is a docile animal. 
She is only 24 years old, or much 
younger than Alice We are pre­
paring to take every precaution to 
prevent accidents from marring a 
successful birth Nancy wiU be 
given every encouragement possi­
ble to be a normal mother. She 
will not be separated from the oth­
er elephants unless it becomes abso­
lutely necessary.

"We hope that accustomed sur­
roundings will have a calming ef­
fect and induce Nancy to assume 
her motherly duties toward her baby 
at once

" I f  she refuses, however, the lit­
tle calf will be fed cows' milk. We 
believe this will be a successful di­
etary procedure if the young ele­

phant is closely watched for adverse 
effects.”

So, in the weeks to come, the an­
swer will be found to the question 
whether a baby elephant can sur­
vive infancy in America. If the an­
swer is yes. then a new trend will 
begin.

But if the answer is no, then the 
story of Princess Alice may be re­
peated. That story made newspaper 
headlines before and during the 
World war. It was immortalized In 
a chapter in Bene Fowler’s book, 
"Timberline.”

First In United States.
It was on a spring afternoon in 

1912, near the close of the matinee 
that Princess Alice delivered the 
first baby elephant ever born in 
America. Fred Ailspaw, the circus 
elephant trainer and his sides, were 
midwives. As a precaution during 
labor, they pulled a burlap sack 
over her eyes. But once the infant 
was born, things began to happen.

"The nearness of humans enraged 
the mother," writes Fowler. "She 
lowered her great head, flexed her 
wrinkled knees and then rolled upon 
her baby, with intent to kill. Alispaw 
tried to reassure her, to implore Al­
ice to rise of her own free will. Her 
answer was a lashing blow of the 
trunk, knocking the trainer a full 20 
feet across the sawdust floor.

"She had shaken off the burlap 
blinder, glimpsing her 180-pound son 
afresh and renewing the murderous 
attack. Attendants used wooden bars 
as levers to pry her heaving belly 
from the squealing newcomer They 
applied elephant hooks to her defi­
ant trunk and brought other per­
suasive instruments into play. Fi­
nally the hysterical mother reared 
to fight off the men, and now they 
dragged the bewildered, half-suffo­
cated calf to safety. He stood as 
though puzzled by a world which 
greeted strangers with such sudden, 
ugly brutality."

Description of Calf.
The calf, relates Mr Fowler, 

looked like a "fatigued ant-eater, 
was pink all over and had a trunk 
six inches long. Black hairs bristled 
from his blushing hide. He w as 24 
inches high and 36 from tip to tail."

Zoologists everywhere were con­
cerned with the youngster's future. 
The mother refused to nurse it. She 
attempted to kill it when it ap­
proached. The baby was fed a mix­
ture of Jersey milk and condensed 
milk from a bottle. Two months 
after birth it fell ill and died. An 
autopsy revealed a putty-like sub­
stance in the calf's large intestines, 
indicating digestive faults.

Three times more within six years 
was this tragic story repeated Each ; 
time Princess Alice tried to crush 
her infant to death and each time 
attendants were able to save the calf 
after a tremendous battle. All of 
the baby elephants died within a 
few weeks from the same enuse: 
digestive disturbances.

Event Attracts Attention.
Twenty-two years have passed 

since the birth and death of the last 
baby elephant in America. Thus in­
terest inevitably centers on Nancy's 
approaching accouchement at the 
Brookfield zoo.

Whether it lives or not, Nancy's 
baby will be the hugeat ever born 
at the zoo. Although a hippopota­
mus weighs 4,000 pounds, its off­
spring weigh less than SO An ele­
phant calf tips the scales close to 
2C0 pounds and stands about three 
feet high.

If she 
relied on Mr. Bullitt, she missed the 
bus.

The lesson from France is not 
clear enough to learn but there is 
one lesson from the whole bloody 
mess that simply shrieks. No na­
tion can rely on any other and cer­
tainly not we on the British navy, 
or Latin America, or on anything 
but our own strength.

France created the "cordon sani- 
taire” —the ring of little nations like 
Poland, Czechoslovakia and Ruma­
nia, to keep Germany captive. She 
relied on them and they on her. She 
relied on the British navy. Britain 
relied on the French army. When 
Hitler began to show strength, 
France wanted to stop him. Britain 
wouldn’t play. When Mussolini hi­
jacked Ethiopia, Britain wanted to 
stop him. France wouldn’t play.
Both let Hitler and Mussolini build
up the strength to ravage the French 
and British reliance on little nations 
in the “ cordon sanitaire”  and their 
reliance on Britain and France.

• • •
One by one they fell. Britain and

France were helpless or unwilling 
to stop it. They are responsible for 
the threat to us today because,
finally, came the case of Poland. 
Britain and France at last were 
drowsily preparing. But neither was 
remotely ready. Nevertheless they 
shoved Poland into the guns. The 
case was weak Danzig was a Ger­
man city. The Polish corridor was 
a monstrosity. Furthermore, worst 
of all, Hitler wanted no war in the 
west, he was headed east and 
southeast.

France, under British pressure, 
joined in declaring war when Hitler 
marched. It was one of the greatest 
and most stupid blunders in history 
—if not the very greatest. It forced 
Hitler to turn to the west. The re­
sult already has been the destruc­
tion of six small neutral nations— 
and the French empire. It terri­
bly threatens the British empire. It 
threatens us.

Recriminations have already be­
gun. We hear that France didn’t 
want to go to war and Britain forced 
her—that the French government 
didn't want to abandon the defensive 
and plunge into the disastrous Bel­
gian pocket—that Britain forced it 
and didn’t support it. The facts 
aren’ t clear. But the blunders are. 
They shout their lessons to us. Don’t 
6tart anything you can’t finish. Get 
fully ready before you start slapping 
down ears. Don’ t rely on anybody 
but yourself. Don’t push other na­
tions into warlike positions to de­
fend yourself.

• • •
In this blundering diversion of 

Hitler to our direction when he 
might have gone eastward to wear 
himself out in battle with the bear 
of Russia, we are not blameless. We 
supported and encouraged it moral­
ly. Part of the argument to bring 
France in was that only if she 
were in war could she be sufficiently 
unified and mobilized for war, and 
that if she did get in she would 
have time to get ready afterward. 
Exactly that is being said to us in 
this country today. There is anoth­
er way to say it. It is "Get a dic­
tator.”

Step by muddled step we have fol­
lowed blundering European war pol­
icies. We are still following them. 
Our two new war cabinet members 
believe in doing that. That is why 
they were chosen. Our greatest need 
is new and competent leadership- 
before it is too late.

WANTED: A PRODUCTION MAN

Industrial mobilization isn’t just 
madly appropriate billions.

Billions are necessary, but suc­
cess is threatened if they are thrown 
away. Contracts with suppliers are 
necessary, but they are no good if 
they don’t result in swift and ac­
ceptable production so regulated 
that all the separate parts come to 
the assembly line properly timed to 
all other deliveries and with no 
spoiled work or parts that do r.ot fit.

I doubt if we are giving enough 
attention to either one of these prin­
ciples. There is too much ballyhoo 
about billions It tends to pacify the 
demand of the people for drive and 
effectiveness.

This column began insisting years 
ago that we call in Bill Knudsen— 
but not In his present job of pass­
ing on and clearing contracts

What this situation needs is a 
great production man and Bill is 
the best we have. He may be good ; 
at contracts, but If he is it's just 
luck That has not been his life's 
work There are many men more 
expert in contracting

What he should be doing is fitting 
army design and specification to ci­
vilian manufacture to insure the 
speediest, best, and moat economi 
cal production.

walked right into the part without 
taking olf his hat. As he retires as
professor of journalism at Columbia 
university, after more than 50 years 
of practicing and teaching journal­
ism, he still commands affection and 
respect from his one-time proteges, 
an emotion somehow filial, and 
somehow belonging in that nostal­
gic picture which the late Clarence 
Day and Mr. Lindsay and Russell 
Crouse have recreated for the stage.

They used to set the type for the 
old Evening Sun in the local room. 
Charles A. Dana ordered some lino­
type machines, found workmen de­
livering them to the World instead, 
got into a row about it and said to 
tlie devil with the whole business, 
or words to that effect. At any 
rate this classic of newspapers for 
many years thereafter kept clear of 
■ 11 technological entanglements, in­
cluding typewriters.

Dr. Cooper's spouting mus­
tache was electrified during the 
ordeal of getting out the paper. 
Reporters used to say it was like 
sensitive antennae, catching im­
pulses out of the air. This was 
the only way they could explain 
his way of spotting a red-hot 
news story in some bit of trivia, 
moving across his desk. They 
called him "The Human Sieve.’ ’ 
That was due to his trick of 
sifting bugs, libel suits, and slop­
py writing out of a piece of copy 
with a swift slash of his pencil. 
When a reporter was beaten on a 

story, or made a serious error, or 
otherwise offended. Dr. Cooper 
would clutch both sides of his desk, 
lean back, close his eyes and howl. 
And when one of the boys really 
put something over (it had to be 
good) Dr. Cooper would croon and 
cluck over him affectionately.

He was always yelling for 
copy and the boys, if the story 
was hot, had to write it in short 
takes. There was always a bliz­
zard of copy paper loose in the 
city room. As press time came 
near there were yells, bleats, 
running foot-beats and a bed­
lam which could be heard all up 
and down Park Row. Out of 
all this came a paper as cool 
and neatly fashioned as a daisy 
in the meadow—human, subtle, 
civilized and deftly done. The 
noise, smells of ink, grease and 
tobacco, and above all. Dr. 
Cooper’s rip-snorting energies 
seemed to make a formula for 
newspaper “ oomph.”
Dr. Cooper, short and stocky, 

with his bright brown eyes alert and 
narrowly focused behind his glasses, 
joined the Sun staff as a reporter 
in 1889, after a year with the Hart­
ford (Conn ) Post. He was with the 
Sun 24 years as city editor, news 
editor, assistant managing editor 
and managing editor. He retired to 
become a teacher of journalism in 
1919.

Rounding 74, Dr. Cooper never 
moans over the good old days, and 
has no regrets for the passing of 
personalized journalism. He thinks 
newspapers of today are doing a 
better job than their predecessors. 
Among his colleagues were Arthur 
Brisbane, Richard Harding Davis, 
Woodford Patterson, now secretary 
of Cornell university, Nelson Lloyd, 
O'Neill Sevier, George Cartaret, 
Stephen French Whitman, Homer 
St. Gaudens and a score of other 
long-remembered names.
