empowered the Austrian premier to adjourn parliament and 
forthwith inauKurate measures to render impossibie the re­
sumption of its activities, a Vienna dispatch says.

A statement published jn Vienna indicates that the 
closure of parliament is doe to the seriousness of the food 
situation. The Statement says: >

FIRE THERE IS BUT LIT­

TLE ACTIVITY.

AMERICANS ARE SHELLED
Large Part of the Southern Area In 

the Arraa Sector Has Been Tok­
en Over by Canadian Foreas.

The war situation of today la sum­
marized by Tho Aaeociated Proea to­
day as follows;

Germany's horde# are still In 
check. Neither in Flandere nor In 
Picardy nor along the Important Arroe 
geetpr, hoe the enemy renewed his at­
tacks In force and he hat not reoctcl 
against the gain made north of the 
Somme by the Australians In which 
more than 200 prisonere were cap­
tured.

On both battle fronts, however the 
artillery fire has been most Intense 
and the German atack can not much- 
longer be delayed if the enemy hopov 
to lake advantage of whatever damage 
has been done to the Allied positions 
by thu besry bombardments carried 
out by hla guns atnee the repulse 
north of Mont Kemmel. more than a 
week ago. The grealcst German ar 
Ullery activity has been on the north­
ern naif of the Flsndi ra front an.l 
south of the Somme to below the 
Avie In IMcardy.

Anicrican troopa in Ihetr posltlnna 
south of the Somme have boon sun- 
Jected to Intense artillery fire the en­
emy using more than 15,000 shells, 
mostly gas In a short pi'riod. Tbero 
have liecii no signe of a German in­
fantry attack against the Amerirans 
who confidently await tbe first signs 
of reawakened activity.

Canadians Taka Over Line.
A large part o f the southern end cf 

the important Arras sector has be*n 
taken over by Canadian troops wno 
ilso are being visited by a storm of 
German thclls. FVench generals be­
lieve the Germans may attack aimul- 
taneoualy on the FlanduTe. Arraa an-1 
Amiens fronts In an effort to push 
thu Allies bark In one mighty bio v. 
1'he bill positions however, are held 
oy the Alllea and their guna dominate 
the Germans all along the line.

The Austro Hungarian blow agmlnat 
Ihe tlalian front haa not developed. 
Rome reiiortf only moderate artillery 
fire along most of the front from Swit­
zerland to the Adriatic and no Infan­
try activity. The Anstriana. howev- 
« r. may b** waIGng for the most fav­
orable moment, probably the renewal 
of the German drive In France.

OPPOSES CONFERENCES
WITH HUN LABORERS

lx>ndon. May 7 . - George B Roberts 
minister dt Isbor, sneaking at Norwich 
vesterdsT declared ne wot still otrong- 
ly optiosed to any conferences with 
the laboring claas of Germany. He 
mentioned Ihe arrival In England last ■ 
week of representotlvea of the Amer­
ican Federation of laibor. These men 
he said hsd come to England with 
very definite Instructlona to resist ev­
ery n.sneuver to bring the minto con­
tact with enemy clUicns.

The minister said he could not dlf- 
terenltlate between one class or party 
In Gormany and another The German 
eocial democrats, he said changed ac- 
c«.nllng to the course of the war. 
V.'hen ihlngi seemed to be going well 
for tbe Germans they talked of Indem­
nities, but when things were leas hope- 
bil thelv atomachs contracted and their 
consciences exiianded'and they began 
to talk peace.
