THE PHONE LINES into 
Washington D.C. were clogged 
with 500,000 calls last week as 
half a million people called in, five 
to one against the President's 
proposal for lifting the ban on gays 
in the military. 

Probably as big as the gay is-
sue, is the question "Will the peo-
ple's voice make a difference?" 
During election campaigns, the 
politicos are vitally interested in the 
opinion of us common folks. But 
we usually notice a big difference in 
attitude once they've gotten settled 
into those plush Washington 
offices. The opinion changes al-
most immediately from. . ."We in-
vite your input on these issues" to 
. 	."We experts are the only ones 
qualified to make the decisions." 

A good example of this is the 
answer given by Texas State 
Senator Temple Dickson to a 
constituent who complained to him 
about a piece of proposed legis-
lation. Dickson replied "You don't 
seem to have enough sense for me 
to waste my time on." (Newsweek, 
Jan. 11, 1993) This is similar to 
the response that Bill and I received 
several years ago from Senator 
Lloyd Bentsen (now Secretary of 
the Treasury) when we were urging 
our elected officials NOT to give 
away the Panama Canal. 

Most of us realize that the "gays 
in the military" thing is just a 
smokescreen to divert our attention 
from the fact that nothing is being 
done about the economy. For that 
matter, gays have their own 
smokescreen and are experts at 
using it. The minute the AIDS 
topic comes up they start screaming 
about being discriminated against, 
their civil rights being violated, and 
how they can't help themselves 
because they were born homo-
sexual. Baloney! Masters and 
Johnson, the recognized experts on 
human sexuality, say there is no 
basis for the genetic theory of 
homosexuality. It is a learned 
condition. 

As a patron of the arts, I have 
personally known some very nice 
gay fellows and have nothing 

against them as individuals. To 
some degree, I can understand the 
need for creative-type people to 
express themselves in a non-
traditional manner as long as it does 
not harm others. But I am heart-
sick at the devastating effect the 
AIDS virus has had on the visual 
and performing arts in our society. 

On a recent Donahue show, sev-
eral gay people on the panel and in 
the audience insisted that AIDS is a 
heterosexual disease and has noth-
ing to do with an individual's 
sexual preference. Baloney, again! 
True, it has drifted into the main-
stream of society now, but the ho-
mosexual faction flatly refuses to 
accept the responsibility for bring-
ing this plague upon us in the first 
place. 

Your usual viral diseases do not 
pick and choose their victims ac-
cording to sex. So how do you ac-
count for the fact that 90 percent of 
all AIDS victims are male? Could 
it be because your average gay guy 
has 50 partners a year? This 
amounts to nearly one each week or 
about 1,500 in a lifetime. That's 
really spreading it around. 

Some AIDS victims have been 
refused medical insurance, admit-
tance to hospitals, long term care, 
etc. Be aware that once gays are 
openly in the military, the care of 
those who contract AIDS will au-
tomatically fall under the supervi-
sion of military hospitals and the 
taxpayers will be paying the bills. 

Even without AIDS, the gay 
faction, which amounts to only two 
percent of the U.S. population, 
accounts for 80 percent of all the 
other cases of sexually transmitted 
veneral diseases. And these are the 
people who are demanding that we 
"average" folks accept them without 
bias, recognize their so-called 
"marriages," let them serve openly 
in the military, and allow them to 
adopt children so they can have 
"families." Get real! 

I think we'd better keep those 
Washington phone lines very busy!

At least two couples in the 
Friona area attended the Super Bowl 
last weekend in Pasadena, 
California. 

Joe and Billie Tongate, and 
Jason and Jill Grimsley were 
among the 98,374 fans who 
watched the Dallas Cowboys 
manhandle the Buffalo Bills, 52-17, 
and bring the pro football title back 
to the state of Texas, where most 
folks feel it "rightly belongs." 

Tongate, a Cowboy fan 
for the past 30 years, says 
the trip to watch the 
Cowboys perform in the 
NFL's post-season classic 
was "The chance of a 
lifetime." 

Tongate's sister, Ginger Perkins, 
who lives in Beverly Hills, 
California, just "down the road" 
from the Rose Bowl, site of the 
game, secured tickets for him and 
his wife, and was responsible for 
the longtime Friona resident getting 
to see his first Super Bowl game in 
person. 

"She called me before the 
Cowboys played the Forty-Niners 
in San Francisco, and tried to get us 
to come out for that game.

Perkins had one line available 
for tickets, but lost it when her 
company offered them to Japanese 
businessmen. So, she managed to 
buy four tickets at a silent auction. 

"She wouldn't tell us how much 
they cost her. All we had to do was 
fly out there," said Tongate, 
assistant manager at Friona Wheat 
Growers. 

Tongate said the sister is about 
as big a "sports nut" as he is, 
having season tickets to the Los 
Angeles Raider games, and is also a 
season-ticket holder for a hockey 
team.

Researchers 
measured the subjects' UFOV with a visual attention analyzer, a 
computerized instrument that tests how fast the person sees something 
and reacts to it. The screening accurately identified risk and non-risk 
drivers in nearly 85 per cent of cases. 

Interesting result: many of the subjects who had "failed" the UFOV 
test had no record of reported accidents. Researchers suggest that older 
drivers with vision problems modify their driving habits, avoiding 
heavy traffic, night driving and such.

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Recipes Using Grapefruit 
By CARLA Mc10EOWN 

One of my most fond 
Christmas morning memories is of 
the huge bags of grapefruit that 
Santa Claus left beside the tree 
every year. We would eat grapefruit 
for weeks, it seemed. 

I still enjoy a fresh and tangy 
grapefruit sprinkled with just a 
touch of sugar. Of course, even as 
children, we learned that the prized 
grapefruit were Texas Rudy Reds. 

The red grapefruit originated in 
Texas. Today, there are several 
varieties of Texas red grapefruit, 
including the Rio Star and the 
Ruby-Sweet. 

Grapefruit are nutritious and 
low in calories. A typical red 
grapefruit has 37 calories, and each 
half provides 78 per cent of the 
U.S. Recommended Daily 
Allowance of Vitamin C. 
Grapefruit also is a good source of 
Vitamin A, potassium and dietary 
fiber. 

When measuring grapefruit, 
keep in mind that one medium 
grapefruit equals 2/3 cup juice, 1 
cup bite-sized pieces, 10-12 
sections, or 3-4 tablespoons grated 
peel. To get the most juice from a 
grapefruit, let it come to room 
temperature and roll it gently before 
squeezing. 

To section a grapefruit, cut off 
the ends of the grapefruit with a 
sharp, thin-bladed knife. Place the 
fruit flat side down and cut away the 
peel from top to bottom along the 
curve of the fruit. Remove all the 
white pulp. Cut down along one 
section to the center. Then, turn 
the knife sideways to loosen the 
section and lift out. Other sections 
will be easy to remove. 

Texas grapefruit are available 
from October through mid-May. 
When buying grapefruit, look for 
well-shaped, heavy fruit that is 
springy to the touch. Avoid 
grapefruit which is soft or dis-
colored at the end.

Annuity distributions appeal to 
some retirees because of the 
guaranteed income. Lump-sum 
distributions, however, are probably 
the more popular option. 

A lump-sum distribution is the 
payment of the entire balance of 
your retirement account in a single 
calendar year. Once you receive the 
distribution, you may either keep 
the money and do nothing (in 
which case taxes are due on the 
entire amount) or defer taxes by 
rolling part or all of the proceeds 
into an Individual Retirement 
Account (IRA). The rollover must

take place within 60 days of the 
date the distribution is received. 

Beginning January 1, 1993, 
lump-sum distributions will be 
transferable directly to an IRA • 
rather than the recipient having to 
take receipt of the distribution. In 
addition, employees who wish to 
take receipt of their lump sum as 
opposed to directly transferring it to 
another IRA qualified plan, must 
have at least five years of 
participation in the plan to do so. 
Finally, lump-sum distributions 
received after January 1, 1993, will 
be assessed a 20 per cent 
withholding tax if the distribution 
is paid directly to the individual. 
We will address these distribution 
changes in more detail after the first 
of the year. 

Because taxes are eventually 
due on retirement funds as money is 
withdrawn, some retirees elect to 
pay the taxes all at once and be 
done with it. There is possible 
special tax treatment associated 
with this choice, but the 
distribution must satisfy several 
criteria. Before making any 
decision to pay all taxes up front, 
talk to a knowledgeable tax 
professional and understand the 
consequences and your options.
