Allen remarked.

Bank credit cards came 
about as a result of iTanch 
banking, which Is permitted In 
several states, Allen pointed 
out. California’ s Bank of Am. 
erica began the Parvk- 
Amerlcard, and had It Inoper­
ation on a statewide basis by 
1959.

In 1963, there w re as n,any 
as 200 different kinds of bank 
credit cards. At the present 
time, there are two major 
cards, Allen said, the Hank- 
Amerlcard and Presto- 
Charge, which soon Is to be 
merged with Master-Charge.

The credit card approach 
benefits the merchant In that 
It gives him instant cash at 
the bank without sending out 
bills, Allen explained. T he 
participating merchant Is 
usually charged live per cent 
for this service, plus a small 
monthly rental on the card ma­
chine

Texas is among the states 
licensed to use the Bank \mcr- 
lcar !, and some neighboring 
cities have adopted the pro­
gram.
