Nutritionist Named ByJ
Ili-IYo; Production Set

Hl-Pro f eeds announced the 
employment this week of 1st.

nutrition. For the past three 
years, Furr has been superin­
tendent and in charge of beef 
cattle research at the Texas 
Technological College Re­
search Station at pantex.

Prior to holding the position 
with Tech, Dr. lu rr was in

charge of the I xtenslonServlce 
livestock progrant for th* state 
of Hawaii.

Dr. Furr has written more 
than 50 scientific publications 
In beef cattle nutrition. He will 
begin his duties loc ally on June 
2.

In announcing Furr's em- 
ployment, Davenport said *'V\e 
are very pleased to acquire 
the services of Dr. Furr, and 
we feel he has the experience 
and ability needed to aVq late­
ly service the feedlot and rom- 
merclal cattle feeders of this 
area.”

Furr said that his decision 
to leave the position wlth'Iexas 
Tech was a hard one, as he had 
enjoyed good relations with the 
a lminlstratlon, but that the op­
portunity afforded with the ul­
tra-modern Hl-Pro Feed Mill 
was too great to turn down.

Thank* also the the Friend* of the l Ibrary anil to all thoi<* 
working either as Individuals or through clubs and civic o r . 
ganizations.

At a point in the world’ s history where general knowle.ige 
Is doubling every seven years It would be unthinkable to 
deprive our children of any means of education.

The appreciation of public and private libraries Is by no 
means new.

The ancient Egyptians, Babylonians, and Greeks, to name 
only three empirea, had gathered great numbers of stone 
and clay tablets filled with Inscriptions.

Thousands of papyrus rolls w re stored in pyramids, 
temples and monastaries, thus preserving all manner of 
knowledge and thereby forming the nuclei of our present 
system of libraries.

Here In the United States libraries got the greatest boos: 
from Andrew Carnegie who gave sixty four million dollars 
toward the establishing of seventeen hundred libraries.

Carnegie was a poor Scottish Immigrant who earned only 
one dollar a week at his first Job In America.

In waging his own personal war on poverty he was greatly 
helped by the printed word.

Years later after he had amassed a vast fortune he demon­
strated his respect for all branches of learning by sharing 
his wealth with schools, colleges and organizations devoted 
to maintaining peace and good will among men.

The largest university library In the world Is that of Har­
vard.

Founded In 1638 by John Harvard, It was an oasis of learning 
In the raw colonies, but It was not the first in the new world.

Vny history of libraries Is the essence of history Itself and 
the first library in America w as part and parcel of the Fnglish 
settlement In Virginia.

• • • •
In May of 1611 Sir Thomas ! »ale came from England to be 

"High Marshall of Virginia."
For some months the settlers had realized that the swampy 

surroundings at Jamestown were unhralthful and l ale soon 
decided to move the village upstream a few miles to higher 
ground.

He chose a location where the James river makes a series 
of "ox-bow”  bends - on the map it looks like a snake crawling.

The land is sanity loam and In those days supported a good 
stand of tlml»er.

Across one short neck of land Dale caused a channel to 
be dug; thereby turning a peninsula Into an island.

The man In charge of the digging was from Holland - and of 
course his nickname was "  IXitch’ '.

The new channel became known as "Dutch's Gap", today It 
is the scene of extensive sand and gravel dredging operations 
and fittingly enough Is called IXitch Gap. (Those of you who 
have seer my collection of Indian artifacts may recall the 
largest of the spearheads -  It was found near IXitch Gap).

This new town of Dale’ s was to be Henrlcus In honur of 
Prince Henry, son of James 1st of i ngland.

It was well planned and fortified and contained a college 
(our nation’ s first) which In turn housed our original library

Sir Thomas’ plan would hsve worked real well - except 
for one thing!

The heathen redmen failed to appreciate his attempt to 
father { ngllsh domination of their hinting grounds - so they 
burned the whole deal and chased the settlers back to the 
swamps of Jamestown!

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Dear I dltor:

I would like to point out to 
you and to the citizens of Fri- 
ona a situation that is becom­
ing more serious every day. 
That is the speeding of cars 
and other vehicles down 5th 
Street, better known as the 
loop between Highway 60 
and 214.

The speed limit on this street 
is posted at 40 miles per ho.ir, 
but very few cars observe this 
speed limit. Most tend to go 
down the street at 60 or 70 
miles per hour Just as though 
they were on a regular hlghw ay. 
The large buses and trucks 
seem to be the worst at this, 
too. In the five years I have 
lived on this street I have only 
seen one car stopped by auth­
orities. Of course, there could 
have been others that I d in't 
see.

I would like to know why the 
speed limit on this residential 
street with 85 fam'lies living 
on it, some with sms 11 chil­
dren, can’ t have a speed limit 
of 30 miles per hour the same 
as main street. It would seem 
that a residential area would 
have ninny more opportunities 
for a young child to run out 
into the street than on the Main

Street of town. And 1 would 
like to see this speed limit 
enforced. Those of us living 
on 5th Street who have smsll 
children live in mortal fear of 
our little ones lives,

A little girl was killed on this 
street seven or eight years 
ago. Since then the area has 
been built up considerably, I 
certalrly hope that it won’ t 
take another such tragedy to 
wakt up the authorities that 
something must be done.

Ue who live on this street lose 
about one pet a week. Seldom 
does a week go by that there is 
not a dog or cat run over in the 
street. These are not Just 
the wild animals such as rab­
bits and skunks that are always 
found out on the highway. These 
are household pets, and every 
one that is killed is a sadness 
for some family on 5th Street. 
It Is not always possible for 
people to keep their pets out 
of the street. But they would 
have a better chance at life 
if the speed lim.'t were re­
duced to 30 mph and were en­
forced.

The Grain Sorghum pro- 
ducers Association Is contin­
uing Its search for ways to re­
tain Its markets for grain farm­
ers in the I uropean common 
market.

The threshold price that was 
instituted three years ago in the 
common market has virtually 
placed an embargo on L. S. 
grain sorghums Into 1 urope, 
they report.

GSf’ A president A.W. Anth­
ony Jr.of Frlona attended meet­
ings In Washington last week, 
it was reported. Purpose of 
these meetings were to explore 
ways of getting the P urope ana 
to remove this prohibitive 
threshold price on L.S. grain 
sorghum.

Anthony said, “ AAe feel that 
not only are we losing this 
market for L.S. grain sorghums 
but also that the 1 uropeans 
are being hurt becajse of the 
higher cost of their feei grain.

It costs them at least half 
again, if not double the amount 
that they normally would have 
to pay otherwise. Thus, mak­
ing the cost of their feed going 
into meat, milk, butter, and 
eggs cost considerably more 
and making It prohibitive for 
many of the I uropeans to buy 
as much of these products as 
they would like."

Anthony went on to say that 
the Grain Sorghum producers 
Association will continue its 
work to get the l uropear. com­
mon market officials to develop 
a more realistic threshold price 
relationship between L.S. corn 
and grain sorghum so that our 
grain sorghum can continue to 
move Into 1 urope.

The Frlona farmer and grain 
sorghum official stated that the 
.American farmer has probtbly 
lost about ten to fifteen cents 
per hundred on his ma*ket price 
the past two years because the

unrealistic 1 uropean common 
market threshold price has vir­
tually stopped all Amerlcanex- 
ports of grain sorghum to 1 ur­
ope.

•*We do not believe this Is 
fair to either the L.S. grain sor- 
ghum farmer or to the I ue- 
opean consumers. GSPA will 
continue to work on this prob­
lem until It Is corrected," An 
thony added.

Gov, Preston Smith has pre­
sented MsJ, Gen. Ross Ayers, 
ad^itant general of Texas, the 
l one Star Distinguished Serv­
ice Medal for "exceptionally 
outstanding service In a position 
of great responsibility."

Gov. Smith's citation, upon 
which the award of the medal 
was based, called attention to 
Ayers' command of the Guard’ s 
36th Infantry Brigade from 1965 
until early this year. I luring 
this period the unit completed 
an accelerated training, pro­
gram requiring double the nor­
mal training time of Guard 
units.

"Gen. Ayers virtually gave 
up his civilian occupation in 
order to accomplish the tre­
mendous task of welding to­
gether this new combat bri­
gade and to perfect its train­
ing,”  Gov, Smith said, " l  n-‘ 
der Gen, Ayers’ outstanding 
leadership, tills singularly dif­
ficult mission was accomplish­
ed on schedule.”

The 36th Brigade subsequent­
ly reached a levelof proficiency 
enabling It to conduct an ex­
ercise Involving the entire bri- 
gade--the first Army Guard 
origade-level exercise ever 
conducted.

Ayers and his 6.m*,i 
gun crew fired the first Amer­
ican artillery round on I uro- 
pean soil In World W ar II.

Fires don’ t just happen - 
they are caused, Joe Smetana, 
Safety Director of the Texas 
Farm Bureau, pointed out in a 
graphic fire demonstration held 
last Thursday at Friona High 
School. He went on to name the 
three causes for meat fires: 
"men, women and children.”

In the 45 minute program 
smetana used a variety of dem­
onstration equipment and ma­
terials placed on tables 16 feet 
In length to dramatize seven 
basic facts about fire. Its us -, 
and control: (1) what fire is; 
(2) how to control fires; (3) 
the fact that nothing is fire­
proof; (4y kitchen fires and their 
control; (5) fuel vapors (6) 
the power of petroleum pro­
ducts; and (7) household w lr- 
lng and overloaded electrical 
circuits.

Using a "fire  triangle 
board,”  Smetana Illustrated 
thit fire Is like a three-legged 
stool - It can’ t work with ont 
of the legs missing. T he"legs”  
fire depends on are: (1) fuel, 
(2) heat and (3) air. H» stated 
that In American hames these 
three things come together In 
deadly and destructive combin­
ation every 57 seconds - an 
average of 1,500 home fires 
every day, causing more than 
5,000 deaths In home fires ev­
ery year.

Creating quite a lo j j  ex­
plosion from one single drop

of gasoline, Smetana s:ate1thit 
one gallon of gasoline contains 
approximately 155,000 drops 
and under Ideal conditions, 
could produce an explosion 
force equal to the power of at 
least 30 sticks of dynamite.

After demonstrating how 
fires can be caused by over­
loaded electrical circuits and 
improper fusing, Smetana 
pointed out that many fires o ' 
this type are blamed on fajlty 
wiring. He suggested that 
"faulty thinking”  is involved 
more often than "fa ilty  
wiring.”  The demonstration 
was brought to Friona by the 
Parmer County Farm Bureau.
