What he probably didn’t know 
was that the group of football 
players he was addressing were 
pretty close to the same type 
he had at Texas Tech last fall.

The Chieftains, with no out­
standing individuals, could eas­
ily have been only 3 -7  for the 
year, but by determination they 
got their record into the winning 
ledger at 6 -4 . Most observers 
had privately said prior to the 
season that it would be a suc­
cessful year if the team won 
four games.

Tech’s Carlen; Rules 
Vital For Athletes

If you're not going to enforce 
your rules, you might as well 
not have any," Jim  ( 'arlen. head 
football coach at Texas Tech 
University told the first annual 
Frlona High School all-sports 
banquet last Sanirday night.

Carlen, who is noted as a 
stric t dlsclipllnarian as well 
as a highly successful college 
coach, spoke of the rules he 
maintained for the boys on foot­
ball scholarships at Texas 
Tech.

"W e don’t allow anysmoklng. 
drinking or the taking of drugs," 
Carlen said. He added that he 
urged his athletes to attend the 
church of their choice every 
Sabbath. Carlen is a worker 
in his church, and is an active 
member of the Fellowship of 
Christian Athletes.

The Red Raider gri dm aster 
warned against losing from 
within. "Many times a team 
whips itself, rather than the 
winning team whipping them,” 
he said. He said that by en­
forcing the rules he had set 
forth, he didn’t intend to have 
his teams "b ea t them selves.”

Carlen told the athletes to 
take with a grain of salt the 
people who clamor for success. 
“  1 hose who scream  the loud­
est for success are usually the 
least successful them selves," 
he said.

Some 200 athletes, their da­
tes, special guests and parents 
attended the banquet, and were 
served charcoal broiledsteaks.

P rior to Coach Carlen’s 
speech, Ralph Taylor, repre­
senting the Friona Booster 
Club, made the annual presen­

tation of the "Fighting Chief­
tain" award. Departing from 
custom, the award for the 1970 
season was presented to the en­
tire  team rather than singling 
out an Individual back and line­
man.

"W e felt that there were no 
individuals on the 1970 team. 
Fveryone played together, and 
we want the award to go to the 
team ," Taylor said.

Don Fortenberry served as 
m aster of cerem onies. Wesley 
Clark gave the Invocation Ja ­
mes Weatherly led the audience 
in the pledge of allegiance.

Sharon and Karen Crofford 
led the audience In the Star 
Spangled Banner.

Seek Better Prices

"F a rm e rs  can get any kind 
of price they want (for their 
products) once they get togeth­
e r . "

Those were the words of E r­
hard Phlngsten of Iowa, nation­
al vice president of the Nation­
al Farm ers Organization, as 
he spoketoa teglon-wide meet­
ing of NFO meml>ersandothers 
interested at a Monday night 
meeting in Bovina Schools au­
ditorium.

A crowd, estimated to 1* in 
the nelghliorhood of 500, was 
on hand to hear Phlngsten, 
considered to !>e an outstanding 
speaker. People attended from 
several nelgtilorlng counties as 
well as Parm er.

"The only way farm ers are 
going to get good prices is to 
go after them them selves,"the 
speaker told his attentive au­
dience.

He explained the danger of 
"b ig  business" taking over 
fam ily-size farms by [Minting 
out the possibility of having 
such corporations as "General 
Cattle, Stamiard Corn, United 
Milo and International Wheal" 
In control of Am erica's agri­
culture.

"T h is is  the way we're going 
now and how we can stop It is 
with det ent farm p r ic e s ,"  the 
Iowa farm er-farm  leader said.

"Even the sm allest farmer is 
as independent as a hog on Ice 
when lie's making money," the 
speaker said. But the situa­
tion is different when f a r m  
prices drop tielow the profit 
level, he indicated.

Invited to the meeting, which 

was preceded by a barbeque in 
the school cafeteria, were all 
farm ers and businessmen from 
the 18th Congressional Dis­
trict of Texas and neighboring 
New Mexico Counties.

Presiding at the meeting was 
Wayne Magness of Bovina, 
president of the Farmer County 
NFO. He introduced Phlngsten, 
who has iieen national vice 
president of the NFO since 
1963.

A new form of recreation ia 

growing in popularity in Frlona.
It Is flying, and Friona’s Pen 

ger Air Park is the center of 
all the activity.

1 lvle T . Jennings, owner of 
the local airport, noted this 
week that 36 persons had taken 
flying lessons In Frlona during 
the past six months.

Among the latest new private 
students at the airport are Red­
ge P riest, Dale ( ary. Jerry  
Rrownd, Floyd Rector, O.C. 
Mlnyen and George Rushing. Of 
this group. P riest soloed last 
Saturday,

Included In those who have 
taken private lessons during 
recent months are three who 
enrolled under the G1 program, 
which will pay 90 per cent of 
all the lesson costa for those 
discharged from the armed fo r­
ces after January SI, 1955 and 
with at least I8| days of active 
duty after that dare.

Airport officials point out 
that veterans esn receive $135 
per month for flying instruc­
tion, up to 18 months, or a 
maximum of $4680.00.

Private lessons available at 
the Friona airport include cou- 
raes for a private pilot’s li­
cense, com mercial pllot’a li­

cense. Instrument rating, 
multi-engine rating, flight In 
structor’s rating. Instrument 
flight Instructor, agricultural 
pilot, and airline transport pi­
lot.

As the instructor remarked, 
the local air school offers ev­
erything except for "g lid ers, 
helicopters and sea p lanes."

Chief Instructor at Benger 
Air Park la Hack Corbell, a 
professional for eight years who 
has been flying since he was 13. 
Corbell has an airline trans­
port rating.

Jennings serves as fill-in  
instructor, as does Charles 
Kirk.

The Frlona airport is one of 
the most modern In the coun­
try, It has a lighted and paved 
runway which Is 60 feet wide 
and 3500 feet long--quite a fa­
cility for a town the size of 
Friona. As a comparison, He­
reford, a city almost four 
times as large as Friona, haa 
4,000 feet of paved runway.

are based at Benger Air l ark, 
numbering over 20. Theae In 
elude nine planes belonging to 
the airport, from slngle-englnr 
two passenger planes to twin- 
engine six passenger aircrafts.

Also, there are seven spray 
planes, and four Individually 
owned planes. Individuals own­
ing * plane based at Benger Air 
Park are Paul Morgan.

Counting 
the ahop personnel, the airport 
employ* from eight to 14 pe­
ople, with the peak* coming 
during spraying season.

This year marks the 25th 
annlverssry for Jennings st the 
local airport. Carl Maurer 
established the airport in 1944. 
Jennings came first as an in­
structor, during s post World 
War II boom In flying interest. 
He later bec ame a partner with 
Maurer, and still later bought 
the airport outright.

The field Is named for Ira 
Benger, a Frlona pilot who was 
killed in a bomber crash at I I 
Psao during World War II. Ben­
ger wa* the son of M rs. John 
Benger of the Black Community.

Maurer put In the field o ri­
ginally to house a plane he own­
ed Jointly with some flying en­
thusiast friends. At that time 
there wa« no airport even at 
Hereford, and the flyers would 
hsve to base their plane either 
at Amarillo or Portales, 
because of government regu­
lations.

(Editor's note: Prentice 
L. M ills, manager of the 
Parm er County ASC5 of­
fice, this week released the 
details of the 1971 farm pro­
grams and the rules of par 
dclpatlon. M ills’ interpre­
tation of the programs 
follows).

If a farm is to participate 
in the cotton, wheat or feed 
grain program (s) this year, 
there are certain things that the 
farm operator is expected (re ­
quired) to do in order that the 
farm may be eligible for pro­
gram benefits. This is written 
to remind farm operators and 
landowners of these basic re ­
quirements. They are as fol­
lows:

F irs t, the farm operator must 
sign the farm up in the program 
(s) during the period March 1 
through April 9.

Second, there must be an 
acreage of land set-aside on the 
farm to satisfy the set-aside 
requirements for the programs 
In which the farm is p artic i­
pating. This set-aside acreage 
must be devoted to an approved 
conserving use: also, the farm 
operator is required to control 
erosion, weeds, insects and ro­
dents on this set-aside acreage.

Third, under the program (s) 
in which the farm is participa­
ting, the operator should make 
certain that his crop acreages 
meet the minimum planting re ­
quirements for payment and 
crop history purposes. Of cou­
rse , the crops must be planted 
and cared for in a workmanlike 
manner in order for the farm to 
be eligible for program bene­
fits.

Fourth, the farm operator Is 
required to measure his acre­
ages accurately and report the 
acreages to the Abcb otfue 
within the reporting period. 
Wheat acreages must be re­
ported by no later than May 1. 
Feed grain and cotton acre­
ages must be reported by no 
later than August 1. Note: Mea­
surement service (by ASC5 per­
sonnel) is available to those 
desiring same.

• • • •

acreage must be cropland that 
would produce a crop this year. 
If the set-aside acreage la not 
of average productivity for the 
farm , the farm 's program pay­
ments will be reduced to re ­
flect this. Here Is the way the 
payment reduction would be 
computed on a farm where the 
set-aside acres are considered 
below average for the farm. l et 
us use an example farm that 
has irrigated payment yields 
and the set-aside acreage is 
from dryland acreage. This 
ex snip le farm has a 100 a. r e  
feed grain base with 120 bushel 
(irrigated) payment yield es­
tablished. The set aside for the 
farm is 20 acres and is de­
signated on land that annot be 
Irrigated. The ASC County 
Committee establishes a dry 
land yield for the farm (grain 
sorghum) at AS bushels per si ­
re . The payment reduction in

this rase will be computed by 
multiplying 29< times the dif­
ference between the irrigated 
yield and the dryland yield and 
then multiplying the result by 
the 20 acre set-aside under the 
feed grain program. 120 bu. 
minus 35 equals 85 bu. differ­
ence. 85 bu. x 29g equals 
$24.65 per acre payment re ­
duction. 20 acres times $24.65 
equals $493.00 which is the total 
payment reduction under the 
feed grain program In this ex­
ample. This farm has a 45.0 
acre wheat allotment with a 44 
buahel (Irrigated) payment yi­
eld established. The set-aside 
Is dryland. The dryland yield 

for the farm is set at 18 bu. 
per acre. To arrive at the 
payment reduction under the 
wheat program, we multiply 80g 
times the difference between 
the irrigated and dryland yields 
and multiply the result by the 
acres set-aside under the wheat 
program. This being 33.7 ac­
re s . 44 minus 18 equals 26, 
26 times 80 equals $20.80 per 
acre payment reduction. 33.7 
acres times $20.80 equals $700 
96 payment reduction under the 
wheat program. This farm has 
a 30 acre cotton allotment with 
550 lb. per acre irrigated yield 
and a 6 acre set-aside require­
ment. The set-aside la desig­
nated on dryland and the dry­
land yield la set at 150 lbs. per 
acre . The payment reduction 
for cotton is at the rate of 5< 

per pound on the difference 
between the irrigated and dry­
land yields for the farm. 550 
lbs. minus 150 lbs. equals 400 
lbs. 400 lbs. times Sg equals

$20.00. 6 acres times $20.00
equals $120.00 payment reduc­
tion under the cotton program 
on this farm . Therefore, the 
total farm reduction (under the 
three programs) for having dry­
land set-aside acres would be 
$1313.9ti.

In the above example we talk 
of the difference between ir r i ­
gated and dryland: however, 
there are cases where the set-

aside may be irrigable and still 
be considered less productive 
than average for the farm. In 
these cases the farm payments 
will be reduced to reflect the 
difference In productivity of the 
lands Involved. I et us urge 
anyone that has s question about 
the farm programa to visit their 
ASCS office. The people work­
ing there will be glad to assist 
with your questions.

Wheat Referendum And 
Hoard Election Slated

John C. White, Commission­
er of Agriculture, today certi­
fied the Texas W hett Producers 
Association to conduct a re fe r­
endum and producer board el - 
ecdon In 34 Texas Counties un­
der provisions of the Agricul­
tural Commodity Act of 1969 
according to BUI Nelson, TW P A 
Kxecudve Vice president of 
Amarillo.

The certification author Ires 
the association to sponsor and 
conduct a referendum whereby 
producers of wheat In the de­
signated area vote on a propo­
sition of self assessment not to 
exceed five mills per bushels 
for research , market develop­
ment, disease and Insect con­
trol and more efficient produc­
tion and marketing practices for 
wheat. A referendum has been 
set by the Association for Tues­
day, May 11, according to Leo 
Wltkowskl of Hereford, TWPA 
farm er-elected  president.

Wltkowskl said that at the 
same time of the assessment 
referendum, an election will be 
held to elect a 9-member pro­
ducer board to administer the 
program and direct the use of 
funds generated. Any producer 
may have his name placed on 
the ballot for election to the 
producer board by having his 
request signed by ten other 
producers and submitting it to 
the association thirty (30) days 
prior to the election.

Wltkowskl said that Texas is 
now eighth In wheat production, 
but Is one of the only major 
wheat states that has not had a 
producer funded promotion and 
development program. He said 
that now producers will have an 
opportunity to Initiate such ac­
tivity In an all-out unified effort 
to increase individual growers 
Income, by a yes vote.

The Texas Wheat producers 
Association was founded in 1950

and has since been funded and 
directed by producers In the 
High Plains and Rolling Plains 
areas that produce over 75 per 
cent of the States wheat.
