petition against Safeway Stores,
Inc., which is scheduled for trial 
in Federal Court at Abilene during 
the next term which begins April 
11, with Judge T. Whitfield David­
son presiding. The petition asks 
damages of $166,000 and seeks an 
injunction to prevent the reduction 
of food items below wholesale cost.
Plaintiffs in the suit include 157 
retail grocers of thh area, who 
charge that Safeway Stores started 
a price war in Abilene on Feb. 1,
1955. This price discrimination, the 
petition charges, has created a 
monoply in the sale of groceries in 
the Abilene area for the purpose of 
decreasing competition and elim­
inating competitors.

While this price war is taking 
place only in the city of Abilene, the 

' plaintiffs include a large number of 
towns in this area with local gro­
cers Oscar Koenig, I N. Riley, S.
N. Foster, W. T. Cox, Happy How­
ell and Fonia Worthy listed as
plaintiffs in the suit.

But speaking of the abnormal 
weather, I  believe it’s the only 
kind we ever have, or ever have 
had. People talk about the weath­
er getting back to normal, like 
they talk about times getting 
back to normal, but I  have al­
ways taken the position that 
whatever weather or whatever 
times we had, that was normal, 
as abnormal as they seem. _

People talk about when world 
conditions get back to normal, but 
I ’m afraid if they look hard 
enough at history they’ll find 
times always have been normal, 
regardless of how rocky things 
were. If there ever was' a time 
when the world didn’t have some 
kind of a crisis on its hands, when 
it wasn’t on the brink of some­
thing or other, I  haven't heard 
about it.

Austin—Two big proposals for the 
state’s water conservation program 
won in the Senate.

One is Sen. Dorsey Hardeman’s 
$100 million state bond issue for 
aid to local projects. I t calls for 
a constitutional amendment vote in 
September. The other is an enabling 
bill to start operations if and when 
the amendment is passed.

House sponsors on this, and on 
the Parish $200 million bond bill 
to aid local projects have delayed 
calling for final action. They don’t 
think they have enough votes.

Tax Blank
An openly hostile revenue and 

taxation committee shunted Rep. 
Jerry Sadler’s $160 million-a-year 
gas processing tax bill to sub-com­
mittee.

It would levy a 1-cent tax on 
all Texas gasoline and repeal the 
4-cent gas sales tax. Opponents said 
it would bring a 19 cent cut in crude 
oil prices, costing Texas $190 million 
a year.

The committee left buried tha 
two bills embodying Gov. Shiver’s 
original tax program. It included a 
2-cent hike in the 4-cent gas tax 
and a 1-cent boost in the 4-cent 
cigarette tax.

This confirmed last week’s report 
that administration forces had 
abandoned the two single-shot rev­
enue bills and pinned new hopes on 
Revenue Chairman Stone’s omni­
bus bill. I t would permit increases 
in any of the 100-odd present taxes..

The billion and a half dollar 
House general apjlropriation bill 
(for two years) was passed by the 
Senate which substituted its own 
version.

When the House refused to con­
cur in Senate changes, the way was 
opened for a joint conference com­
mittee to -resolve the differences. 
Lieut. Governor Ramsey has named 
five Senators to the Committee and 
House Speaker Jim Lindsey five.

Delaying Action
Special session speculation again 

comes up.
Sen. Jimmy Phillips saw his fili­

buster record fall this week to Sen. 
Wayne Wagonseller.

Liwe Phillips, however, Wagon- 
seller lost his battle. As soon as he 
stopped talking, the Senate tenta­
tively approved the bus registration 
fee measure he was fighting.

When it was all over, weary Sen-' 
ators discovered the marathon talks 
had killed two full “House bill”

periods in the Senate, with only one 
House bill passed in two weeks.

Observers saw that, with Shivers’ 
entire program still hanging fire, 
and four more Wednesday fili­
busters in the Senate capable of 
killing all of it, a new switch in ad­
ministration strategy might be pos­
sible.

Thought was that Gov. Shivers 
might ask the Legislature to lay 
aside the tax bill and the appropria­
tions whopper, and pass other legis­
lation before theoretical adjourn­
ment May 11.

That would mean his calling a 
special session on taxes and the 
appropriation bill. Appropriations 
must be in effect Sept. 1. to keep 
the wheels of government turning. 
He would have control in a special 
session, lacking now.

Point Won
At any rate, the Governor won 

his point on the bill regulating 
securities.

As the legislature headed for what 
looked like its worst jam in the 
final month of session, he made a 
firm reqeust that the House adopt 
a Senate bill regulating securities, 
particularly bringing certain trust 
company stocks under state super­
vision.

“I hope the House will disregard 
frantic efforts of certain specula­
tors, promoters and others . . . and 
vote final passage . . . ” he said.

It did.
Land Case

Bascom Giles’ legal troubles 
mounted when a group of San An­
tonio GIs filed a civil recovery suit 
in'53rd District Court.

Asking $33,000 judgement against 
Giles, the veterans charged that 
he made that much in “personal 

'profit” out of a veterans land deal.
At the latest count, Giles faced 

two criminal indictments, charging 
conspiracy to commit theft of state 
funds and accepting a bribe; four 
felony theft charges, and four civil 
recovery suits.

Twice Giles has refused to testify 
in court about the veterans land 
scandals and charges against him.
1 •■• “Open Door” Bills

Attorney General Shepperd has 
expressed “deep hoESe* that action 
will be taken on the Open Door to 
Good Government Bills during this 
session of the Legislature.”

Most of the bills have been re­
ported favorably by House com­
mittees, he pointed out, but some 
are being held for further com­
mittee study.

“They are sound, logical proposals 
to aid better government in Texas, 
to give the people a bigger voice 
and to more quickly reveal official 
wrong-doing,” he said.

|tory operated by the United States 
jNavy for a hundred years has'.been 
ordered closed; down.. The House: of 
Representatives- has authorized the 
sale of Government-owned synthetic 
rubber plants, and also the Federal 
barge line. This is only a beginning. 
The Government is still engaged in 
more than one-hundred lines of 
business in competition with its own 
taxpayers. The Congress itself is 
looking into this matter, seeking to 
determine which and what busi­
nesses of the Government can be 
disposed of or withdrawn from. This 
includes the sale of many pieces of 
property which would go back on 
the tax rolls. Of course, there are 
some business operations of the 
Government which must be carried 
on by it.

It was natural for the Govern­
ment to get into many types of 
businesses during the past two 
World Wars. I t was also natural for 
The bureaucrats to want to expand 
these business operations. This 
meant they would have greater 
authority and greater power, a 
higher salary, and more people 
working under them. In addition, 
there are those who actually be­
lieve that the Government can run 
a business better than private in­
dividuals and for the benefit of the 
people generally. I t is conceded 
that there are some services of 
the Government which could hot 
be handled privately. I t ceases, 
however, to be a service when the 
Government is in active competi­
tion with private business.
