HIGH SCHOOL 
IS GROWING

Last week we moved the 10th anH 
11th grades into the aduitortum, ad­
ded a teacher to the faculty, relieved 
tlie primary teacher of the 3rd grade 
and made room for two more high 
school subjects. At this time the pri» 
mary teacher still has forty pupil* 
and Wednesday morning it became 
necessary to promote the 7th grade 
to the last room on the first floor and 
move the 9th grade to the auditor­
ium also. Pupils in the auditorium 
are now using single desks, double 
desks, tablet arm chairs and opera 
seats for seating purposes. Three 
dozen seats of a smaller size have 
been placed In the lower grade rooms 
and the high school desks are her* 
ready to be installed. But where can 
we put them? It will be necessary to 
remove the back section of the audi­
torium seats and furnish it with desks, 
for the 9th. 10th and 11th grades. It 
will not be long at the present rate 
until we will need the front section 
and then the next thing will be a new 
auditorium.

COMPRESSED AIR FEEDS STOCK.

Feeding live stock by the aid of 
compressed air is the latest develop­
ment on one of the railroads serving „  . . . „
the Dakotas and Pacific Northwest.
When a train load of stock stops for 
feeding, an engine coupled to a grain 
car runs alongside on the adjoining 
track. A comptessed air hose from 
the engine leads In a hopper In the 
grain car, and as the feeders shovel 
the grain into the hopper tbe a ir' 
drives it through the hose. As the 
engine and grain car move along the 
side of the stock train. It is possible 
to feed a doubl--deck hog car with 
ten bushels of g~aln In twe minutes.
Grain can also be transferred in this 
way from cars which break down en 
route, at a considerable saving over 
older methods.

Peruvian rain trees, which sprinkle 
water from the leaves and stalks upon 
the arid soil and the traveler’s tree 
of Madagascar, which stores the mois­
ture In reservoirs in the trunk, are 
being planted in Australia and South 
Africa In an effort to turn the dry, 
barren wastes there Into productive 
lands. In the same family as the 
banana, the traveler’s tree grows In 
a clump of several stalks rising from 
the same root, reaching a height of 
thirty feet and bearing at the top 
broad leaves in which the water Is 
gathered and conveyed down to the 
natural reservoirs In the stalks, from 
which cool drinks can be obtained. 
Each plant stores up from five to six 
qu&rts, and the drier the season the 
greater is the supply. Tapping does 
little harm, as the cuts heal rapidly 
If they are not too deep. The Peru­
vian species also obtains its moisture 
through condensation, and in addition, 
both the trunk and leaves extract 
water from the air and sprinkle it 
upon the ground below.

they are struggling with the problems of peace enforcement as outlined in the Benes program. Regional accords 
continue to form one of the essential features of the draft, which also grants to France the privilege of preserving 
special alliances.

FORECAST

HOGS ARE TATTOOED BY U. S. TO 
TRACE CATTLE PLAGUE.

For The Journal.
WASHINGTON, October 4 —This 

date is near the first of two severe 
storm periods of October and will be 
o f  greatest interest to farmers of the 
corn belt as it is expected to carry 
killing frosts far south. Much corn 
was planted late on account of back­
ward spring and some of it will sure­
ly get caught. The very severe storm 
wave centering on October 6th Is ex­
pected to bring very cold weather to 
all of Canada and section 3 of my 
weather map. Not so severe west of 
Rockies or east of Meridian 90. The 
storms of week centering on October 
fith are not expected to be so severe 
or dangerous as those of week cen­
tering on October 23. Warm waves of 
October will reach west of Rockies 
about October 5-11-17-26; cool waves 
2-7-14-20. Warm waves will reach 
east of Rockies October 7-13-19-28; 
cool waves October 4-8-16-22. Warm 
waves will reach the Eastern States j 
October 13-19-25-30; cool waves Oc­
tober 7-16-23-27. Coldest weather of 
October is expected near the 7th and 
23. This will be a very favorable 
month to winter grain in most parts 
o f  North America and farmers in gen­
eral will be encouraged. October is 
expected to be a very wet month east 
of the Rockies’ crest. About normal 
precipitation west of the Rockies 
<c.rest.

Bulletin of April 12 read: "I have 
not missed foretelling the greatest 
drouths of the world for seven years. 
All Northern Europe will get a drouth 
September 1 to January 31, 192 -̂25. 
All the northern half of Asia and Eu­
rope will get a great drouth October 
1 to February 28, 1924-25. A very dis­
astrous drouth will occur in Canada 
and the United States March 1 to 
July 31, 1925.”

Bulletin of May 10th read: “The
general crops of North America for 
1925 will be considerably short, with 
good crops In some localities.

•of the laws of nature. It is claimed 
by some scientists that enough energy 
is stored in or carried on one atomic 
sun to destroy the universe if this 
energy could all be released at one 
time. This would be beyond the im- 
iginatlon unless the atoms of space be 
considered, at one mass of powder 
grains and the explosion of one atom 
should explode others. I do not think 
that the creator of a universe would 
leave a way for man to destroy It.

Slightly Mixed.

Detective work in tracing the source 
of tubercular cattle has been resorted 
to by the department of agriculture 
and packing house officials. The me­
thod is based on the belief that swine 
become infected through contact with 
other animals. In order to keep a rec­
ord of the farm from which the hogs 
come, an instrument for tattooing 
them has been developed, consisting 
of a handle in which needle3 are ar­
ranged to form letters and words. This 
device is dipped Into Indelible ink 
and the hog punched on the shoulder 
with it, making marks which are ap­
parent even after the carcass has gone 
through scalding tank, scraping ma­
chine and other processes. Swine 
which are found to have tuberculosis 
can then be easily traced to the farm ( 
from which they eame. In one case 
the method resulted in finding that | 
the disease wa-- being spread by the ! 
chickens.
