Platt, to hove governmen' men inspect 
every shipment.

Division Engineer Baker and En­
gineer B. K. Garrett, of the State 
Highway department, with headquart­
ers in Lubbock, made a trip recent­
ly to Bailey coun'y. where they out­
lined work on the construction of six 
and forty-two one-hundredths miles of 
clay surfaced road in Bailev county, a 
part of the temporary location of 
Highway No. 7.

H. F. Matthews, county engineer 
of Bailey county, received bids last 
week for the Job and when thev were 
read, E. B. Jones, of Portales, New 
Mexico, proved to be tlie successful 
bidder.

The more than six miles of highway 
will be of sand and clay base, with 
solid clay surface, and will cost $10,- 
889.37.

i Bailey county will receive four 
thousand dollars state aid for the con­
struction of this road, which is the 
main traveled highway from Lubbock 
through Littlefield, Amherst and Su­
dan to Muleshoe, and accommodates 
thousands of tourists annually.

A FRIEND OF LABOR.

While the only evidence of many a 
candidate’s friendship for labor is 
found in campaign promises and plat­
form evasions the friendship that John 
W. Davis has for the country’s toilers 
Is found in the 9'atutes and Judicial 
decisions of the country. Only last 
week the highe-t court in America up­
held the constitutionality of the Clay­
ton act, which guarantees the right of 
a jury trial to defendants in contempt 
cases. Tile provision insuring a jury 
trial was written by John W. Davis 
when he was a member of congress 
and it was his unanswerable logic that 
secured the enactment of the law.

Po-siblv this decision will rank 
among the great decisions of our his­
tory. It inevitably reminds the student 
of maena charts, the declaration of 
Breda, the petition of rights; the De­
claration of Independence, and the 
American Bill of Rights. It is a new 
evangel to those who would broaden 
the scone of human freedom and pre-- 
serve what was long since won.

While still 
Ian obscure member of congress, un­
troubled by a presidential dream, he 
consecrated his talents to the cause 
of tabor and of freedom He drew a 

inew charter of liberties for the man j who toils. And now. after a dozen 
i years of unremitting effort to encom- 
1 pass the destruction of this fundamen­
tal principle of liberty the law is sus­
tained by the supreme tribunal of 
America.

No wonder that labor today is hold­
ing high it head and looking the whole 
world in the face. No wonder tha/t 
labor orzanizat'ons from sea to sea 
are overwhelming the author of this 
provision with messages of congratu­
lation and proffers of support. No 
wonder the pressmen of Tennessee and 
the Carolinas,’ the state federation of 
New Jersev, he Bridge and Structur­
al Iron Workers of New York, and the 
Building Trades’ Council of St. Louis 
have wired Mr. Davis that he is the 
acknowledged champion of free labor 
and certain of their support. The 
workers of the countrv can only guess 

' what manv a candidate would do by

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Davis Declares
He Will Win

❖ -
Eve <tt' IIN Last U»ni|>uign Swing 

Swing Through New York Finds the 
Democratic Nominee Confident of 
Victory.

NEW YORK.—The flat statement 
that "the Democratic party will win 
the presidential election" was made 
last Friday night by John W. Davis, 
Democratic nominee for president, up­
on his return here from a Anal cam­
paign tour of the middle western 
states.

Davis, in a formal statement, de­
clared further that ‘‘personal contact 
with the voters has demonstrated 
that they will not excuse the corrup­
tion and mul-adminislration that has 
prevailed at Washington ‘ during the 
recent years of Republican misrule."

It was also positively as-erted that, 
in addition to the victory he claimed 
for the national ticket, the Democrats 
“ will control congress, thus insuring 
putting into effect our promised re­
forms just as soon as legislation to 
that end can be framed and parsed.” 

Tells Drift In West.
Among the “ reforms" promised by 

Davis are revision of the tariff, re­
duced taxes. International co-opera­
tion, improved inland waterways and 
farm legislation.

Efforts of his political opponents to 
bolster up their cause by suggesting 
danger of the election going into the 
house, Davis said, had been investiga­
ted with the result that “ more than 
the necessary 260 votes to elect me 
president already assured.’’ That an 
nouncement was supported, he de­
clared, by the “ drift in the west and 
the centraT west.” *

‘The Democratic party will win the 
presidential election.” the statement 
said. “ I am fully convinced of this. I 
make my claim only after a very care­
ful investigation into the situation, a 
first hand inquiry which has taken 
me more than 12,000 miles. My opin­
ion is not based on what politicians 
have told me. It comes from direct 
contact with the individual voters 
themselves.

People Deeply Interested.
“ When I first started out to carry 

to the voters of the country the mes­
sage of the Democratic party, the 
campaign was in its infancy. Even 
then there were indications that the 
people were deeply interested. That 
interest has increased front day to 
day, until at the present moment the 
coming election is the chief subject of 
discussion everywhere.

“When I make the tatement that 
the Democrats will carry the election, 
and will elect their national ticket 
and a congress to uphold the new ad­
ministration, I do so because of my 
knowledge of the exact conditions 
that prevail in this country. Personal 
contact with the voters has demon­
strated that they will not excuse the 
corruption and maladministration that 
has prevailed in Washington during 
the recent years of' Republican mis­
rule.

Country Ready for Change.
“ The people are making ready to 

order a change. This is indicated 
probably more than anywhere else in 
the greatly increased registration re­
ported from one end of the country 
to the other. It does not take any 
great familiarity with political affairs 
to understand that such heavy in­
crease bodes ill to the party in power. 
When the voters are satisfied it is a 
hard task to get them to take an 
interest in politics.

“They see l!tt!(? reason for a change, 
and defy the efforts of the party

workers to persuade them to qualify 
to discharge their duties at the polls.

“ This year, however, we find re­
ported an increased registration that 
has astonished the wisest of politi­
cians. It is not confined to any par­
ticular section. Everywhere the story 
is the same, the men and women ot 
the country have registereed to do 
their part in ordering a change in 
conditions.

Same Story Everywhere.
“ This latest trip has taken n:c into 

the great west and some of the bor­
der states. Everywhere the story has 
been the same. The meetings which 
I have addressed have been tha larg­
est ever held in the particular locali­
ties before. The audiences have been 
enthusiastically friendly They have 
listened intently to the exposition cf 
the real issue of the campaign with 
a sincerity that indicated how deep­
ly they have been impressed with 
them.

"They have shown that they resettl­
ed the efforts of tto speakers for the 
Republican party to evade ine real 
issues and to erect straw men o 
knock down. In comnvinitv after 
community I have been assured that 
this is'a Democratic year and that or. 
the fourth day of Noveinbe- next, the 
people of the United S ate- are ctr- 
tain to declare for a change .n the 
conduct cf their affairs and arc go­
ing to summon again to the public 
service 'he true a.jd tried Democracy 
of the United States.
